1.0 INTRODUCTION

2.2 SAA reserves the right to undertake physical evaluations on shortlisted Bidder/s.

2.3 SAA will from time to time and during the contract with the Bidder, conduct market analysis of technological changes and prices for services and products to ensure that it is charged reasonable, and technology is up to date. 

2.4 The Bidder/s agrees that during the contract period prices based on the impact of volumes, productivity improvements and sharing of risk may be negotiated.

2.5 The Agreement will be a non-exclusive Agreement and SAA reserves the right to purchase at its discretion service from any other service provider. SAA does not warrant that it will use any minimum quantity of the service from the successful Bidder/s.

2.6 During evaluation of the bids, additional information may be requested in writing from bidders. Replies to such requests must be submitted, within five (5) working days or as otherwise indicated. Failure to comply may lead to your bid being disqualified.
2.7  A bid or the award of a Contract may at any stage be suspended or set-aside reasons which may include amongst other, non-compliance with internal approved procedures or law.  
2.8 In the event of suspension or set-aside in 2.7, the Bidder accepts that it shall have no claim of whatsoever nature against SAA.
3.0 INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, INVENTIONS AND COPYRIGHT
3.1 The specification is the intellectual property of SAA.

3.2 Copyright of all documentation relating to this assignment belongs to SAA. The successful bidders may not disclose any information, documentation, or products to other clients without the written approval of the accounting authority or the delegate.

3.3 All the intellectual property rights arising from the execution of this Agreement shall vest in SAA and the Bidder undertakes to honour such intellectual property rights and all future rights by keeping the knowledge and all published and unpublished material confidential.

3.4 In the event that the Bidder would like to use any information or data generated in terms of the Services, prior written permission must be obtained from SAA.

3.5 SAA shall own all materials produced by the Bidder during the course of, or as part of the Services including without limitation, deliverables, computer programmes (source code and object code), programming aids and tools, documentation, reports, data, designs, concepts, know-how and other information whether capable of being copyrighted or not (“IP”) which IP SAA shall be entitled to freely cede and assign to parties nominated by SAA.

3.6 This clause 3.0 shall survive termination of this Agreement.

11.0   LATE BID SUBMISSIONS
11.1 Late submissions of Bids will NOT be considered for evaluation and will be returned un-opened to the Bidder/s at the Bidders’ own costs accompanied by an explanation to the effect that it is late.

Wine sample submissions will be considered late if they arrive a second after 17:00 pm or any time thereafter. Bids arriving late will not be accepted under any circumstances. Bidders are therefore strongly advised to ensure early submission allowing enough time for any unforeseen events that may delay the delivery of the bid.
12.0 PAYMENTS

12.1 Subject to 16.0 below, final payment terms will be negotiated with the successful bidder before awarding the bid.

12.2 SAA will pay the successful Bidder the Fee as set out in the final contract. No additional amounts will be payable by SAA to the successful Bidder.

12.3 The successful Bidder shall invoice SAA for the services rendered from time to time during the duration of the contract. No payment will be made to the successful Bidder unless an invoice complying with section 20 of VAT Act No 89 of 1991 is submitted to SAA.

12.4 Payment shall be made into the successful bidder’s bank account normally 30 days after receipt of an acceptable, valid invoice. (Banking details must be submitted as soon as this bid is awarded).

12.5 The successful Bidder shall be responsible for accounting to the appropriate authorities for its Income Tax, VAT or other money required to be paid in terms of applicable law.

13.0 WARRANTS

13.1 The Bidder warrants that it can conclude and deliver on this Agreement to the satisfaction of SAA.

13.2 Although the Bidder will be entitled to provide products or services to persons other than SAA, the Bidder shall not without the prior written consent of SAA, be involved in any manner whatsoever, directly, or indirectly, in any business or venture which competes or conflicts with the obligations of the Bidder to provide the products or services.

14.0 RETENTION

14.1 On termination of this agreement, the successful bidder shall on demand hand over all documentation, information, software, etc., without the right of retention, to SAA.

14.2 No agreement to amend or vary a contract or order or the conditions, stipulations or provisions thereof shall be valid and of any force and effect unless such agreement to amend or vary is entered into in writing and signed by the contracting parties.  Any waiver of the requirement that the agreement to amend or vary shall be in writing, shall also be in writing.

15.0 SELECTION

15.1 Before the award of this Bid, SAA reserves the right to enter a phase of negotiation to ensure the optimum solution in terms of the specified requirement for SAA with Bidder/s to establish a mutually acceptable solution.  SAA will however not be bound to enter into any contract with any party, should negotiations fail to produce mutually acceptable conditions.

15.2 Should SAA consider it necessary, the Bidder/s shall agree to an inspection of the resources and works of the Bidder.
15.3 SAA may request documentary proof of any information supplied by the Bidder/s. Failure to comply with request will lead to disqualification.

SCOPE OF WORK / SPECIFICATION

SAA 2024/2025, SELECTION OF WINES, MCC, CHAMPAGNE & PORT FOR SAA SERVICES (IN-FLIGHT AND PREMIUM LOUNGES)

1. Introduction

South African Airways proudly serves only South African Wines, Méthode Cap Classique and Cape Tawny on-board its flights and in its lounges; whilst Champagne will only be procured for specified routes and for the First-Class lounges.

It is to be noted that SAA through its destination network provides a platform to showcase South African wines to all South African and international customers in Economy class as well as in Business Class and its prestigious Business Class, First Class, and Platinum lounges. SAA also enters (from time to time) various international wine competitions with its winelist.  

