GARDEN MAINTENANCE AT ARC PHP

The ARC require the following service to be carried once a month for the following work to be carried out.
1. Introduction

The ARC operates a facility in the farm.  In order to minimise its environmental impact and to improve the general appearance of the site, the ARC has established extensive areas of garden including lawns and trees and shrubs.  

2. Area Covered

All the areas of the farm must be covered including the water reservoir, lapa and sewer plant

3. Scope of Work
3.1 Maintenance of Lawns

The Contractor will be responsible for a professional and satisfactory upkeep of lawn areas. The lawns will be maintained to park like standards including grass length and green colour. Edges will be trimmed neatly back from roads and kerbs.
