       SABC News and Current Affairs requires up-to-date, accurate and easily accessible online / digital traffic information services for all its newsrooms and Bulletin Desks across South Africa, which will also be used on Lotus FM and SA FM Radio Current Affairs programmes as live and / or recorded voice reports, on at least 12 other non-English Radio Current Affairs programmes, on TV programmes, such as Morning Live, through audio-visual live reports and graphics (to be done “virtually” on video-conferencing platforms or SRT feeds) and on all SABC News digital platforms, including SABC OTT platforms such as SABC+. SABC News and Current Affairs will have full editorial and technical control over the content required, including form and style.

· Regular, up-to-the-minute traffic updates on Radio, TV and Online / Digital (Website/App/social media etc.) platforms

CERTIFICATE OF INDEPENDENT BID DETERMINATION

1	This Standard Bidding Document (SBD) must form part of all bids¹ invited.
2	Section 4 (1) (b) (iii) of the Competition Act No. 89 of 1998, as amended, prohibits an agreement between, or concerted practice by, firms, or a decision by an association of firms, if it is between parties in a horizontal relationship and if it involves collusive bidding (or bid rigging).² Collusive bidding is a pe se prohibition meaning that it cannot be justified under any grounds.
3	Treasury Regulation 16A9 prescribes that accounting officers and accounting authorities must take all reasonable steps to prevent abuse of the supply chain management system and authorizes accounting officers and accounting authorities to:
