COMPREHENSIVE MAINTENANCE SERVICING OF LIFTS

SCOPE OF WORK PRICE SCHEDULE – GENERAL NOTES
It is a requirement of this Contract that this Scope of Work Price Schedule and Schedule of Day Work Rates is completed in full. Failure to complete these Schedules will invalidate the tender.

The Scope of Work Price Schedule shall hereafter be referred as the Schedule.

The Schedule is divided into Sections defined by Make or Manufacture and is numerically arranged in alphabetical order. NOTE : The Schedule configuration must not in any way whatsoever be construed as an order of preference.
The Schedule forms the basis for the Tender Price and must be completed in full for each Section.

The Tenderer may submit a tender offer for one (1) or more Sections, however the tender offer must be for the total Section (i.e. The complete works for each Section and not a part of the works contained in each Section). 

Where the Tenderer opts not to submit a price for a Section, a zero ( 0 ) must be entered into the “Total Amount for 3 Year Period” column in the relevant Section of the Schedule and  indicated on the Form of Tender.

The tender offer is for the monthly servicing of numerous lifts installed in various Municipal buildings throughout the eThekwini area for a 3 year period as indicated in the Schedule. Provision has been made for escalating the base monthly service rate for years 2 and 3. The Tenderer shall state the percentage increase per annum and the monetary value thereof in the relevant columns of the Schedule.
The Tenderer is to price for an initial Inspection and Condition Report and the prerequisite Statutory Inspections and Reports during the contract period as indicated in the Schedule.

An estimate of the number of breakdown callouts has been allowed for in the Schedule. The Tenderer must submit a rate for the cost per callout multiplied by the estimated number of callouts per annum.

An Example of the completed Pricing Schedule and Schedule of Daywork Rates is included for information purposes and is to be used as a guideline only.  Note : The blocks that are highlighted are the fields that must to be filled in by the tenderer.
The Schedule contains pages numbered consecutively per section as indicated in the Table of Contents.  Before the Tenderer submits their tender they must check the number of pages, and if any are found missing or duplicated, or the figures or writing indistinct, or the Schedule contain any obvious errors, they should apply to the Employer at once and have the same rectified, as no liability whatsoever will be accepted by the Employer in respect of errors in tender due to the foregoing.

The Schedule forms part of and must be read in conjunction with the Specification, which document contains the full description of the work to be done and material and equipment to be used unless otherwise described in the Schedule, reference should be made to the Specification for the full meaning of descriptions of work to be done and materials and equipment to be used in this service.

Tenderers shall submit completed Schedules, priced in detail on the closing date of tenders.

Tenderers are advised to check their item extensions and additions as no claim for arithmetical errors will be considered.

No alteration, erasure or addition is to be made in the text of the Schedule.  Should any alteration, erasure or addition be made, it will not be recognised but the original wording of the Price Schedule will be adhered to.

The priced Schedule of the successful Tenderer will be checked and the Client reserves the right to call for adjustments to any individual price and to rectify any discrepancy.

The successful Tenderer and the Employer or their Agent may agree that the total of any Schedule, including any variations by way of additions thereto or omissions therefrom, represents a fair and accurate quantification of the items set out in the Schedules and the parties may agree final payment on that basis.  In the event of any dispute regarding the quantities, then the disputed item or items shall be adjusted by mutual agreement where necessary.

The scope and extent of work included in the Price Schedule shall be subject to variation to meet the Employer's requirements and shall be measured and costed at rates entered in the Price Schedules and the Schedule of Daywork Rates, and shall form an addition to or omission from the total of the Schedules.  Any items or variation for which rates have not been included in the Schedules shall be agreed and priced as non-scheduled items in accordance with the provisions of the contract.

The rules governing the extent and costing of the variation shall be those provided for in the form of Conditions of Contract.

Variations for pre-planned work before the work has been executed shall be priced as above.  Alterations to work already executed cannot necessarily be priced as above and must be reviewed on its merits.

Unless a separate rate for the supply and for the installation of any items is specifically called for, the supply and installation costs of any item shall be fully included in the unit price. Prices for non-scheduled items shall be based on a separate rate for supply and installation. 
The description of each item shall, unless otherwise stated herein, be deemed to include making, conveying and delivering, unloading, storing, unpacking, hoisting, setting, fitting and fixing in position, cutting and waste, patterns, models and templates, plant, temporary works, return packings, establishment charges, profit and all other obligations arising out of the Conditions of Contract.

All measurements are nett unless otherwise stated and Tenderers must allow in the rate for wastage.

The quantities and rates included for daywork shall form part of the tender submission.  Tenderers shall note that this item must be regarded as provisional and will only be payable to the Contractor if and when a written order to this effect has been issued.

The cost of materials and equipment covered by dayworks and not included in the normal servicing of the lifts, i.e.: the replacement of worn or damaged parts, shall be paid for on a proven cost basis which shall be substantiated by the suppliers invoices plus a percentage mark-up on the materials.  The Tenderer shall state the required mark-up on materials in the space provided in the Schedule of Daywork Rates.  This mark-up shall be fixed for the full duration of the contract.  
Note: The pricing schedules and daywork rates schedule are available in pre-calculated excel electronic format.  Should the tenderer wish to use the electronic format the onus is on the tenderer to make sure the fields in the excel document are calculating correctly.  No liability whatsoever will be accepted by the Engineer in respect of errors in tender due to the foregoing.
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
