Novak Djokovic won 12 of the
last 14 games of his match
against Lorenzo Musetti to
crush the Italian 6-2 6-2 and
move into the quarterfinals of
the Miami Open in his best
performance since the Aus-
tralian Open.

The momentum in the rain-
delayed match seemed to
swing in Djokovic’s favour
when he complained to the
chair umpire in the opening set
over a serve clock warning.

That frustration seemed to
spark the Serbian, who broke
the next game for a 4-2 lead
and never looked back in the
presence of an adoring crowd
that included tennis greats Ser-
ena Williams and Juan Martin
del Potro.

“I was star-struck. It was
amazing to see first DelPo, ob-
viously a long-time friend and a
rival, so happy to have him
around and get his support
from the box,” Djokovic said.

“It was amazing, it was the
first time to have DelPo in the
box, so I want to thank him re-
ally for coming. And Serena,
that was a surprise.”

Six-times Miami champion
Djokovic crushed an exquisite
backhand winner for a 5-2 sec-
ond-set lead and sealed the win
when Musetti double-faulted
on match point.

“Actually, when I had that
down-the-line passing shot, I
pointed to her and asked her
whether it was OK,” he said.

“She said, ‘yeah, it was fine’.
If Serena says it was fine, then it
was amazing by everyone else’s
st a n d a r d s . ”

Next up for fourth-seeded
Djokovic is American Sebastian
Korda, who prevailed 6-4 2-6 6-
4 over veteran Frenchman Gael
Monfils earlier in the day.

Korda lost to 24-time Grand
Slam champion Djokovic in
their previous meeting in the
2023 Adelaide final. — Re u t e r s

If a deal between the PGA Tour
and the Saudi Public Invest-
ment Fund is to be finalised af-
ter close to two years of delib-
eration, one of the major ques-
tions that must be solved is the
fate of LIV Golf.

The PIF and its governor,
Yasir Al-Rumayyan, established
a footing in the professional
golf world by bankrolling LIV
Golf and peeling away several
major stars from the PGA Tour,
including Brooks Koepka,
Bryson DeChambeau, Phil
Mickelson and most recently
Jon Rahm.

The Saudi contingent came
to a “f ra m ewo r k ” agreement to
merge assets with the PGA
Tour in June 2023, but it was
light on details of how LIV Golf
could coexist with the tour.

Former major winner Webb
Simpson, a member of the PGA
Tour Policy Board, told Sports
Illustrated this week it took
some time for the tour and its
partners, including new in-
vestors Strategic Sports Group,
to get “an understanding more
of who [Al-Rumayyan] is, what
he wants, what he’s trying to
accomplish with LIV”.

But Simpson admitted there
were major obstacles in the
way of reunifying the men’s
professional game, including
how LIV is incorporated into
the schedule going forward.

“To me, it’s hard to get your
mind around the team con-
ce p t , ” Simpson said in an inter-
view published on Monday.

“I’ve gotten that feedback
from golf fans. You can get your
mind around the Ryder Cup or
Presidents Cup once a year. But
the franchise model or Formula
1 model on the PGA Tour ... it’s
hard to see a future in that.”

Simpson, the 2012 US Open
winner, has sat on the tour’s
policy board for more than two
ye a r s .

The 39-year-old suggested in
the interview that paring back
the LIV schedule to a few
events a year may not appease
Al-Rumayyan and the Saudis.

“I’m not on the transaction
committee [which deals direct-
ly with the PIF], so I don’t

know how Yasir is with other
forms of TV golf, where we in-
corporate PGA Tour, DP World
Tour and the LIV tour,” he said.

“It ’s complicated. We’ve pre-
sented, at least at the board lev-
el, other team options that
aren’t just franchises like they
have for the whole year.

“More like different points
on the calendar where there is
an appetite for fans to see some
type of team stuff.

“Then it goes back to the
idea that the beauty of a team
sport is you get behind that
team for the season.

“You ride their highs and
lows. Is four times a year really
going to work? Will that satisfy
what Yasir wants?”

Simpson also hinted that
communicating with the Saud-
is had been a challenge.

“It seems like there is a little
bit of a breakdown in commu-
n i c at i o n , ” he said.

“On our side, when ques-
tions are asked of us, we get an-
swers right away.

“We ’ve been diligent. I don’t
know if the same is true on
their side. That part has been
kind of frustrating.”

But Simpson said that those
in negotiations knew that the
highest priority for the fans at
this point was to piece back to-
gether a schedule that got the
likes of DeChambeau, Koepka
and Rahm playing the most im-
portant PGA Tour events again.

“We also know the fans have
said a million times they want
to see Bryson and Rahm play in
the best tournaments,” he said.

“They don’t want to see us
at Valspar this week and them
at Singapore last week. That’s
not good for the game of golf.

“We ’re throwing out differ-
ent ideas of how we incorpo-
rate them back in.

“There’s only a few guys
who have any eligibility here
but they’re the best players.

“And I think the appetite for
the average PGA Tour member
to see a legitimate path is
quicker than maybe we once
there. I think people are over
the shock value of [LIV Golf].”
