C3:  Scope of Work
C3.1 Works Information
3.1.1. Description of the works 
3.1.1.1 Units of Measurement
· All linear dimensions and measurements shall be metric.

· Angular measurements and geodetic coordinates shall be degrees, minutes and seconds.

· All Cartesian coordinates shall be reported to the nearest millimetre.

· All geodetic coordinates shall be reported to the nearest one thousandth of a second.

3.1.1.2 Permanent Ground Markers
· Five (5) primary control points to be used to demonstrate the extent of the horizontal and vertical coordinates and should be identified within the project area.

· Primary survey stations shall be of stable permanent construction to a pre-approved standard and comprise of Beacons/Monuments for primary control points constructed such that they are made from 200mm diameter x 500mm cylindrical monuments. Cast with a 10mm diameter, 500mm long rebar placed at the centre.

· Secondary control points shall be constructed similar to the primary with a unique identification number engraved in the concrete and the top surface of the beacon painted for easy identification.

· The Contractor should provide the most appropriate marker for each location and the maximum distance between adjacent permanent survey stations shall be not more than 300m.
3.1.1.3 Accuracy

The planimetric coordinates of directly surveyed points shall be correct to +/- 0.02 m rmse (root mean squared error) on carriageways and hard surfaces and +/- 0.010 m rmse on all surfaces in all other areas, when checked from the nearest control point.

· The levels of directly surveyed points shall be correct to within +/- 0.005 m rmse on carriageways and hard surfaces +/- 0.025 m rmse on other surfaces (except on rough ground or otherwise broken surfaces), when checked from the nearest control point.

· All numerical survey information shall be collected to a real value of 0.001 m in the horizontal location and 0.001 m within the vertical location.

· The acceptable survey tolerances are:



-Spot elevations +/- 10 mm within vertical and horizontal locations




-Control point elevations +/- 1 mm within vertical and horizontal locations
3.1.1.4 Survey Grid Parameters

· The survey grid/maximum distance between any two adjacent spot heights shall be 2 m or less for aerial surveys (photogrammetry, lidar etc.)

· For conventional ground-based surveys, cross sections of the roads and all construction sites will be surveyed at intervals of 20m longitudinally and 25m on either side of the centreline transversely.
3.1.1.5 Cadastral Survey/Opening Boundaries

The Contractor shall provide the pegging and confirmation of the perimeter cadastral boundary of the site as provided by the Employer. The placement of pegs and final survey reports for cadastral work shall be provided in strict accordance with the statutory survey regulations of the South African authority, including sign off by any locally registered professionals as required.
3.1.1.6 Detailed Surveying
This will involve surveying of servitudes and the construction site (approx.. 1 kilometer radius). Where an aerial survey method may be used, additional infill ground-based surveys will also be required.

The survey shall be conducted using the WGS 84 coordinate system.

The survey shall be carried out by a professional surveyor registered with the SAGC.

All levels shall relate to the mean average sea level

The Contractor shall be responsible for the identification of local Trig beacons and obtaining Surveyor General cadastral information which shall be included on the deliverable survey data.

	(a) Borehole site survey: 

 The Contractor shall survey the borehole site with an aid of GPS o-ordinates of the site and Geological maps, Google Earth and relevant equipment such as Magnetometer look and find formation that have water bearing properties such as faults or dykes that indicates good formation to find water in. After the discovery of water bearing properties from the faults or dykes in the underground formation, move to the next step of drilling to extract water samples. The size of the area is one kilometre radius.
(b) Borehole drilling:
The Contractor shall identify site(s) commence with drilling with the appropriate diameter e.g. 200 to 250mm, to get to the solid rock. The Contractor shall Install casing keep the topsoil from falling in the borehole and drill the borehole further to the appropriate depth e.g., 80 to 120 metres
On reaching the required depth, the Contractor shall blow the borehole with correct tools for short period of time e.g. 1 hour or so to extract water samples for next step of testing of potential volume and water properties such as acidity, etc.
(c) Borehole Testing:

The extracted water samples will be required to be taken for borehole testing and analysis of water properties in terms of acidity, alkalinity and other chemistry/geo-interpretation to determine water suitability for human consumption and food irrigation. Once completed, a report with test results and recommendation should be submitted prior to the next step of Borehole Full Installation.

Hold Point 1:

The Contractor shall generate a complete report to determine if the water is suitable for human consumption, food irrigation and how many litres of water it can pump per hour.

Nota Bene:

The next stage will depend on the report generated. The Contractor shall submit a report with test results and recommendation prior to the next step of Borehole Full Installation. 

(d) Borehole Full Installation:

The Contractor shall supply, delivery and install complete borehole full installation i.e. pump and all necessary apparatus (3kW solar system). This will include Borehole protection unit for security and warranty.
Borehole pump installation - solar: 

The Contractor supply, deliver and install a complete 3kW solar system completely wired to the borehole.
Water storage:

The Contractor shall supply and deliver a 5000L water tank. Build or supply a suitable water tank stand and do all necessary pipework. The water tank should be secured and stable enough to withstand prevailing winds.



3.2 Invoicing and payment

4.3.2 Health and safety risk management

The Consultant shall at all times comply with the health and safety requirements prescribed by law as they may apply to the services.  

The Consultant shall comply with the Eskom’s health and safety requirements below:
SAFETY:

In terms of Eskom’s SHE Policy (32-94), Eskom adopt a very strict stance on ensuring adherence to prescribed Safety Regulations. Strict compliance with the OHS Act is vital, and ALL submissions required in terms of Contractor Regulations, as contained in the Act, must be received by Eskom. All Service Providers are also expected to adhere to Eskom’s SHE Guidelines (32-524), which must be adhered to at all times, and the successful Service Provider must also sign a Section 37 (2) Agreement, which stipulates our SHE Specifications. NO Tenders will be accepted from any Service Provider who is UNABLE to comply with any Eskom’s SHE requirements.

Also of extreme importance are Eskom’s Life Saving Rules are non-negotiable health and safety rules which must not be broken under any circumstances. It must be highlighted that Eskom takes a ZERO TOLERANCE stance to violation of these rules. These rules are applicable to any person entering Eskom sites:

faculties are in any way impaired by the consumption or use of the substance; or

is unable to perform in a safe, productive manner; or

has a level of alcohol in his/her body greater than 0.02% blood alcohol concentration.

This includes any level of on illegal substance in the body, irrespective of when used.

RULE 5: ENSURE THAT YOU HAVE A PERMI T TO WORK

Where an authorisation limitation exists, no person shall work without the required Permit to Work (PTW), which is governed by the Plant Safety Regulations, Operating Regulations for High Voltage Systems (ORHVS), etc.

No plant is to return to service without cancellation of all permits on that plant in accordance with the procedure.
