SITA needs to modernise its Pietermaritzburg datacentre in line with industry standards to ensure adherence to TIER III+ guidelines where all government servers and applications can be rationalised and integrated to ensure digital transformation within the South African Government, and to support hyperscale datacentre requirements.

(ii) Verify and isolate any live services (electrical, pressurized piping, etc).
(iii) Submit a demolition method statement and safety plan for approval.
(iv) Notify relevant stakeholders and obtain all necessary permits prior to commencement.
b)  Components to be Removed
Fire detection panels, wiring, and devices (smoke/heat detectors, alarms).
(i) Gaseous or water-based suppression piping and nozzles.
(ii) Agent cylinders and valves.
(iii) Manual release stations and control interfaces.
(iv) Conduits, brackets, and associated infrastructure.

All demolition works must be performed in compliance with Occupational Health & Safety regulations.
