TERMS OF REFERENCES: TRAINING OF SCM BIDS COMMITTEES AND OTHER ROLE PLAYERS IN SCM PROCESSES
Experienced service providers are invited to submit quotations for the training of SCM bids committees and other role players in SCM processes.
Purpose
To build the capacity of bid committee members who serve on bid specification, evaluation, and adjudication committees as well as Supply Chain Management practitioners who are responsible for support functions of the Bid Committee system. The program is aligned to the basic values and principles governing public administration as contained in the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa 1996, in that it promotes a high standard of professional ethics, the efficient, economic, and effective use of resources and accountability.
Target Group
All members who serve on Bid Specification, Evaluation or Adjudication Committees as part of a bid process. The training intervention is aimed at all candidates who are Supply Chain Management Practitioners, Senior Managers, Managers, CFOs, Accounting Officers and End Users who operate in cross-functional teams as well as specialists in specific fields who are members of the bid committees.
