	Where is Vanderkloof
The station is situated underground at the Vanderkloof Dam near Petrusville in the Northern Cape.  Vanderkloof Hydro Power Station is part of the Peaking group of power stations and is located in the Upper Karoo Region in the Northern Cape.   The station is in the region of 40 years old and is powered with two 120MW units at an installed capacity of 240MW and encapsulated in an underground cavern on the left bank of the Orange River. The map below indicates the directions to the Vanderkloof Hydro Power Station.
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
