The total contract will be executed over two (2) financial years, i.e. 2022/23
and 2023/24. The intention is to electrify approximately 217 houses in 2022/23, and the restant in 2023/24.

Tenderers must be registered with the CIDB in an EP Class of construction works and have a grading designation equal
to or higher than that determined in accordance with the sum tendered or a value determined in accordance with
Regulation 25(1B) or 25(7A) of the Construction Industry Development Regulations, 2004. It is estimated that tenderers
should have a CIDB contractor grading designation of 4EP or higher.

A stipulated minimum threshold for local production and content is applicable for the supply of electrical cables (90%),
electricity meters (70%), plastic pipes (PVC) (100%) and power line hardware (100%). Annexure MBD 6.2 must be fully
completed by bidders.

Bids will be evaluated in accordance with the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2017 and the attached specifications.
The 80/20-preference point system will be used for the evaluation of the contract. The Swartland Municipality endorses
and supports the Government’s Black Economic Empowerment Programme and is committed to rectify the inequalities of
the past. For bidders to qualify for the advantages of the B-BBEE Act, they must thoroughly complete the attached
Annexure MBD 6.1. There will be no benefits if the schedule is not thoroughly completed. Preference points MUST also
be claimed in_paragraph 6.1. Bidders are required to submit original and valid B-BBEE Status Level Verification
Certificates or certified copies thereof together with their bids, to substantiate their B-BBEE rating claims.
