	1.  Collection & safe disposal of chemicals & biohazards from the campus 

1. Supply of a disposal manifest upon removal of the chemicals and a disposal certificate after disposal for the records of the campus is mandatory

1. The service provider is expected to submit the chemicals categorization and disposal methodology for each chemical group. This must be submitted together with the quotation

1. The service provider will be requested to collect samples of unclassified (not labelled) chemicals for testing in order to produce quotations, 
 
1. The service provider will be requested to attend compulsory site visit/ briefing session, confirm availability of the necessary capacity & resources for waste removal, transportation & disposal,

1. The service provider may collect all the MSDS’s prior to the disposal or if requested,

1. The service provider must adhere to the applicable municipal by-laws, relevant environmental legislations, SANS 10406 and SANS 10229 regarding transportation, packaging and disposal of dangerous goods,

1. The service provider must be the original hazardous waste licence holder under Section 49(1) of the NEM: Waste Act 59/2008. 

1. No third party licences will be accepted.

· Collect hazardous & biohazard waste which includes & not limited to acids, solvents, salts, sharps, needles, plates & other laboratory waste material,  
· Provide recycling of empty or used chemical bottles in glass, tubes, jars, plates & plastic containers, 
· Collect used fluorescent light bulbs, needles & broken laboratory glasses,
· Disinfect/ clean chemical storage areas post waste collection, 
· Dispose hazardous waste stream at a designated hazardous waste disposal site,
· Provide a copy of the waste manifest certificate upon collection of waste,   
· Issue the ARC with a disposal certificate,
· Collect & analyse samples of substances without labels/ of unknown origin, 
· Collect & dispose waste in liquid and/ solid state ,
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
