Ncome Museum request quotations from the professional Service Provider to undertake restoration and rethatching of 2 traditional Zulu beehive huts as follows:

1. Traditional Zulu Beehive Hut – 1

· Spruce up and restore the existing concrete footprint (the floor) 

· Assess the condition of existing steel frame and, if necessary, repair it

· Rethatch the existing steel frame

2. Traditional Zulu Beehive Hut – 2

· Prepare a new concrete footprint (the floor)

· Assess the condition of existing steel frame and, if necessary, repair it

· Rethatch the existing steel frame

3. Apply fire retardant to both huts

4. Electrify both huts 

5.  Roof Size: to measure on site
i. Roof Thatch Application 

· 150 mm thick thatch of hand cut grass of an acceptable species in lengths with a minimum of 1200 mm laid in bundles of suitable size.

· Thatch Grass to be compacted to a minimum density of 35 kg/m/150 mm thickness.

· Thatch Grass to be fixed by means of suitable fixing rods interlaced through and over the bundles at not exceeding 600mm centres. 

· Thatch Grass secured with an acceptable bitumen impregnated treated sisal rope or SABS approved nylon twine 250 mm centres and at closer centres nearer to eaves roof structure and with and including 25 mm thick spread layer to underside

ii. Roof Ridge 

· Ridge capping of 75 mm thick 25MPa concrete reinforced with and including type 193 fabric reinforcement on 250 micron "USB" waterproof sheeting. 

iii. Fire Retardant 

· Apply Fire retardant to an entire roof 
· The roof is sprayed inside and outside with special attention to all edges and corners. 
4. Mandatory Requirement 

4.1.   Bidders must have a minimum CIDB contractor grading designation of 1GB or higher and must be attached with the bid.  Only contractors whose CIDB status is “active” at the time of tender closing date/ evaluation will be considered for further evaluation. Contractors whose status is “suspended” or “expired” will not be considered for evaluation and will be disqualified from the bidding process. Joint ventures are eligible to summit tenders provided that:  every member of the joint venture is registered with the CIDB grading designation of 1GB or higher.

4.4.  Copy of CIPC (company registration documents)

4.5. Proof of Central Supplier Database registration (copy to be attached). In the event of a joint     venture, each member of the joint venture must be registered on the CSD at the time of evaluation. Tenders received from such tenderers who do not comply with this requirement, will be considered non-responsive. 

 4.6.  Quotation in a company letterhead (Breakdown of each item). All tenderers that are registered for Value Added Tax (VAT) with the South African Revenue Service (SARS) must include VAT in their tender offer.

4.7.  List of three (03) contactable references on similar projects and value.

4.8.  80/20 evaluation criteria will be applicable as per specific goals attached on SBD.6.1 in accordance with the Preferential procurement Regulations, 2022. 

4.9. In the event of a joint venture or sub-contractors are involved, a joint venture agreement must be submitted. 

4.10. A Fully completed SBD4 and SBD6.1 forms.
