3. Condition of tender
This tender is subject to Regulation 9 “Local Production and Content” of the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act, 2000: Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2017 Submission of MBD 6.2 is compulsory. The tender will be evaluated on the 80/20 Preference Points system as prescribed by the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2017.

· The exchange rate to be used for the calculation of local production and content must be the exchange rate published by the South African Reserve Bank (SARB) at 12:00 on Thursday, 05 April 2019.

· Only the South African Bureau of Standards (SABS) approved technical specification number SATS 1286:2011 must be used to calculate local content.

· Only locally produced goods, manufactured goods, meeting the stipulated minimum threshold for local production and content, will be considered. 

· A tenderer that fails the minimum stipulated threshold for local production and content is an unacceptable tender.

· The SABS, as the national standard body, approved the technical specification for the determining of locality, see SATS 1286

· The standard bidding document MBD 6.2 must be completed in line with the requirements of the SATS 1286.2011.

· The tenderer must complete the declaration for Local Content Annexure C, import content declaration Annexure D and consolidate the information on Declaration C. Annexure C must be submitted with the tender by the closing date and time as determent.

· A successful tenderer must continuously update declarations C, D and E for the duration of the contract.

Please note that following products was designated with a minimum threshold as per instruction note 15 of 2016/2017 for local content and production.
