The purpose of this bid specification is to acquire licenses for Red Hat OpenShift Platform Plus and Quay, GitLab, and Docker Hub, along with maintenance, support, and consulting services for a period of three years. It also includes the option to purchase additional licenses on an as-needed basis, depending on user and infrastructure requirements.

The RedHat OpenShift Platform Plus & Quay, GitLab and Docker Hub licences form part of the Cloud IDE and DevOps platforms that have been established by SITA on SITA’s infrastructure.

[bookmark: _Toc222327510]Scope of Work
The scope of work for the bidders is as follows:
(a) Procurement of licenses for a period of three (3) years: 
i) RedHat OpenShift Platform Plus & Quay, including premium support,
ii) GitLab Ultimate, including priority support, and 
iii) Docker Hub Team, including support.

(b) Red Hat OpenShift Consulting Services for a period of three (3) years: 
Red Hat OpenShift Consulting Services for services not covered under the standard Premium Maintenance and Support subscription. A provision of 200 consulting hours per year for 3 years should be included to address a broad range of potential support needed, including advanced configurations, architectural design, performance optimization, and issue resolution. These hours are intended to offer flexibility to respond to both current and future requirements that may not yet be fully defined. Below is a list, but not fully inclusive: 
· On-site or remote cluster installation or upgrade execution: Assistance with deploying or upgrading Kubernetes or OpenShift clusters, either on-site or remotely, ensuring a smooth and compliant setup. 
· Architecture design and validation: Design and review of infrastructure or application architectures to ensure they align with best practices, scalability, and resilience requirements. 
· App containerization or re-platforming of legacy apps: Modernising traditional applications by containerising them or re-platforming them for cloud-native environments to improve agility and maintainability. 
· Configuration of CI/CD pipelines: Setting up or optimising continuous integration and continuous delivery pipelines to automate application build, test, and deployment processes. 
· Security posture assessments and hardening: Evaluating and improving the security of platforms and applications by identifying risks and applying recommended hardening techniques. 
· Performance tuning or scalability testing: Analysing system performance and implementing tuning or load-testing strategies to ensure optimal operation under varying workloads. 
· Custom development of automation scripts or Kubernetes Operators: Creating tailored automation scripts or Kubernetes Operators to streamline complex tasks and manage workloads more efficiently. 
· Hands-on training or workshops (unless specified in a learning subscription): Practical, instructor-led sessions designed to upskill teams on technologies like containers, Kubernetes, CI/CD, and automation. 
· Migration from non-Red Hat platforms: Assisting in moving workloads and applications from other platforms (e.g., VMware, AWS, or non-Red Hat Linux) to Red Hat technologies. 

(c) Establishing a flexible licensing agreement to: 
· Provide a scalable agreement to procure additional licenses on an as-needed basis.

Contracting Conditions
(a) Formal Contract - The supplier must enter into a formal written contract (agreement) with SITA.
(b) Right to Audit - SITA reserves the right, before entering into a contract, to conduct or commission an external service provider to conduct a financial audit or probity to ascertain whether a qualifying bidder has the financial wherewithal or technical capability to provide the goods and services as required by this tender.
Delivery Address
(a) The supplier must deliver the required products or services at as indicated in Section 2.2, Delivery Address.
Services and Performance Metrics
(a) The bidder is responsible for providing the following services as specified in the Service 	Breakdown Structure (SBS):
(i) Delivery and installation support of the RedHat OpenShift Platform Plus & Quay, GitLab and Docker licenses on the pre-prod and production environments;
(ii) Technical support during upgrades, patch implementation, and bug fixes reported by SITA for a period of 3 years; and
(iii) Scalable agreement to procure additional licenses on an as-needed basis.
Mission Critical MTTResolve: Response and Repair Times
(b) Technical support during upgrades, patch implementation, system usage and bug fixes reported by SITA for a period of 2 years (24 months) as per the response times in 3.1.3.1.
Supplier Performance Reporting
(a) Reports need to be provided monthly indicating any updates, upgrades, and/or patches that might be required. 
(b) Bidder must provide a monthly report indicating the status of any calls logged.
Certification, Expertise and Qualification
(a) The bidder certifies that:
(i) they have the necessary expertise, skill, qualifications, and ability to undertake the work required in terms of the Statement of Work or Service Definition;
(ii) they are committed to provide the products (licenses) and services as per the agreement;
(iii) they can perform all obligations detailed herein without any interruption to the Customer; and
(iv) they have been certified for the provisioning of the products and services required.
Logistical Conditions

