In accordance with the Preferential Procurement Regulations of 2022, NM has

Goal 4: Women Empowerment

Women participation in the economy is crucial for the growth and development of the
South African economy, but their participation has been limited by several factors, For
women, the challenge has been unequal access to economic opportunities, including
education, training, and employment. Women in South Aftica often face discrimination
and gender-based violence, which can limit their ability to participate in the economy.
Additionally, women tend to be concentrated in low-paying, informal sector jobs, which

offer little security and limited opportunities for advancement.

In an effort to empower women and encourage their participation in the economy, NM

will award preference points to businesses which are at least 51% owned by women.
Goal 5: Empowerment of People with Disabilities

People with disabilities face significant barriers to participating in the South African
economy. According to the World Bank, about seven million South Africans have some
form of disability, and they are more likely to experiencé poverty and unemployment
compared to those without disabilities.

People with disabilities often face discrimination in the labour market and have limited
access to education, training, and employment opportunities. They may also face
physical and attitudinal barriers, making it difficult for them to fully participate in the
economy

In an effort to empower people with disabilities and encourage their participation in the
economy, NM will award preference points to businesses which are at least 51% owned by
pecple with disabilities.
