The appointed photographer will be required to provide the following: 

 

• Take images from 22 June- 24 June 2023 during the Winter Campaign Activation in Hluhluwe. 

• Take images from 02 July -03 July 2023- during Hollywood Bets Durban July event and post hosting. 

• Take images from 07 July – 09 July 2023 during 947 Primedia North Coast Hosting/OB’s. 

• Take images from 14 July -16 July 2023 during the Dundee July. 

• Take images as when required during the month of July 2023. 

 

Images will have to be of high quality that can be used for newsroom content and stories. 

Images will have to impactful and capture the warmth, excitement, and purpose of the hostings/activations 

and beauty of the location. 

All images will have to be in line with the Tourism KZN brand essence of warmth and hospitality 

Images to be shared in real time to the assigned TKZN representative and media personnel. 

The appointed photographer must have a proven record as a photo – journalist with a least 5 years of 

experience in the mainstream newsroom (Must provide CV or Press Card as part of the quotation)

• The Appointed Photographer will have to submit all edited and unedited Hi-Res images with captions to 

Tourism KZN within 2 days, after each activation.

4. PRICING AND SCORING 
 

4.1 The 80/20 principle will apply in terms of the Preferential procurement policy. 
framework act, 2000: Preferential procurement regulations, 2022 and TKZN’s SCM Policy. 

 
4.2 All qualifying proposals will thereafter be evaluated on the 80/20-preference point system. 

 
4.3 Where price score will be 80 points for requirements with a Rand value equal to or below R50 million 
inclusive of all applicable taxes. 

 
4.4 The following formula will be used to calculate the points out of 80 for price. 

Ps = Points scored for price of tender under consideration. 
Pt = Price of tender under consideration; and 

Pmin = Price of lowest acceptable tender. 
 

 
4.5 The following table will be used to calculate the 20 points for Preference Points: 

80/20 Point System (50 million less procurement) 
Race: African 15 points 
Location: Within the province of KZN 5 points 
TOTAL 20 points 
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4.6 To qualify for preference points as per Preferential procurement policy framework act, 2000: Preferential 

procurement regulations, 2022 and TKZN’s SCM Policy bidders must ensure that they submit the following 

documents: 

▪ A stamped letter from the local councilors or municipal bill 

▪ CSD Registration Report
