The LDoH (hereinafter referred to as “Department”) is comprised of Provincial Head Office, Five District Offices, 41 Hospitals, 483 Primary Healthcare Facilities, Vertical Programmes inclusive of Pharmaceutical Depot, Emergency Medical Services Stations, Malaria Institute and Nursing Campuses.  
1.1 	BACKGROUND 
The LDoH has a workforce in the region of ±37500 and would like to enhance the current workforce management with the latest Technology solutions, hence LDoH has decided to digitise the current workforce management manual processes. 
The purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP) is to invite Suppliers (hereinafter referred to as “bidders”) to submit bids/ for the “Provision, customisation and roll out of an integrated workforce management system in the Limpopo Province Department of Health (LDoH) for a period of sixty (60) months.

4. Supplier Performance Reporting
(a) The Supplier will report on a weekly basis to SITA/Client during the design, installation and implementation phase of the project; weekly written reports are to be presented to the SITA/Client on the progress of the preceding week until installation process has been completed.
(b) Monthly meetings to be scheduled between SITA/Client and service provider and also ADHOC meetings from both sided.

0. Security suitability check for individuals: SITA may, at its own discretion and in line with its policies and procedures, require employees of the supplier to be subjected to a security suitability check before commencement of a project or delivering of a service. The security suitability check is conducted by SITA in order to ensure that individuals meet the minimum security requirements and also to verify personal information.
