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Guidelines on Specification for Procuring Product


	1.  Guideline for Terms of reference

	Tenders are for the Invitation for a professional service provider for the – conducting of the Environmental Impact Assessment and/ or the following studies flood line, contour survey, heritage, Geotech, etc., for the extension of the Brentpark Cemetery and preparation of the cemetery layout thereof and Formalisation. The successful bidder is expected to do all general surveys and draft the reports and relevant reports as part of recommendations for the site to be recommended for graveyards. The clear guidance of some of the studies is in table A below. These should not be made as to the final list as we would expect the bidder to advise accordingly and in line with the required statutory laws governing the burial sites. 


1. Background necessary
One of the cemeteries in Kroonstad, namely: Brentpark Cemetery, has reached its design holding capacity and is encroaching on the farmland adjacent to it, known as the Remainder of the Farm Brentpark No. 2519. This is against the law and it may put the council in bad publicity. It is therefore imperative that the service provider be appointed urgently to conduct the relevant surveys and studies according to the National Environmental Management Act and Burial Ordinance as part of the independent specialist to recommend the sites for the extension or the alternative sites if the site identified is not suitable for the purpose.  
2. Site Location

· Brentpark Cemetery: Coordinates:   27°39'49.0"S 27°11'16.2"E  (known as part of the Remainder of the Farm Brentpark No.2519)
3. Requirements/ Scope of work

Moqhaka Local Municipality hereby invites Professional Service Providers to submit proposals for:

· The execution of an Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Study / Basic Assessment Report on the identified land for the extension of the cemetery and determination of the reports required should have been done before the start of the survey.
· The extension of the cemetery, and

· The approval thereof by the relevant authorities.

The service provider will be responsible for:

· The conducting EIA to the identified land adjacent to Brentpark cemetery to determine if the land is suitable for cemetery extension;
· The conducting and submission of the applicable EIA applications, including all relevant specialist studies to the relevant authorities to obtain all approvals required (some of the studies are the following but not limited to flood line, contour survey, heritage, Geotech, etc.;
· And develop a Cemetery/graves layout plan

The eligibility criteria are as follows:
· Companies must be registered with CESA (Consulting Engineers of SA) and /or EAPSA (Environmental Assessment Practitioners Association of South Africa). A copy of the certificate needs to be submitted.

· Specialists in the companies must be registered with ECSA (Engineering Council of SA) and /or EAPSA (Environmental Assessment Practitioner Association of South Africa). Copy of individuals' certified certificate to be submitted
All proposals submitted will be adjudicated in terms of the Council's Supply Chain Management Policy.
	2.  Preferential Points System
