The Museum will award the work to a suitable qualified experienced Service Provider who submit quotations and meet all the requirements below:

      1.1 Interested Service Providers must submit a quotation as per breakdown below: 
1.2 A quote with a once of fee for cleaning of downpipes and gutters fee for a period of two (2) years with bi-    annual and yearly breakdown for  year 1 and year 2) 
1.3 All quoted prices must hold fixed firm prices for at least 60 days from the closing date and must be inclusive of VAT.
1.4 Service Provider to provide proof of 1 – 3 years experience in cleaning of gutters and downpipes and associated traceable references.
1.5 Proof of Tax Compliance (Tax Status Pin). 
1.6 Proof of registration on National Treasury Central Supplier Database (CSD) 
1.7 Valid B-BBEE Certificate or Sworn Affidavit
1.8 Quotations must be accompanied by fully completed and signed Standard Bidding Documents provided SBD6.1 and SBD 4 (attached) must accompany the quotation 
1.9 Letter of Good Standing from compensation Commissioner in compliance with COID Act

3.4 The terms of the accompanying bid have not been, and will not be, disclosed by the bidder, directly or indirectly, to any competitor, prior to the date and time of the official bid opening or of the awarding of the contract. 

3.5 There have been no consultations, communications, agreements or arrangements made by the bidder with any official of the procuring institution in relation to this procurement process prior to and during the bidding process except to provide clarification on the bid submitted where so required by the institution; and the bidder was not involved in the drafting of the specifications or terms of reference for this bid. 

3.6 I am aware that, in addition and without prejudice to any other remedy provided to combat any restrictive practices related to bids and contracts, bids that are suspicious will be reported to the Competition Commission for investigation and possible imposition of administrative penalties in terms of section 59 of the Competition Act No 89 of 1998 and or may be reported to the National Prosecuting Authority (NPA) for criminal investigation and or may be restricted from conducting business with the public sector for a period not exceeding ten (10) years in terms of the Prevention and Combating of Corrupt Activities Act No 12 of 2004 or any other applicable legislation.

1.6 Failure on the part of a tenderer to submit proof or documentation required in terms of this tender to claim points for specific goals with the tender, will be interpreted to mean that preference points for specific goals are not claimed.
1.7 The organ of state reserves the right to require of a tenderer, either before a tender is adjudicated or at any time subsequently, to substantiate any claim in regard to preferences, in any manner required by the organ of state.

2 DEFINITIONS
(a) “B-BBEE” means broad-based black economic empowerment as defined in section 1 of the Broad-  Based Black Economic Empowerment Act.
(b) “Bid/tender” means a written offer in a prescribed or stipulated for in response to an invitation by an organ of state for the provision of goods or services, through price quotation, advertised competitive bidding processes or proposals
(c) “Broad-Based Black Economic Empowerment Act” means the Broad-Based Black Economic Empowerment Act No 53 of 2003
(d) “Functionality” means the ability of the tenderer to provide goods or services in accordance with specifications as set out in the tender documents
(e) “Price” means an amount of money tendered for goods or services, and includes all applicable taxes less all unconditional discounts; 

(f) “Rand value” means the total estimated value of a contract in Rand, calculated at the time of bid invitation, and includes all applicable taxes; 

(g) “Specific goals” means specific goals as contemplated in section 2(1)(d) of the Act which may include contracting with persons, or categories of persons, historically disadvantaged by unfair discrimination on the basis of race, gender and disability including the implementation of programmes of the Reconstruction and Development Programme as published in Government Gazette no 16085 dated 23 November 1994.

(c) cancel the contract and claim any damages which it has suffered as a result of having to make less favourable arrangements due to such cancellation;
(d) recommend that the tenderer or contractor, its shareholders and directors, or only the shareholders and directors who acted on a fraudulent basis, be restricted from obtaining business from any organ of state for a period not exceeding 10 years, after the audi alteram partem (hear the other side) rule has been applied; and
