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SPECIFICATIONS OF GOODS REQUIRED

1. Background
uMngeni- uThukela Water invites experienced service providers to be part of a panel for the services of plant hire of earthmoving equipment for a period of 6 Months. Acquiring the services will insure that uMngeni –uThukela Water deals with access issues because of damaged gravel road and this will preserve company vehicles that travel to these remote site. This will also insure that uMngeni -uThukela Water meets it client obligation goals and adheres to the Bulk Water Supply Agreements at it has readily available resources that are on call during emergencies and shutdowns.

Inland Region asset management is responsible for the operation and maintenance of 600 km of bulk water pipelines within UMgungundlovu District and Harry Gwala district municipalities. To improve turnaround times and service delivery the organization maintenance teams needs to be able to access their remote site. Most of the remotes site Reservoirs, Pump stations, meter and valves are accessed via gravel road.  


2. Description of goods/ services required.
The supplier is to provide all earthmoving equipment for plant hire for the entire Inland Region.

The following earthmoving equipment will be required under this contract: 
· Digger Loader/TLB
· Excavator 
· Graders
· Bulldozer
· Tipper Truck 6 Ton, 20 Ton  and 10 ton
· Smooth Roller
· Padfoot Roller

Services will be requested as and when needed.

3. Extent of the Service and Special Conditions 
The contract will be a period of 6 months .

Supply and delivery of the plant equipment on wet rate on an “as and when” required basis. The Supplier will be notified in emergency situation by the foreman or uMngeni uThukala Water official.

· Supplying the Operators and making sure of their arrival on the site daily during working days for the duration of the contract.
· Providing mechanical support in case of equipment breakdown and servicing the plant for the duration of the contract on site.
· Provide security for the equipment for the duration of the works
· Provide accommodation for the operator for the duration of the work

· The successful tenderer must have a fully equipped workshop within a radius of 50 km from Pietermaritzburg.

· No work may start without an official order notification for the type of work to be done by the service provider. (Except after hours – official order to be provided within 3 working days).

· Service Provider to be flexible to react to emergency situations and changes.

· Due to the nature of this work, successful Service Provider will be required to be available within 2 hours of receiving request during normal working hours and 4 hours of receiving the request after hours and during the weekend from uMngeni- uThukala Water. 

· Planned work must be responded to and completed within 7 days of request. 

· The start time for work shall be when the Services Provider has already established and is ready to commence with the work. The end time being the time the plant stops working. Travelling and delivery will be priced separately.

· Preparing trip sheets with clear indication of the distances travelled for the delivery of the various plants to the specific sites.

· Should the Service Provider fail to respond within the timeframes as set out above, a penalty equal to R2000.00 per hour will be deducted from any monies due, for each hour in breach.

· In the event of a breakdown of plant during the execution of the contract, the tenderer must ensure that the plant is repaired/replaced within a period of 8 hours, failing which, a penalty equal to of 8 X the hourly rate will be imposed for each day of non-availability of the plant equipment.

· Service Provider shall comply with all applicable legislations including transportation of hazardous products and environmental legislation.

· Service Provider shall adhere to delivery dates as will be dictated by the uMngeni- uThukala Water from time to time.

· The Service Providers shall indemnify uMngeni- uThukala Water against incidental losses or damages that could result from the negligence of their Operators. 

· Provision of adequate safety measures whilst carrying out the duties listed above.
· The Service Provider must comply with Umgeni Water’s site specific Safety, Health Environment and Quality procedures. 
· In addition to any statutory obligations, the successful supplier shall report all accidents/incidents to the Asset management team before leaving site regardless of the extent of damage to property or injury to an employee. If required by the asset management team, a detailed written report of the incident may be requested. The asset  management team has the right to investigate the cause and results of any incident regardless of the location.  
· HSE file  and Plan to be submitted  prior commencement of work 
· Medical fitness certificates to be submitted with the Safety File and be renewed annually 
· This type of works exposes personnel to Hazardous Biological Agents (HBA), hence a once off Hepatitis and Typhoid test and vaccination must be to be undertaken for all employees.  This will be at the Service Providers own cost
· The Service Provider must be COIDA compliant before the execution of any work in terms of the contractual obligations.  A letter of good standing in terms of COIDA or latest assessment and proof of payment thereof or proof of registration (only in cases of a new registration) will suffice.


