3. TERMS OF REFERENCE

3.1 INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND
The Social Housing Regulatory Authority (“SHRA”) was established by Parliament as prescribed by the Social Housing Act (16 of 2008). The SHRA is classified as a national public entity in terms of Schedule 3A of the Public Finance Management Act (1 of 1999) (“PFMA”).
The SHRA’s mandate is to invest in and regulate and enable growth of the social housing sector, through the provision of medium-high density affordable rental housing to the low to medium income groups. The main aim of the SH Act is to achieve spatial, economic, and social integration of the urban environments in South Africa.
3.2 PURPOSE OF ASSIGNMENT
SHRA seeks to appoint a service provider to develop a project financial viability model specifically for social housing projects. The CCG award application process requires applicants to complete an existing Project Financial Viability Tool (“QSC”). 

The QSC tool examines the financial viability of a project by assessing a number of key financial indicators common to many infrastructure projects such as:  Cost to Income Ratio, Internal Rate of Return (“IRR”), Sponsor Returns, Debt Service Cover Ratio (“DSCR”) and Maintenance Provision amongst other key indicators. 

These key financial indicators and supporting documents are assessed internally at the SHRA and externally by external assessors. The outcome of the assessment forms the basis for decision making and enables the SHRA to approve financially viable projects.

Changes have occurred in the sector over time such as amendments to the target market, adjustments in grant quantum and introduction of the norms and standards. These changes have necessitated the development of an updated financial viability tool.

Over and above this QSC tool needs to be adaptable for ease of use by applicants while at the same time similar to industry standards.

3.3 SCOPE OF WORK REQUIRED

In order to accommodate the abovementioned changes, the appointment of a technically skilled and inclined provider to undertake the following as part of the assignment:

Develop a flexible financial viability model which takes into consideration principles and various parameters for social housing developments including but not limited to sources of funding, loan /debt facilities, cash flows, equity structures, operational expenditure, VAT treatment, sensitivity, and scenario analysis.

3.4 DELIVERABLES
The deliverables will include the following documents, developed with these Terms of Reference in line with the principles and various parameters for social housing developments:

· A fully developed, formatted and editable Financial Viability Model in a user-friendly format.

· A working financial model in Microsoft Excel, with necessary security features input sheets for variables, throughput or workings sheets, output sheet with automated calculated results, and populated with all the updated and updateable construction cost rates needed.

Final deliverables to be provided to the SHRA both electronic format and hard copy that needs to be signed by the successful service provider.
3.5 REQUIRED SKILLS AND EXPERIENCE

Completing the assignment will require a multi-disciplinary skill set that would include:

· Corporate finance or investment banking/ Analysis

· Financial Modelling

· Construction cost estimating and modelling.

In the event that the service provider would like to use information or data generated by the service, the prior written permission must be obtained from SHRA. 

SHRA shall own all materials produced by the Service provider during the course of this contract, or as part of the service including without limitation, deliverables, computer programmes (source code and object code), programming aids and tools, documentation, reports, data, designs, concepts, and other information whether capable of being copyrighted or not (“IP”).

3.13 SELECTION CRITERIA 
Pre- Qualification requirements

4. EVALUATION PROCESS
4.1 COMPLIANCE WITH MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
4.1.1 All bids duly lodged will be examined to determine compliance with bidding requirements and conditions.  Bids with obvious deviations from the requirements/conditions, will be eliminated from further adjudication.
4.2 PRE-QUALIFICATION CRITERIA FOR PREFERENTIAL PROCUREMENT

4.2.1 As per the preferential Procurement Regulations (PPR) 2022, the SHRA is applying Pre-Qualification Criteria in this bid in an effort to advance certain designated groups.

4.3 FUNCTIONALITY, PRICE, AND PREFERENCE POINTS

4.3.1 All remaining bids will be evaluated as follows:

4.3.2 The functionality calculation will be done based on the defined criteria and weighting thereof. Functionality will be scored out of a 100. If it is deemed necessary, presentations maybe held with Bidders who have met the minimum functionality criteria. If presentations are held, the functionality score will be adjusted whereby 80 percent will be awarded for the functionality evaluation and 20 percent will be for presentation score. If a bidder fails to score a minimum of 70% out of 100% for functionality, the bid will be disregarded from further consideration. 

4.3.3 The second part will then be done on the 80/20 split whereby (80) points will be awarded for price and 20 points will be awarded for specific goals.
4.4 ELIMINATION OF BIDS ON GROUNDS OF FUNCTIONALITY

4.4.1 Bids that score less than 70% of the 100% available for functionality will be eliminated from further consideration.  Points will therefore not be awarded for their cost bids or specific goals.
4.4.2 The percentage scored for functionality should be calculated as follows:

4.4.3  Each panel member shall award values for each individual criterion on a score sheet.  The value scored for each criterion shall be multiplied with the specified weighting for the relevant criterion to obtain the marks scored for the various criteria.  These marks should be added to obtain the total score.  The following formula should then be used to convert the total score to a percentage for functionality:
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where

Ps = percentage scored for functionality by bid/bid under consideration

So = total score of bid/bid under consideration

Ms = maximum possible score

Ap = percentage allocated for functionality

The percentages of each panel member shall be added together and divided by the number of panel members to establish the average percentage obtained by each individual bidder for functionality.

After calculation of the percentage for functionality, the prices of all bids that obtained the minimum score for functionality should be taken into consideration.

4.5 PRESENTATIONS

4.5.1 SHRA may decide to have compulsory presentations made by Bidders who met the minimum functionality criteria once the functionality score has been calculated.
4.5.2 Presentations shall only affect the marks awarded for functionality.  If SHRA wishes to use presentations as an additional selection criterion between bidders, the evaluation criteria to be affected shall be determined in advance and due allowance made in the mark scheme.
4.5.3 If the date of the presentation meeting is not indicated in the bid document, at least three days’ notice will be given to bidders required to attend a presentation.
4.5.4 Presentations will be made to the full Evaluation Committee.
4.5.5 Points determined by the presentation will be awarded to each bidder by each member of the Evaluation Committee and then an average calculated.
4.6 AWARDING OF PREFERENCES POINTS
4.6.1 Points for specific goals will be awarded according to the table indicated in the preference points claim form(s).
4.7 COMBINING PRICE AND PREFERENCE POINTS
4.7.1 The specific goals marks for each bid will now be added to the price points for that bid 
4.7.2 The Evaluation Committee may recommend that the contract be awarded to the bidder obtaining the highest aggregate mark as determined by 4.5.1 or to a lower scoring bid based on firm, verifiable and justifiable grounds.
4.8 ADJUDICATION OF BID

4.8.1 The Adjudication Committee will consider the recommendations and make the final award.  The successful bidder will be the bidder that scores the highest points on the 80/20 evaluation principle unless justifiable reasons exist to award to another bidder.

4. POINTS AWARDED FOR SPECIFIC GOALS 
4.1. In terms of Regulation 4(2); 5(2); 6(2) and 7(2) of the Preferential Procurement Regulations, preference points must be awarded for specific goals stated in the tender. For the purposes of this tender the tenderer will be allocated points based on the goals stated in table 1 below as may be supported by proof/ documentation stated in the conditions of this tender: 
4.2. In cases where organs of state intend to use Regulation 3(2) of the Regulations, which states that, if it is unclear whether the 80/20 or 90/10 preference point system applies, an organ of state must, in the tender documents, stipulate in the case of—
