(a) If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its subcontractor (s) should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the supplier shall promptly notify the Department (purchaser) in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the Department (purchaser) shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the supplier’s time for performance, with or without the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of contract
(b) Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier liable to the imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2 without the application of penalties.

(14) PENALTIES 
(a) The manufacturing, supply, delivery and installation of all the office furniture shall be completed by the contractor within 90 calendar days from date of award. Supply, delivery and installation to take place according to the Work Breakdown structure in paragraph 11 above. Failure to adhere to these timeframes will result in a monetary penalty of 25% of the value of the furniture that was not delivered by the due date.
