DISASTER RELIEF MATERIALS
1. BACKGROUND 

Disaster relief tents and tarpaulins are required for use as temporally shelters during an emergency situation or to cover a roof structure where a house roof had been damaged by windstorms. This forms part of the responsibilities of the district disaster management centre on response and recovery. 

2. SCOPE OF WORKS 

2.1 DISASTER RELIEF TENTS

3. WORKMANSHIP
