If the matter relates to the conduct of an employee of the DBSA, the complaint should be

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

A Bidder must not, and must ensure that its officers, employees, agents and advisors do not
place themselves in a position that may give rise to actual, potential or perceived conflict of
interest between the interests of the DBSA and the Bidder’s interests during the Tender Process.

Background
