Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the supplier in accordance with
the time schedule prescribed by the purchaser in the contract.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its subcontractor(s) should encounter
conditions impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly
notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as
practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his
discretion extend

The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default
sent to the supplier, may terminate this contract in whole or in part:

(a) if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the period(s) specified in the contract,
or within any extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuantto GCC Clause 21.2;

(b) if the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract; or

(c) if the supplier, in the judgement of the purchaser, has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in
competing for or in executing the contract.

In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon
such terms and in such manner, as it deems appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those
undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar
goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent
not terminated.

Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may decide to impose a
restriction penalty on the supplier by prohibitinh by prohibiting such supplier from doing business with the
public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.

If a purchaser intends imposing a restriction on a supplier or any person associated with the supplier, the
supplier will be allowed a time period of not more than fourteen (14) days to provide reasons why the
envisaged restriction should not be imposed. Should the supplier fail to respond within the stipulated
fourteen (14) days the purchaser may regard the supplier as having no objection and proceed with the
restriction.

If a bidder(s) or contractor(s) based on reasonable grounds or evidence
obtained by the purchaser has / have engaged in the restrictive practice
referred to above, the purchaser may refer the matter to the Competition
Commission for investigation and possible imposition of administrative
penalties as contemplatedin section 59 of the Competition Act No 89 0f 1998.

If a bidder(s) or contractor(s) has / have been found guilty by the Competition
Commission of the restrictive practice referred to above, the purchaser may,
in addition and without prejudice to any other remedy provided for, invalidate
the bid(s) for such item(s) offered, and / or terminate the contract in whole or
part, and / or restrict the bidder(s) or contractor(s) from conducting business
with the public sector for a period not exceeding ten (10) years and / or claim
damages from the bidder(s) or contractor(s) concerned.