2. The Wine Selection

SAA will cooperate with “Wine of the Month”, a SAA Voyager Frequent Flyer programme partner, for handling the logistics of the wine selection process on SAA’s behalf. A panel of professional local judges will taste, and score all submitted wines. These rankings, together with other key considerations, will form the basis of eligibility for the 2024/2025 SAA Wine Selection.

· The wine tasting process to be followed: 

· The wine tasting will be conducted over an estimated three (3) days period, subject to the number of entries received.

· All submitted wines will be blind tasted by the judges from “Wine of the Month”. Blind tasting means that the judges cannot see the label of the wine and therefore do not know who the producer or the type of wine is.  

· The wines will be tasted per specific categories, in sequence, according to a specific codes allocated to it. 

· All 750ml wine bottles must be in their final bottled condition (labeled according to Wine and Spirit Board requirements, otherwise with typed labels indicating the relevant details) and the relevant certification documentation must accompany the wine samples (reference to the provisional or full certification from the Wine & Spirit Board). Tank samples can be accepted but ONLY for tasting for the Economy Class, 187ml category. 

The Bidders entering the tank samples for Economy Class, 187 ml category, will be allowed to do so under the following conditions: 

· The wine must be provisionally certified by the Wine and Spirits Board;

· The Bidder must attach to the Entry Form a WRSA 2 certificate;

· The Bidder must supply a tank number on both entry form and sample bottle;

· The Bidder must acknowledge that SAA reserves the right to request the Wine and Spirits Board to conduct inspection of the tank samples, by taking control samples from wineries during or after the judging process. 

· The Scoring Method

The tasting method to be used by the wine judges is the 100 Point Wine Scoring System, which forms the heart of the database of wine quality assessments utilized by “wine wizards”; taking over thirty years to perfect; thus, designed to direct wine drinkers to the best available wines, within a particular category, at a given price point etc. 

“Wine of the Month” will coordinate the judging process, observed by SAA GSM and an internal auditor. 

· Champagnes:

SAA serves Champagne on specific routes and in the First Class and Platinum lounges.

The customers on these routes are very brand conscious; therefore, only well recognized champagne brands will be considered. The champagne must be white, Brut, non-vintage. It is recommended that any brand within the des Grandes Marques champagnes and/or the most popular champagnes can be entered – addressing the requirements of SAA’s most valuable customers in its Business Class, (an aspect creating a very strong marketing value; therefore, only the brands that represent this strong marketing value proposition will be considered). The following, most popular brands, but not limited to the following, may be considered: Lanson, Bollinger, Taittinger, Moët & Chandon, Mumm, Veuve Cliquot, Laurent Perrier, Pommery, Piper-Heidsick, Nicolas Feuillatte.

· Business Class Wines

A total of 24 wines will be selected (12 different white and red wines), as on board there will always be a selection of 2 different white and 2 different red wines, for the passengers to choose from.  

A successful Bidder (in line with the outcome of the Final Score, i.e. after consideration of price and BBBEE rating) could be allocated one or more listings for the 2024/2025 year.  

Wines in Business Class will be on-board for approximately two months. The wines offered to Business Class passengers will therefore change every second month.   

Other types of wines to be selected for Business Class are as follows: Cape Tawny/Ruby, Méthode Cap Classique and Champagne.  Only one Cape Tawny/Ruby, will be chosen for the year; whereas different (preferably six, if available) Méthode Cap Classique’s will be chosen. 

Champagne will only be served on selected routes and in the First Class and Platinum lounges – therefore, only one or two brands of Champagne will be selected for the 2024/2025 year.
· Economy Class Wines

SAA’s economy Class Wines are bottled in 187ml bottles.  Preference will be given to wines bottled in PET.

3. Volumes

Please note that the volumes indicated are total annual consumption numbers.

It is the intention to refresh the Business Class wine list every second month and therefore multiple awards to different wine labels will be made.

4. Procurement Process

Suppliers are requested to confirm that the airline will pay no more than the lowest price at which the product in question is sold to a trade customer, whether wholesaler, importer, distributor, or retailer.

Selected Wineries must ensure that wines are packed onto pallets when delivering to the SAA Warehouse in Johannesburg.  The cases must be labeled on top of the box and on two sides (with: the SAA item code, item description, quantity per case and PO number for tracking purposes).

Procurement Conditions 

· SAA consumes approximately 121 x 6 x 750ml cases white wine per month and 97 x 6 x 750ml cases red wine per month. 

· The quantity available should be clearly indicated on the Entry Form - the Bidder is requested to indicate if the wines are packed in cases of 6’s or 12’s. The minimum quantity of white and red in Premium Class that will be considered (should the Bidder not be able to supply the exact required quantity) is 2500 bottles (415 x 6 x 750ml cases). The Bidder must ensure to reserve this quantity for SAA should their wine be selected to be on-board and in the lounges during 2024/25. Bidder to ensure that no tampering was done too the labels of the sample bottles, e.g. changing of vintages – considering, this will result in the disqualification of that wine.  

· All 750ml wine bottles must be in their final bottled condition, (labeled according to Wine and Spirit Board requirements, otherwise with typed labels indicating the relevant details) and the relevant certification documentation must accompany the wine samples (reference to the provisional or full certification from the Wine & Spirit Board).  

NB.: Please note that SAA’s preference is the easy-to-handle screw-cap bottles - to avoid opening it using the corkscrew opener.