Regulatory, Quality and Standards

Company and Personnel Security Clearance Requirements
(a) Company security screening: The supplier may be required to undergo a company security screening conducted by the State Security Agency (SSA). Should the SSA find the supplier not suitable after the conduct of the security screening, the business relationship will be terminated. The following documentation will be required for the company security screening process to be conducted:
(i) Copy of company registration documentation;
(ii) Copy(ies) of identity documentation of Director(s), Member(s) or Trustee(s); 
(iii) Copy of valid tax clearance certificate. 
(b) Security suitability check for individuals: SITA may, at its own discretion and in line with its policies and procedures, require employees of the supplier to be subjected to a security suitability check before commencement of a project or delivering of a service. The security suitability check is conducted by SITA in order to ensure that individuals meet the minimum security requirements and also to verify personal information. The supplier will be required to replace any employee(s) who is found to be not suitable after the conduct of the security screening. The following documentation will be required for the security suitability check:
(i) Copy of identity document;
(ii) Copy(ies) of qualification(s) if SITA requires verification thereof;
(iii) Fingerprints – will be taken electronically;
(iv) Signed consent form for the conduct of background checks. 
(c) Security clearance: A security clearance, issued by either the SSA or Defence Intelligence (DI) is required if any employee of the supplier will have or may gain access to classified information throughout the duration of the project or in the process of delivering a service. The level of security clearance required – Confidential, Secret or Top Secret, will be determined at the sole discretion of SITA. The supplier will have to replace any employee who do not qualify for a security clearance or is found not suitable by the SSA or DI. The following documentation will be required for the security clearance process:
(i) Completed Z204 or DD1057 security clearance application form;
(ii) Fingerprints;
(iii) Personal documentation of the applicant, including but not limited to, identity document, passport, marriage certificate (if applicable), divorce order (if applicable), qualifications, salary advice and bank statements.  
Confidentiality and non -disclosure conditions
(b) The Supplier, including its management and staff, must before commencement of the Contract, sign a non-disclosure agreement regarding Confidential Information.
(c) Confidential Information means any information or data, irrespective of the form or medium in which it may be stored, which is not in the public domain and which becomes available or accessible to a Party as a consequence of this Contract, including information or data which is prohibited from disclosure by virtue of:
(i) the Promotion of Access to Information Act, 2000 (Act no. 2 of 2000);
(ii) being clearly marked "Confidential" and which is provided by one Party to another Party in terms of this Contract;
(iii) being information or data, which one Party provides to another Party or to which a Party has access because of Services provided in terms of this Contract and in which a Party would have a reasonable expectation of confidentiality;
(iv) being information provided by one Party to another Party in the course of contractual or other negotiations, which could reasonably be expected to prejudice the right of the non-disclosing Party;
(v) being information, the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected to endanger a life or physical security of a person;
(vi) being technical, scientific, commercial, financial and market-related information, know-how and trade secrets of a Party;
(vii) being financial, commercial, scientific or technical information, other than trade secrets, of a Party, the disclosure of which would be likely to cause harm to the commercial or financial interests of a non-disclosing Party; and
(viii) being information supplied by a Party in confidence, the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected either to put the Party at a disadvantage in contractual or other negotiations or to prejudice the Party in commercial competition; or
(ix) information the disclosure of which would be likely to prejudice or impair the safety and security of a building, structure or system, including, but not limited to, a computer or communication system; a means of transport; or any other property; or a person; methods, systems, plans or procedures for the protection of an individual in accordance with a witness protection scheme; the safety of the public or any part of the public; or the security of property; information the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected to cause prejudice to the defence of the Republic; security of the Republic; or international relations of the Republic; or plans, designs, drawings, functional and technical requirements and specifications of a Party, but must not include information which has been made automatically available, in terms of the Promotion of Access to Information Act, 2000; and information which a Party has a statutory or common law duty to disclose or in respect of which there is no reasonable expectation of privacy or confidentiality.