4. Contract term

The contract term will be 6 months

5. Procedure for work execution

The Employer will call of equipment that are required  for execution of repairs and rehabilitations  from time to time/on as an when needed basis. The Employer reserves the right not to call of any equipment at all depending on circumstances and subject to operational conditions.

The acquisition process shall be in three Categories and the categories predetermined by the end user department representative i.e. 
· Standard Procedure – 5 days
· Fast Tracked Procedure – 3 days 
· Crisis/emergency Procedure – 4 Hours 

		The works shall be done subject to availability of funding.

6. Use of reasonable skill and care
The service provider is to exercise reasonable care when performing tasks as not to damage the uMngeni- uThukela Water property and assets. The Service Provider must ensure that all UUW Procedures as per Annexure 5.1 are followed when conducting work on pipelines and infrastructure under this contract.


7. Co-operation with other service providers
The service provider to work closely with Project Manager or uMngeni-uThukela Water personnel and establish how interactions are to take place. The Service Provider must take care in ensuring smooth working relationship with other Service Providers who might be working in a particular area.


8. Brief 
· The supplier is expected to provide the all plant equipment (as when required) as per instruction of the Project Manager or uMngeni- uThukela Water personnel.  
· The service provider is expected to provide service to the satisfaction of the Employer. 
· The work is to be carried out at Inland Region for a period of 6 months 
· The Supplier to quote for wet rate including drivers, operator and assistants for all plant equipment as per BOQ. 
· The service provider reaction time from official call out/request for service shall be not more than 2 hours, and failure to comply shall result in penalties for poor performance to Service Provider.
· All equipment/machine rates shall include Operator and fuel (wet rates).
· Standing time/Dry rates shall be quoted separately.

10. Applicable national and international standards 
The vehicles and plant supplied by the supplier shall comply in every respect with the Road Traffic Act 29 of 1989 and the Road Traffic Regulations, as amended from time to time and all other applicable legislation.

11. Particular/Generic specifications
As per bill of quantity for Inland Region 

12. Approvals 
Any deviations from the scope of work or relevant BOQ should be approved by the Project Manager. 
13. Daily records and Signing off Tasks
For any emergency Work, correct recording of hours worked to be kept as well as mileage travelled for each activity.

The Service Provider shall, prior to departure from site, advise the relevant uMngeni- uThukela Water representative of completion of the task. The Umgeni Water representative will have sole discretion if the work has been completed satisfactorily and will be required to sign off the worksheet for the task

14. Office Hours
Site office hours are 07h30-16h30 on weekdays for administration purposes. Lunch breaks will not be considered part of office hours, and will not be paid for accordingly

15. Damage to infrastructure
The apparatus and methods used shall not cause any damage to pipes, manholes, property or fixtures and any damage as may be caused will be repaired by Umgeni Water at the Service Provider’s expense.

16. Procurement 

Order confirmations will via e-mail. No work may start without an official order notification for the type of work to be done by the service provider (except after hours – official order to be provided within 3 working days)

17. Access to the site and Infrastructure  

UMshwathi pipeline and infrastructure traverses adjacent to the R33, R614 and Schroeders. It is accessed via these provincial and district main routes/roads.   The sites and areas of the works are within the UMshwathi local municipality.

The Eston, Imbumbulu and Mid Illovo pipeline and infrastructure traverses adjacent to the R603. It is accessed via this provincial route.  The 57, 257 and 357 Pipeline and infrastructure traverses adjacent to the R103 and N3 Toll route.  It is accessed via the R103 provincial route. The sites and areas of the works are within the Umkhambathini local municipality.

The 61 and 53 Pipelines and infrastructure traverses from Upper Ferncliffe to Umlaas. The 61 pipeline and associated reservoirs traverse along suburban areas like Worldview, Clarendon, Masons Hills and Ashbutorn. The 53 pipeline traverses along suburban areas like Chase valley, Woodlands, Lincoln mead and adjacent to the N3 via various farms. The infrastructure is accesses via numerous local roads and gravel farm routes. The sites and areas of the works are within the Umsunduzi local municipality.