(d) Notwithstanding the provisions of this Contract, no Party is entitled to disclose Confidential Information, except where required to do so in terms of a law, without the prior written consent of any other Party having an interest in the disclosure.
(e) Where a Party discloses Confidential Information which materially damages or could materially damage another Party, the disclosing Party must submit all facts related to the disclosure in writing to the other Party, who must submit information related to such actual or potential material damage to be resolved as a dispute.
(f) Parties may not, except to the extent that a Party is legally required to make a public statement, make any public statement or issue a press release which could affect another Party, without first submitting a written copy of the proposed public statement or press release to the other Party and obtaining the other Party's prior written approval for such public statement or press release, which consent must not unreasonably be withheld.
Guarantee and warranties
(a) The supplier confirms that:
(i) The warranty of goods supplied under this contract remains valid for the duration of the contract after the goods were delivered, installed and commissioned with a sign off, including the client’s signature;
(ii) as at Commencement Date, it has the rights, title and interest in and to the Product or Services to deliver such Product or Services in terms of the Contract and that such rights are free from any encumbrances whatsoever; and
(iii) the Product is in good working order, free from Defects in material and workmanship, and substantially conforms to the Specifications, for the duration of the Warranty period.
Intellectual Property Rights
(a) SITA retains all Intellectual Property Rights in and to SITA's Intellectual Property. As of the Effective Date, the Supplier is granted a non-exclusive license, for the continued duration of this Contract, to perform any lawful act including the right to use, copy, maintain, modify, enhance and create derivative works of SITA's Intellectual Property for the sole purpose of providing the Products or Services to SITA pursuant to this Contract; provided that the Supplier must not be permitted to use SITA's Intellectual Property for the benefit of any entities other than SITA without the written consent of SITA, which consent may be withheld in SITA's sole and absolute discretion. Except as otherwise requested or approved by SITA, which approval is in SITA's sole and absolute discretion, the Supplier must cease all use of SITA's Intellectual Property, at of the earliest of:
(i) termination or expiration date of this Contract; 
(ii) the date of completion of the Services; and 
(iii) the date of rendering of the last of the Deliverables.
(b) If so required by SITA, the Supplier must certify in writing to SITA that it has either returned all SITA Intellectual Property to SITA or destroyed or deleted all other SITA Intellectual Property in its possession or under its control.
(c) SITA, at all times, owns all Intellectual Property Rights in and to all Bespoke Intellectual Property. 
(d) Save for the license granted in terms of this Contract, the Supplier retains all Intellectual Property Rights in and to the Supplier’s pre-existing Intellectual Property that is used or supplied in connection with the Products or Services.
(e) Provide SITA with the compliant Occupational Health and Safety File (required on site for period of installation and proof of compliance).
Counter Conditions
(a) Bidders’ attention is drawn to the fact that amendments to any of the Bid Conditions or setting of counter conditions by bidders may result in the invalidation of such bids.
General
(a) The supplier will be bound by Government Procurement: General Conditions of Contract.
(b) (GCC) as well as this Special Conditions of Contract (SCC), which will form part of the signed contract with the Supplier. However, SITA reserves the right to include or waive the condition in the signed contract.
(c) SITA reserves the right to:
(i) Negotiate the conditions, or
(ii) Automatically disqualify a bidder for not accepting these conditions, or
(iii) Before entering into a contract, conduct or commission an external service provider to audit or conduct probity to ascertain whether a qualifying bidder has the technical capability to provide the goods and services as required by this tender.
Fronting
(a) The SITA supports the spirit of Broad Based Black Economic Empowerment and recognizes that real empowerment can only be achieved through individuals and businesses conducting themselves in accordance with the Constitution and in an honest, fair, equitable, transparent and legally compliant manner. Against this background the SITA will not condone any form of fronting.
(b) The SITA, in ensuring that bidders conduct themselves in an honest manner will, as part of the bid evaluation processes, conduct or initiate the necessary enquiries/investigations to determine the accuracy of the representation made in bid documents.