The Richmond Pipeline and infrastructure is traverses adjacent to the R56 provincial route and is accessed via this route. The sites and areas of the works are within the Umsunduzi and Richmond local municipalities. 

The 51 and Howick Systems pipelines and infrastructure traverses through private land from Midmar Dam to DV Harris and Hilton. The 51 pipelines traverse through  Marrivale and Umgeni Valley reserve to DV Harris WTP.  The other Howick Infrastructure traverses through residential and areas Howick West, Greendale, Mpophomeni, Cedara and Hilton. The infrastructure is accessed through a combination of urban and rural roads. The sites and areas of the works are within the Umgeni local municipality.

Mooi River/Mpofana pipelines and associated infrastructure traverses through privately owned agricultural land/farms. It is accessed via R103 provincial route and all the infrastructure is on privately owned farms. The sites and areas of the works are within the Umgeni local municipality.


18. Vehicles, Plant and Equipment
Roadworthy, license and identification
· All plant and equipment to be used for this contract are to be roadworthy and licensed for use on public roads at all times and must make provisions for the save and lawful transportation of workers. Those plant and equipment used to transport debris removed from sewers must be able to do so in a save and none-offensive manner and must have the Service Providers name and telephone number prominently displayed. All plant and equipment to be used for this contract must conform to the Road Traffic Act RTA, Act 93 of 1996.  Copies of proof of licensing and the ownership should be submitted along with your tender document. Umgeni Water will allow 7days after the closing of tender for submission. If not submitted after closing of tender, the bid will be disqualified.(the 7days will commence after request from a Supply Chain Officer)

· All vehicles, plant, machinery, equipment and containers used on this contract must be in a serviceable condition and must be readily available for inspection to ensure that it is to specification and must meet with the approval of the employer.

· The  plant and  equipment  shall  bear  the  Service  Provider  name  and contract details.

The Tendered shall attach the comprehensive list of plant and equipment to be used for the execution of the tender to his/her tender document. uMngeni- uThukela Water reserves the right to inspect the proposed equipment to be used. 
A notice will be issued to prospective bidders to present plant and equipment for verification /identification before tenders will be awarded.

19. Quality management
Suppliers must ensure that all work is done according the specification provided by the employer. Deviations to the specification must be approved by the employer representative. Product used must be approved by the employer.

	Format of communications
All communication to be followed up by written confirmation. There should be regular feedback between uMngeni- uThukela Water and the Service Provider. The Service Provider is to provide his supervisory and operational staff with cellular phones for communication and contact purposes for the duration of the contract.

20. Key personnel
Service provider must have competent driver/qualified plant operator for all equipment to be supplied as per Schedule of Plant and BOQ.

21. Management meetings
The service provider must set aside time for meetings every second month to ensure issues of service quality and performance among other things are discussed and recorder. Failure reports, Preventative action on work completed will also be presented there
22. Forms for contract administration 
The Supplier shall at all times carry out work assigned in the order and manner prescribed by an authorized official of uMngeni –uThukela Water. Instructions given to the driver shall be deemed to be given to the Supplier. Only the driver will be allowed to fill in the Supplier’s timesheet/delivery notes required for payment purposes. The timesheet /delivery notes must indicate the following:

23. Electronic payments
The service provider will be paid electronically through the normal Umgeni Water procedures.
24. General indemnity insurances 
Insurance requirements are stipulated in the Contract Data Clause 5.4.1 and letter of intent or copies of the original policies must be included in the returnable schedules.

25. Payment certificates and Submission of Invoices 
Invoices to be submitted as per UUW SCM Procedures. 
The invoice must clearly state uMngeni –uThukela Water Purchase order number, location where service was provided and be accompanied by a copy of the signed off work sheet by uMngeni- uThukela Water representative, falling which no payment will be made.

26. Property provided for the Service provider’s use 
The supplier will be provided with the ablution facility and water. The suppliers employees with be restricted to the work area and not loiter around the uMngeni- uThukela Water premises.

27. Proof of compliance with the law
The contractor to ensure compliance with Road Traffic Act 29 of 1989 and the Road Traffic Regulations.

28. Occupational Health and Safety(Read with SANS 1921 - 1: 2004 Clause 4.18 and the Particular Safety Specification)
28.1. Occupational Health and Safety Act 1994 (Act No. 85 of 1993)
      General Statement
It is a requirement of this Contract that the Contractor shall provide a safe and healthy working environment and to direct all his activities in such a manner that his employees and any other persons, who may be directly affected by his activities, are not exposed to hazards to their health and safety.  To this end, the Contractor shall assume full responsibility to conform to all the provisions of the Occupational Health and Safety Act, 1993 (Act 85 of 1993) (OHASA), and the Construction Regulations 2014 issued under Section 43 of the OHASA by the Minister of Labour. 

For the purpose of this Contract, the Contractor is required to confirm his status as mandatary of the Employer for the execution of the Contract by entering into an agreement with the Employer in terms of the OHASA by executing the Agreement under C1.5 included in Section C1: Agreements and Contract Data. 

· The Service Provider shall comply with the Occupational Health and Safety Act1994 (Act no. 85 of 1993) and in particular with its Construction Regulations of 2014. 
· All the works included in this Contract shall, for the purpose of complying with the OHS Act and the Construction regulation, be deemed to be “construction work”. 
· It should be noted that, with a few exception, the Standard Specifications and the Project Specifications are “end product specifications” and not “method specifications”.  As  the  method  of  construction  to  be  used  are  generally determined by the Service Provider, detailed safety requirements applicable to all the operations to be carried out on Site are not provided in the project documentation. The Service Provider shall apply all the relevant safety requirements to the work methods and materials used.

28.2. Protective Equipment 
The  Service  Provider  shall  provide  all  his/her  workers  with  all  necessary protective clothing for use at all time when in direct contract with the sewage debris/silt material.

28.3. Hazardous gasses 
All Service Providers who will be working with live sewers shall be required to observe those sections of the OHS Act and Regulations which deal with working in confined spaces  and  dealing  with  hazardous  gasses. All manholes and sewers shall be tested for hazardous gasses on a continuous basis to ensure worker safety. The Service Provider shall ensure that the necessary functional gas testing equipment is available on site at all times. Breathing apparatus shall be available as and required.


28.4. Vaccination certificates
The successful Bidder will be required to provide proof of applicable vaccination certificates on request to ensure the health and safety of all field employees.


28.5. Health and Safety Specifications and Plans to be submitted at Tender Stage


(a)	Employer's Health and Safety Specification 
The Employer's Health and Safety Specification will be included in the tender documents as part of the Project Specifications. 

(b)	Contractor's Health and Safety Plan

The Contractor's Health and Safety Plan will be subject to approval by the Employer, or his agent appointed as contemplated under the relevant provisions of the Construction Regulations 2014, and the Contractor’s Health and Safety Plan may be required to be amended if necessary, before commencement of construction work.  The Contractor will not be allowed to commence work, or his work will be suspended if he had already commenced work, before he has obtained the Employer's written approval of his Health and Safety Plan, and before the requirements of Construction Regulation 3, or Construction Regulation 4, as applicable, have been complied with.

Time lost due to delayed commencement or suspension of the work as a result of the Contractor's failure to obtain approval for his safety plan, or any failure on the part of the Contractor to submit the required information or documentation in support of the application for a construction work permit (in terms of Construction Regulation 3), or failure to give notification of construction work (in terms of Construction Regulation 4), as applicable, shall not be used as a reason to claim for extension of time or standing time and related costs.


28.6. Cost of Compliance with the OHASA and Construction Regulations 2014
The rates and prices tendered by the Contractor shall be deemed to include all costs for conforming to the requirements of the Occupational Health and Safety Act, 1993 (Act 85 of 1993) (OHASA), the Construction Regulations 2014, and the Employer's Health and Safety Specification as applicable to this Contract.

· Defects in the goods if and where the goods were manufactured and / or supplied by the Selected Sub-Contractor
· Any negligence by the Selected Sub-Contractor, his / her Agents, workmen and servants;
· Any misuse by the Selected Sub-Contractor of any Constructional Plant, Temporary Works or materials provided by the Contractor for the purposes of the Contract; and Any claims as aforesaid
