1.3 “Agreement” means this Agreement;

1.4 “Chief Executive Officer” in relation to a body corporate or an enterprise conducted by the State, means the person who is responsible for the overall management and control of the business of such body corporate or enterprise;


1.5 “COID” means the Compensation for Occupational Injuries and Diseases Act, 130 of 1993;


1.6 “Compensation Commissioner” means the Compensation Commissioner appointed under section 2 (1) (a) of COID;


1.7 “Construction Regulations” means the regulations, promulgated in terms of Section 43 of OHSA;


1.8 “Contract Work” 
means the work for which the Contractor was engaged by the Principal and all related activities in particular and defined in Contract No………;

1.9 “Contractor” means [●]  with (Registration Number [●] duly registered and incorporated according to the laws of the Republic of South Africa, who is performing work for the Principal;

1.10 “Employee/s” means all persons who are employed by or work for the Contractor and who receive or are entitled to receive any remuneration or who work under the direct supervision of the Contractor or any other person;

1.11 “Employer” means any person who employs or provides work for any person or expressly or tacitly undertakes to remunerate him but excludes a labour broker as defined in Section 1(1) of the Labour Relations Act, 1995;

1.12 “Health and Safety Representative” means any person designated in terms of Section 17(1) of OHSA;

1.13 “Incident” means an undesired accidental event that results in injury, damage, or loss;

1.14 “Investigation” means the process of inquiring into a matter through research, follow up, study or a formal procedure of discovery;

1.15 “LDV” means a light delivery vehicle;

1.16 “Machinery” means any article or combination of articles assembled, arranged or connected and which are used or intended to be used for converting any form of energy to performing work, or which are used or intended to be used, whether incidental thereto or not, for developing, receiving, storing, containing, confining, transforming, transmitting, transferring or controlling any form of energy;

1.17 “Main Agreement” means the agreement concluded between the parties to which this agreement is annexed, which sets out the nature of the project and the project deliverables, Contract No……….; 

1.18 “Member of the Public” means any person who is not regarded as an Eskom employee or a Contractor employee in any manner, including visitors and minors;

1.19 ‘MHSA” means the Mine Health and Safety Act, 29 of 1996, as amended from time to time;

1.20 “Occupational health and safety” includes occupational hygiene, occupational safety, occupational medicine, fire safety, and public safety and emergency preparedness;

1.21 “OHSA” means the Occupational Health and Safety Act, 85 of 1993, as amended from time to time;

1.22 “Parties” means the parties to this Agreement;

1.23 “Plant” means fixtures, fittings, implements, equipment, tools and appliances and anything which is used for any purposes in connection with such plant;

1.24 “Principal” means Eskom Holdings Limited (reg no: 2002/015527/06) a juristic person incorporated in terms of the Company Laws of the Republic of South Africa, with its registered office at Megawatt Park, Maxwell Drive, Sandton;

1.25 “Project Deliverables” has the meaning ascribed to it in the Main Agreement;

1.26 “Project Site” has the meaning ascribed to in the Main Agreement;

1.27 “Risk” means the probability that injury or damage will occur;

1.28 “Safety” means  the management and control of associated risks to provide an environment that is safe for people to work in;

1.29 “Subcontractor” means the person/s or entity appointed by the Contractor to undertake the project deliverables on behalf of the Contractor as set out in the Main Agreement;

1.30 “Vehicle” means any vehicle propelled by petrol, diesel or an electric energy source, used for performing work and / or for transporting passengers on Eskom's business.

1.31 Any substantive provision, conferring rights or imposing obligations on a Party and appearing in any of the definitions in this clause or elsewhere in this Agreement, shall be given effect to as if it were a substantive provision in the body of the Agreement.


1.32 Words and expressions defined in any clause shall, unless the application of any such word or expression is specifically limited to that clause, bear the meaning assigned to such word or expression throughout this Agreement.


1.33 Defined terms appearing in this Agreement in title case shall be given their meaning as defined, while the same terms appearing in lower case shall be interpreted in accordance with their plain English meaning.

1.34 A reference to any statutory enactment shall be construed as a reference to that enactment as at the Signature Date and as amended or substituted from time to time.


1.35 Reference to "days" shall be construed as calendar days unless qualified by the word "business", in which instance a "business day" will be any day other than a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday as gazetted by the government of the Republic of South Africa from time to time.  Any reference to "business hours" shall be construed as being the hours between 08h30 and 17h00 on any business day.  Any reference to time shall be based upon South African Standard Time.


1.36 Unless specifically otherwise provided, any number of days prescribed shall be determined by excluding the first and including the last day or, where the last day falls on a day that is not a business day, the next succeeding business day.


1.37 Where figures are referred to in numerals and in words, and there is any conflict between the two, the words shall prevail, unless the context indicates a contrary intention.


1.38 No provision herein shall be construed against or interpreted to the disadvantage of a Party by reason of such Party having or being deemed to have structured, drafted or introduced such provision.


1.39 The expiration or termination of this Agreement shall not affect such of the provisions of this Agreement that expressly provide that they will operate after any such expiration or termination or which of necessity must continue to have effect after such expiration or termination, notwithstanding that the clauses themselves do not expressly provide for this.

1.40 The words "include" and "including" mean "include without limitation" and "including without limitation".  The use of the words "include" and "including" followed by a specific example or examples shall not be construed as limiting the meaning of the general wording preceding it.


2 INTRODUCTION


2.1 The Principal and the Contractor have entered into the Main Agreement in terms of which the Contractor is required to inter alia perform the Project Deliverables on the terms and conditions set out therein.


2.2 In terms of the Main Agreement, the Contractor is entitled to subcontract its obligations in respect of the Contract Work to Subcontractors.


2.3 Pursuant to the provisions of OHSA and the Construction Regulations applicable to the Principal, the relevant Contractor provides the undertakings to the Principal as set out herein.


3 EMPLOYER


3.1 The Contractor as an Employer in its own right shall ensure that the duties in relation to Employers as contemplated in OHSA, are properly discharged by itself and/or its chief executive officer in accordance with Section 16(1) of OHSA.


3.2 In accordance with Section 16(2) of OHSA, the Contractor may appoint competent persons who shall be trained on any occupational health and safety matter, including any provisions in OHSA pertinent to the Project Deliverables. Copies of such appointments made by the Contractor shall immediately be provided to the Principal.


3.3 The Contractor and/or its designated person(s) appointed in terms of Section 16(2) of OHSA shall report to the health and safety representative designated by the Principal prior to commencing the Project Deliverables at the Project Site.

4 WARRANTY OF COMPLIANCE


4.1 The Contractor warrants that it has familiarised itself with the working environment at the Project Site, the health and safety policies of the Principal and the arrangements as provided for in terms of Section 37(2) of OHSA, for the purposes of compliance with OHSA.


4.2 The Contractor acknowledges that this Agreement constitutes an agreement in terms of Section 37(2) of OHSA, whereby all responsibility (both civil and criminal) for health and safety matters relating to the Project Deliverables to be performed by the Contractor at the Project Site shall be the obligation of the Contractor.


4.3 The Contractor warrants that it and/or its Employees undertake to maintain all necessary compliance with OHSA. Without derogating from the generality of the above, or from the provisions of this Agreement, the Contractor shall ensure that the provisions of this Agreement as set out hereunder are at all times adhered to by itself, it’s Employees and Sub Contractors.


4.4 The Contractor further warrants that it has made adequate financial provision for the cost of health and safety measures in providing the Project Deliverables that it is contractually obliged to provide.


4.5 The Contractor hereby undertakes to ensure that the health and safety of any other person at the Project Site is not endangered by the conduct and/or activities of itself, its Employees or Subcontractors whilst they are performing the Project Deliverables at the Project Site.


5 TRAINING


5.1 The Contractor warrants that it has familiarised itself with the hazards associated with the Project Deliverables being carried out at the Project Site. The Contractor shall further ensure that it, its Employees and Subcontractors are trained on the health and safety aspects relating to the Project Deliverables and that they understand the hazards associated therewith. Without derogating from the aforegoing, the Contractor shall, in particular, ensure that all its users or operators of any materials, machinery or equipment are properly trained in the use of such materials, machinery or equipment.


5.2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the above, the Contractor shall ensure that it, its appointed responsible persons and Employees are at all times familiar with the provisions of OHSA, and that they comply with it’s provisions.


6 SCOPE OF AUTHORITY


6.1 In compliance with Section 37(1)(b) of OHSA, each Contractor shall ensure that its Employees are informed of the scope of their authority in the event that it becomes necessary to determine whether the act or omission of such Employee constitutes an offence in terms of OHSA.


7 DUTIES OF EMPLOYEES


7.1 The Contractor shall ensure that each of its Employees:


7.1.1 takes reasonable care for their own health and safety and of other persons who may be affected by the act or omissions of such Employee;


7.1.2 co-operates with it to ensure compliance of the duties of such Contractor as prescribed by OHSA;


7.1.3 obeys all health and safety rules and procedures laid down in the interest of health and safety, including the health and safety policy of Principal; and


7.1.4 reports any situation which comes to the Employee’s attention which is unsafe or unhealthy, as soon as practicable, to the Contractor and/or its responsible persons who shall report such situation to the Principal.


8 SUPERVISION, DISCIPLINE AND REPORTING


8.1 The Contractor shall ensure that the Project Deliverables provided at the Project Site are done under strict supervision, and that no unsafe or unhealthy work practices are permitted. Discipline regarding health and safety matters shall be strictly enforced against any of its Employees regarding non-compliance by such Employee with any health and safety matter including the application and adherence to Eskom’s Cardinal Rules.

8.2 The Contractor shall comply with any instruction issued by the Principal Representative to stop the provision of the Project Deliverables, should the Principal be of the opinion that same is not in compliance with the health and safety policy of Principal or which poses a threat to the health and safety of persons on the Project Site.


8.3 The Contractor shall report any unsafe or unhealthy work situations immediately after they become aware of same to the Principal Representative in writing.


9 CO-OPERATION


9.1 The Contractor, and/or its responsible persons (including it’s Subcontractors) and Employees shall provide full cooperation and information if and when the Principal or its health and safety representative inquires into occupational health and safety issues concerning the Contractor and or it’s Subcontractors. It is hereby recorded that the Principal and its health and safety representative shall at all times be entitled to make such inquiry.


9.2 Without derogating from the generality of the above, the Contractor, and its responsible persons (including it’s Subcontractors) shall make available to the Principal and its health and safety representative, on request, all and any checklists and inspection registers required to be kept by the Contractor in respect of any of its materials, machinery or equipment.


10 WORK PROCEDURES


10.1 Without derogating from its obligations in respect of the Project Deliverables, the Contractor shall utilise the procedures, guidelines and other documentation as used by the Principal for the purposes of ensuring a healthy and safe working environment, including the health and safety policy of the Principal.


10.2 The Principal shall induct the Contractor’s Employees with regard to any procedures, guidelines and other documentation as used by the Principal for the purposes of ensuring a healthy and safe working environment, including the health and safety policy of the Principal.

10.3 The Contractor shall furthermore ensure that its responsible persons, Sub contractors and Employees are familiar with and utilise such procedures, guidelines and other documentation.


10.4 The Contractor shall implement and enforce safe work practices as prescribed by the Principal from time to time, and shall ensure that its responsible persons and Employees are made conversant with the contents of these practices and that they adhere to such procedures.


10.5 Eskom’s Cardinal Rules shall be communicated to all the Contractor’s Employees, including the signing of an acknowledgment of receipt.  In addition, if work is to be performed on an Eskom site the Contractor shall ensure that his/her Employees undergo the Eskom site induction.

10.6 It is specifically recorded that the Contractor shall communicate Eskom’s cardinal rules to it’s Subcontractors, including the signing of an acknowledgment of receipt. It is the Contractor’s responsibility to ensure that it monitors compliance of such Subcontractors to Eskom’s Cardinal Rules.

10.7 Failure by the Contractor’s, it’s Subcontractor and/or it’s Employee’s to comply with Eskom’s Cardinal Rules may result in termination of this Agreement and/or the Main Agreement. 

10.8 The Contractor shall ensure that any permits necessary to perform any Project Deliverables are obtained from the Principal prior to the performance of such Project Deliverables for which a permit is required. Work for which the issuing of a permit is required shall not be performed prior to the obtaining of a duly completed and approved permit.

11 CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS


11.1 The Contractor warrants that it and its Employees shall comply with the Construction Regulations whilst providing the Project Deliverables.


11.2 The Contractor acknowledges that its health and safety plan as required in terms of Section 5(1) of the Construction Regulations shall comply with the health and safety policy of the Principal and the Construction Regulations. The Contractor shall provide its health and safety plan to the Principal prior to the commencement of any work on the Project Site, and ensure that its health and safety plan is implemented and maintained on the Project Site by the Employees, and is readily available and accessible.


11.3 The Contractor shall ensure that it notifies the Principal of the identity of its full-time construction supervisor whose obligation it is to supervise construction work, prior to commencing any construction on the Project Site.


11.4 The Contractor shall ensure that its Employees adhere to the health and safety plan of the Contractor when performing the Contract Work (including any works to be performed during the Service Period) on the Project Site and shall stop its Employees from performing any works which are not in accordance with the health and safety plan of the Contractor.


11.5 Should there be a change to the design and construction methodology of the Contractor which results in a variation to the Project Deliverables, the provisions of paragraph 11.4 shall mutatis mutandis apply to such variations.


11.6 The Contractor shall ensure that it complies with Section 25 of the Construction Regulations in relation to housekeeping on the Project Site.


11.7 The Contractor shall as part of its risk assessment to be undertaken under Section 7 of the Construction Regulations, undertake a complete risk assessment of all Project Deliverables prior to undertaking any construction of the Contract Work, and identify any additional risks and hazards that persons may be exposed to, analyse and evaluate such risks and hazards identified and document a plan of safe work procedures to mitigate such risks and hazards as well as a monitoring plan and review plan in respect thereof, and comply with the requirements of Section 7 of the Construction Regulations in respect of such specifically identified risks. 

11.8 The Contractor shall ensure that all it’s responsible persons, Subcontractors and it’s Employees are duly informed and trained in the safe execution of work in relation to the identified hazards and risks associated with the Contract Work.

12 AUDITING AND INSPECTION


12.1 The Contractor shall ensure that it provides access to the Project Site to the Principal (or its nominee) to carry out periodic health and safety audits on a monthly basis.


12.2 The Contractor shall ensure that it has an updated copy of COID, OHSA, and the Construction Regulations at the Project Site at all times, and that this is accessible to its appointed responsible persons and Employees.


12.3 The Contractor shall keep a consolidated health and safety file which shall include, inter alia, a record of all drawings, designs, materials used and other similar information in respect of the Project Site (“Health and Safety File”). The Health and Safety File shall be made available to the Principal upon request and upon the termination or expiry (whichever occurs earlier) of the Main Agreement.


12.4 The Contractor shall ensure that on a monthly basis during the duration of its contract in respect of the Project Deliverables, the structures on the Project Site are inspected by a competent person and shall provide the Principal with a report of the findings, accordingly. The Contractor (if applicable) shall further ensure that the structures on the Project Site are maintained to a standard that is safe for continued use and for a period of 5 (five) years from the termination or expiry (whichever occurs earlier) of the Main Agreement without requiring further major maintenance.


12.5 The Contractor shall ensure that all maintenance records pursuant to the Project Deliverables are readily available for inspection by Principal, which records shall be handed to Principal upon the termination or expiry (whichever occurs earlier) of the Main Agreement.

13 HEALTH AND SAFETY REPRESENTATIVES


13.1 In compliance with Section 17 of OHSA, if the Contractor has more than 20 (twenty) Employees in its employment, the Contractor shall designate health and safety representatives. 


13.2 The Contractor shall ensure that the health and safety representatives perform the functions assigned to them as contemplated in Section 18 of OHSA. 

14 HEALTH AND SAFETY MEETINGS


14.1 The Contractor shall establish its own health and safety committee(s), and ensure that its health and safety representatives and Employees, being the committee members, hold health and safety meetings as often as may be required, and at least once every 3 (three) months. The Contractor shall ensure that the health and safety committees perform the functions assigned to them as contemplated in Section 20 of OHSA.


14.2 The Principal may elect to permit the Contractor’s health and safety representatives to attend the Principal’s health and safety committee meetings.


15 COMPENSATION REGISTRATION


15.1 The Contractor shall ensure that it has a valid registration with the Compensation Commissioner, as required in terms of COID, and that all payments owing to the Compensation Commissioner are discharged. 

15.2 The Contractor warrants that all it’s Employees are covered in terms of COID. The Contractor shall further ensure that the cover shall remain in force whilst any such Employee is present at the Project Site. 

15.3 The Contractor shall be required to furnish proof of such valid registration when requested to do so by the Principal from time to time. In the event that such request is made, the Contractor shall deliver such proof of registration within 14 (fourteen) days of such request.

15.4 Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 15.3 above, the Contractor shall deliver to the Principal a valid certificate of good standing with the Compensation Fund, or similar proof acceptable by the Principal, by no later than the end of April every year for the duration of the Contract Work.


16 MEDICAL EXAMINATIONS


16.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all workmen employed by it or its Employees undergo routine medical examinations where these are necessary in terms of the working environment and that they are medically fit for the purposes of providing the Project Deliverables at the Project Site.


16.2 The Contractor shall ensure that any disease which in the belief of a medical practitioner, arose out of the employment of an Employee, shall be reported in accordance with Section 25 of OHSA.


17 alcohol and other intoxicating substances


17.1 No alcohol or other intoxicating substances shall be allowed on the Principal’s premises.  Anyone suspected to be under the influence of alcohol or other intoxicating substance shall not be allowed on the Principal’s premises.  For the purpose of this provision, the Principal hereby acquires the right to test the Contractor and it’s Employees by means of a breath analyzer at any time, and the Contractor and it’s Employee hereby consent to such tests being conducted and shall submit to this testing.

18 INCIDENT REPORTING AND INVESTIGATION


18.1 All incidents referred to in Section 24 of OHSA, Section 30 of the National Environmental Management Act,107 of 1998, Section 20 of the National Water Act,36 of 1998 and the Mine health and Safety Act, shall be reported by the Contractor to the Department of Labour and to the Principal. The Principal shall further be provided with copies of any written documentation relating to any incident.


18.2 All incidents arising out of and in the course of the Contract Work on the Principal’s premises in relation to the Contractor’s Employees or members of the public shall be investigated by the Contractor. All such incidents shall be recorded against the Contractor’s Incident Management Statistics. 

18.3 The Principal retains the right to require that such investigations be conducted in conjunction with it with the aim of determining the underlying factors, critical path or root causes of the incident and determine workable recommendations that will prevent the repeat of such an incident and to learn from them. 


18.4 In the case where the Contractor refuses to cooperate in conducting the investigation in conjunction with the Principal, the Principal reserves the right to conduct it’s own investigation into the incident to ensure that the underlying factors, critical path or root causes of the incident have been identified and that workable recommendations are identified, implemented and that actions have been implemented that will prevent the repeat of such an incident.

18.5 The Principal retains an interest in the notification of any incident as described above, as well as in any investigation contemplated under Section 31 of OHSA and Section 11(5) of MHSA as well as any formal inquiry conducted in terms of Section 32 of OHSA and Section 60 of MHSA into such incident. 

19 SUBCONTRACTORS


19.1 The Contractor shall notify the Principal in writing of any Subcontractor it may wish to engage to provide the Project Deliverables at the Project Site, who shall in itself constitute a Contractor. Without derogating from the generality of this paragraph, the Contractor shall: 


19.1.1 ensure that training as discussed in paragraph 5 (Training), is provided, prior to the Subcontractor commencing with the provision of the Project Deliverables at the Project Site; 


19.1.2 ensure that the Project Deliverables provided by the Subcontractor are done under strict supervision and discipline, as described in paragraph 8 (Supervision, Discipline and Reporting);


19.1.3 demonstrate that the Subcontractor has the necessary competencies and resources to carry out the Project Deliverables safely;


19.1.4 inform the Principal of any health and safety hazard and/or issue that the Subcontractor may have brought to his attention; and 


19.1.5 inform the Principal of any difficulty encountered with regard to compliance by the Subcontractor to any health and safety instruction, procedure and/or legal provision applicable to the Project Deliverables the Subcontractor provides at the Project Site.


19.2 Each Subcontractor shall be required to sign a declaration of acceptance of this Agreement, prior to the commencement of any Project Deliverables.


19.3 The Contractor shall ensure that it keeps a comprehensive and updated list of all the Subcontractors providing the Project Deliverables on the Project Site detailing the nature of work to be provided and any agreements entered into with such Subcontractors, which shall be tabled at all progress meetings with the Principal.


20 FIRE PRECAUTIONS AND FACILITIES


20.1 The Contractor shall ensure that an adequate supply of fire protection and first aid facilities are provided at the Project Site.


20.2 The Contractor shall ensure that the Employees are familiar with the emergency procedures and fire precautions at the Project Site which include fire alarm signals and emergency exits and that such precautions are adhered to.


21 NO NUISANCE


21.1 The Contractor shall ensure that neither it nor it’s Employees undertake any activities which may cause environmental impairment, intentionally or recklessly interfere with, damage or misuse anything which is provided in the interest of health and safety, nor constitute any form of nuisance to the Principal and/or its surroundings.


22 PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT


22.1 The Contractor shall ensure that it shall take such steps as may be reasonably practicable to eliminate or mitigate any hazard or potential hazard to the safety or health of persons on the Project Site, before resorting to personal protective equipment (“PPE”).


22.2 The Contractor shall ensure that its responsible persons and the Employees are provided with adequate PPE for the Project Deliverables they may provide, and in accordance with the requirements of General Safety Regulation 2(1) of OHSA. The Contractor shall further ensure that its responsible persons and the Employees wear the PPE issued to them at all relevant times.


23 PLANT, MACHINERY AND EQUIPMENT


23.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all the plant, machinery, equipment and/or vehicles it may wish to utilise at the Project Site is/are at all times of sound order and fit for the purpose for which it is intended, and that it complies with the requirements of Section 10 of OHSA.

23.2 In accordance with the provisions of Section 10(4) of OHSA, the Contractor hereby assumes the liability, for taking the necessary steps to ensure that any article or substance that is erected or installed at the Project Site, or manufactured, sold or supplied to or for the Principal, and which the Contractor uses complies with all the prescribed requirements and will be safe and without risks to health when properly used.


24 NO USAGE OF PRINCIPAL’S EQUIPMENT


24.1 The Contractor hereby acknowledges that it’s Employees shall not be permitted to use any materials, machinery or equipment of the Principal unless the prior written consent of the Principal has been obtained, in which case, the Contractor shall ensure that only those persons authorised to make use of the same, have access thereto.


25 TRANSPORT


25.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all road vehicles used at the Project Site and for any purposes for the purpose of conducting the Contract Work are in a roadworthy condition, are licensed, insured and comply with Eskom’s standard vehicle specifications. 

25.2 Without derogating from clause 25.1, the Contractor shall ensure that all road vehicles used at the Project Site and for any purposes for the purpose of conducting the Contract Work have the following minimum basic requirements:


25.2.1 Factory-fitted antilock brake system (ABS);


25.2.2 Factory-fitted driver and passenger airbags;

25.2.3 Tyres as per manufacturer’s specifications;

25.2.4 Emergency warning triangles;

25.2.5 Factory-fitted safety belts; and


25.2.6 First aid kits/boxes.


25.3 The Contractor shall ensure that all drivers have valid driving licences and no vehicle shall carry passengers unless it is specifically designed to do so by the vehicle manufacturer. All drivers shall adhere to the speed limits and road signs at the Project Site, if any.

25.4 The Contractor shall ensure that all it’s drivers, passengers and pedestrians obey all vehicle safety requirements in terms of the National Road Traffic Act, Act No. 93 of 1996, as amended, including other relevant provincial or local requirements

25.5 The Contractor shall ensure that non of it’s Employees are transported on the back of a bakkie or LDV.


25.6 In the event that any hazardous substances are to be transported to and on the Project Site, the Contractor shall ensure that the requirements of the Regulations for Hazardous Biological Agents are complied with at all times.


26 INDEMNITY BY CONTRACTOR

26.1 Notwithstanding the provisions of this Agreement, or any other contractual relationship as between the Principal and the Contractor:


26.1.1 The Principal shall not be responsible for any loss, damage, injury or death, howsoever caused, to the Contractor, it’s Employees or Sub Contractors, and the Contractor hereby indemnifies the Principal and holds the Principal harmless against all and any claims, losses, damages, liability, costs and expenses of whatsoever nature, which the Contractor, it’s Employees or Subcontractors may, at any time sustain or incur arising out of the circumstances referred to herein provided that such loss, damage, injury or death is not caused by the wilful action or omission or gross negligence of the Principal;

26.1.2 the Contractor hereby assumes liability for any loss or damage which is caused by the Contractor’s negligence, or through the negligence of any of it’s Employees or Subcontractors, and the Contractor hereby indemnifies the Principal for such loss or damage, whether caused by the Contractor’s breach of any of the terms of this Agreement or by delict; and  


26.1.3 the Contractor in pursuance of this paragraph undertakes to ensure that it carries the appropriate insurance cover, including third party public liability cover, the details of which shall be furnished to the Principal on demand by the Principal.


27 NOTICES AND DOMICILIa

provided that a Party may change its domicilium or its address for the purposes of notices to any other physical address or telefax number by written notice to the other Party to that effect.  Such change of address will be effective 5 (five) business days after receipt of the notice of the change.


27.2 All notices to be given in terms of this Agreement will be given in writing, in English, and will -


27.2.1 be delivered by hand or sent by telefax;


27.2.2 if delivered by hand during business hours, be presumed to have been received on the date of delivery.  Any notice delivered after business hours or on a day which is not a business day will be presumed to have been received on the following business day; and


27.2.3 if sent by telefax during business hours, be presumed to have been received on the date of successful transmission of the telefax.  Any telefax sent after business hours or on a day which is not a business day will be presumed to have been received on the following business day.


27.3 Notwithstanding the above, any notice given in writing in English, and actually received by the Party to whom the notice is addressed, will be deemed to have been properly given and received, notwithstanding that such notice has not been given in accordance with this clause.


27.4 The Parties record that whilst they may correspond via email during the currency of this Agreement for operational reasons, no formal notice required in terms of this Agreement, nor any amendment of or variation to this Agreement may be given or concluded via email.


28 GOVERNING LAW

28.1 This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Republic of South Africa.

29 DURATION OF CONTRACTOR UNDERTAKINGS


29.1 This Agreement shall remain in force for the duration of the Main Agreement and/or whilst the relevant Contractor is present at the Project Site. 

30 GENERAL


30.1 This Agreement does not regulate, or replace, any existing agreements between the Parties relating to any other aspect of the arrangement between the Parties that does not relate to SHE risks, responsibilities and liabilities.  However this Agreement shall be read intandem, as far as possible, with any other agreement entered into between the Parties on the Contract Work.

30.2 This Agreement takes preference over any other contract or clause in any contract between the Parties that relates to any aspect covered in this Agreement.


30.3 This Agreement constitutes the whole of the Agreement between the Parties relating to the matters dealt with therein and save to the extent otherwise provided no undertaking, representation, term or condition relating to the subject matter of this Agreement not incorporated herein shall be binding on either of the Parties.


30.4 No addition to or variation, deletion, or agreed cancellation of any and all clauses or provisions of this Agreement will be of any force or effect unless in writing and signed by the Parties.


30.5 No waiver of any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement will be binding or effectual for any purpose unless in writing and signed by the Party giving the same.  Any such waiver will be effective only in the specific instance and for the purpose given.  No failure or delay on the part of either Party in exercising any right, power or privilege under this Agreement will constitute or be deemed to be a waiver thereof, nor will any single or partial exercise of any right, power or privilege preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, power or privilege.

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1  Introduction


The purpose of this procedure is to set out the minimum requirements to ensure compliance with legislation and Eskom standards and procedures, which have to be maintained by Contractors, Sub-contractors and Transmission during construction and maintenance work on Transmission sites and premises.
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4  Requirements


Compliance to the procedure for Occupational Health and Safety Requirements to be met by Contractors and Sub-contractors employed by Eskom it will be monitored using RAS and cross-reference will be made between this standard and RAS.


5  Responsibilities


5.1  Contractor Management


The Contractor Management shall:


5.1.1  adhere to the requirements as stipulated in this standard and as prescribed by legislation.

5.1.2  submit to the client/agent the Contractor’s Compensation Commissioners registration number and any applicable current goodwill certificates before the commencement of work, for record keeping purposes,


5.1.3  submit the names of the person(s) charged with supervision over construction work as required by Regulation 6 of the Construction Regulation of the Occupational Health and Safety Act No. 85 of 1993, to the Client/agent,

5.1.4  submit the name(s) of Health and Safety Representatives appointed under Act 17 of the Occupational Health and Safety Act No. 85 of 1993, if more than 20 persons are employed on a particular site at any time during the execution of the contract, to the Client/agent, and


5.1.5  submit any other applicable appointments in terms of the Occupational Health and Safety Act 85 of 1993


5.1.6  submit valid ORHVS certificate as well as a first aid (level1) certificate (as per requirements of standard TST0015 Rev. 0) of the responsible employees involved in the project.  This is a requirement if work is to be performed live or in close proximity of Eskom Transmission high voltage apparatus.  The contractor is required to supervise his own employees.


5.1.7  submit the name of the qualified first aider who will be on site during the execution of the contract, to the client/agent. This shall be done when more than 10 employees are employed at a workplace, in accordance with the General Safety Regulation, section 3, of the Occupational Health and Safety Act 85, Act of 1993.


5.2  Contractor   (Refer to section 5.5)


The contractor shall:


5.2.1  ensure that the minimum statutory and Eskom health and safety and environmental requirements are complied with on all Eskom Transmission sites, and


5.2.2  the contractor shall be responsible for any environmental as well as occupational health and safety matters, standards and legal requirements that may stem from his / her contract.


5.3  Contractor employees


The Contractor’s employees shall:


5.3.1  avoid any act that may endanger his / her own health and safety or that of fellow employees or members of the public, as stipulated under section 14 of the Occupational Health and Safety Act, Act 85 of 1993, and


5.3.2 adhere to all legislation requirements specified by Eskom, the Contractor and the Local Authorities.


5.4  Eskom Transmission


The client (Eskom Transmission): 


5.4.1 may appoint an agent in writing to act as his or her representative and where such an


appointment is made, the responsibilities as imposed by these regulations upon a client, shall as far as  reasonably practicable apply to the agent so appointed.


should not appoint any person as his agent, unless the client is reasonably satisfied that the person he or she intends to appoint has the necessary competencies and resources to perform the duties imposed on a client by these regulations. 


5.4.2 shall ensure where an appointment in terms of Eskom’s Operating regulations for High Voltage Systems (ESKPVAEY6) is required, to comply with Eskom Transmission’s authorisation procedure, which includes an interview/assessment with each Responsible Person and each Authorised Person. Upon successful outcome, an Authorisation Certificate will be recommended by the accredited interviewer/assessor and approved by the General Machinery Regulations GMR 2(1) appointee of the Grid, where the project is to take place.


5.4.3 shall ensure that the Transmission General Machinery Regulation GMR 2(1) appointee authorises the contractor’s employees as a Responsible / Authorised Person, in terms of ESKPVAEY6 Rev.0 to accept a permit if required in terms of Eskom Operating Regulations for High Voltage Systems.


5.4.4 shall ensure that the contractor’s employees undergo induction and plant familiarisation training as well that the ESKOM employees undergo training to familiarise themselves with the OHS Act and specific to Construction Regulations


5.4.5 at any stage during the currency of this agreement, be entitled to:


a)
obtain from the Compensation Commissioners Office proof, in the form of a goodwill certificate, that the contractor is registered and is in good standing with the Compensation Commissioners Office,


b)         conduct periodic assessments at the contractor’s premises, his work places and on his employees to ensure Contractor compliance with agreed standards and system performance during the contract period,


c)
refuse any employee, sub-contractor or agent of the contractor access to its premises where or when that person had committed any unlawful act, or sub-standard working practice or is found to be unauthorised or unqualified in terms of the OHS Act or the Operating Regulations for High Voltage Systems, and


d)
issue the contractor with a “work stop” (NEC letter) or a “non-compliance” form TRMPVAES7 should Eskom become aware of any sub-standard working procedures or conditions or any non-compliance with legislation, regulations or procedures as referred to in c) committed that are referred to above by the contractor or any of his employees, sub-contractors or agents.


5.4.6 will not grant extension of contract completion time as a result of any action taken by Eskom in terms of 5.4.5 and the contractor shall have no claim against Eskom as a result thereof. Furthermore, no amendments to legislation or the regulations or reasonable amendments to Eskom’s Safety and Operating procedures will entitle the contractor to claim from Eskom any additional costs incurred in complying therewith.


5.4.7 supply the principal contractor with a risk analysis prior to the commencement of construction or maintenance work to identify known hazards to the health and safety of persons attached to the environment within which any work is to be performed (Annexure E)


5.4.8 appoint a principal contractor in writing for the project or part thereof on a construction site


5.5 Statutory and Eskom Transmission requirements


The contractor / maintenance team shall ensure compliance with and adherence to statutory, contractual and scope of work requirements with particular reference to the following:


5.5.1 before proceeding with work, visit and inspect the site and establish whether there are any hazards to the health and safety of persons involved, in any work which is to be performed there. The contractor shall report any hazards identified to the client/agent.


5.5.2 draw up a safety plan that contain the following:


the earthing requirements for the specific task that has to be executed according to the scope of work, which must specify whether jumpers are going to be broken or not. If the task requires the breaking of jumpers reference must be made to the earthing code of practice (ESKPVAAZ7, which states:


An induction earth should be used as a bonding conductor where conductors are broken or where apparatus is disconnected from the circuit. When jumpers from a line are broken at a substation or on the line the responsible person who has taken the work permit must insure that the line remains earthed according to the regulations at all times. Only authorised persons that have taken a handover from control relating to plant out of service shall issue any work permits.


5.5.3  that his/her employees must receive induction training regarding the work to be performed from him/her and H.V. Environment and site safety induction from Eskom, before they commence with work.


5.5.4  no construction or maintenance work where more than one person is involved shall commence in an H.V. environment unless a documented toolbox talk based on the risk assessment has taken place 


5.5.5  before starting with construction he/she must register the site with the Department of Labour(as contemplated in the Construction Regulation 3), and furnish Eskom with a certified copy of the certificate of good standing with the Workmen’s Compensation Commissioner. A full Construction Regulations and OHS Act audit will be conducted and based on compliance; Thereafter Eskom can formally hand over the site to the contractor. During this hand over meeting all health and safety requirements applicable are defined, confirmed and signed off.


These requirements will address as a minimum the following:


· Appointment of all relevant persons


· Health and Safety meetings


· Risk preventive measures


· Reporting of incidents and injuries


· Health and Safety Equipment


· Health and Safety Files


· Safety Plan (compiled in conjunction with client)


· Environmental Implementation Plan


5.5.6  each person working on a site or visiting a site, as well as the surrounding community shall be made aware of the dangers likely to arise from operations at the site and the precautions to be observed to avoid or minimise those dangers.


5.5.7  the work is performed and that the plant or machinery is used under the supervision of a Contractor’s employee and in conjunction with the Construction Regulations. The supervisor shall have suitable training/experience to identify and understand the hazards associated with the work and have the authority to ensure that precautionary measures prescribed by Eskom and the Act are implemented.


5.5.8 formulate, implement and maintain an integrated Risk Management Programme, ensuring that his employees avoid any act, which may endanger their own health and safety or that of other persons who may be affected by their conduct.


5.5.9 enforce his employees’ compliance with traffic signs and speed limits on Eskom property. Vehicles must be in a roadworthy condition and drivers must be in possession of valid driver’s licences. Any person found disobeying traffic rules on Eskom premises will be prevented from driving in such premises. 


5.5.10  supply the responsible client/agent with copies of the minutes of all Health and Safety Committee Meetings, whenever he is requested to do so.


5.5.11  ensure that his officials and employees are acquainted with all relevant provisions of the Occupational Health and Safety Act, the Regulations as well as the requirements of all relevant environmental legislation.

5.5.12  demonstrate, to the satisfaction of the client/agent that his employees and any sub-contractors have completed site and job orientation and any other qualifications and safety training that may be required by Eskom.


5.5.13  have a system in place to ensure the immediate communication to his employees and the on-site application, of any new legislation or regulations that may come into effect during the course of the contract.


5.5.14  ensure that forklift and crane drivers etc. are trained to operate such specific equipment

5.5.15  provide his/her employees with all training, personal protective equipment and the appropriate tools required for the safe and proper execution of the work.


5.5.16  the proper application and maintenance of all prescribed safety devices and equipment, including clothing, guards, earths, tools, barricades, and all relevant safety signs, as well as the adherence to Eskom’s instructions, standards, procedures and orders.


5.5.17  in the event of a permit being issued to the contractor in terms of ESKPVAEY6 Rev.0, the contractor shall accept full responsibility for the due compliance with the relevant duties, obligations and prohibitions imposed by the OHS Act and this standard. The contractor shall, in particular ensure that the work is being carried out under the supervision of the contractor’s Responsible / Authorised Person, within the confinements specified in the permit, and that the employees concerned understand and appreciate the risks and dangers involved.


5.5.18  that his/her employees are familiar with the lockout procedures in terms of the Eskom Operating Regulations for High Voltage Systems.


5.5.19  where more than one responsible person has taken a permit to work on the same apparatus or overhead line, the authorised person that have issued the permit must make sure that all permits are cleared before handing the apparatus or overhead line back for operation. The authorised person must confirm with all the responsible persons that have permits on the apparatus or overhead line whether specific tasks according to the SOW have in any way changed the characteristics of the apparatus or overhead line that could affect the safety of other people working under permits on the same apparatus or overhead line 


5.5.20  where more than one authorised person has taken a hand over from control to work on the same apparatus or overhead line the scope of work of each authorised person must be discussed prior to the commencement of work and all changes to the status of the apparatus or overhead line that will take place discussed in detail.


5.5.21  under emergency situations where more than one authorised person has taken a hand over from control to work on the same apparatus or overhead line the appropriate GMR2(1)s or their delegates of the involved Grids must co-ordinate the work to be carried out.


5.5.22 enter into written contracts with his sub-contractors in terms of section 37(2) of the Occupational Health and Safety Act, whereby all safety procedures and arrangements are agreed upon amongst them. The contractor shall accept full responsibility for any acts or omissions of his sub-contractors, when creating a safety, health or environmental hazard.


5.5.23 his integrated Risk Management programme shall ensure that his employees adhere to Eskom’s instructions, standards, procedures and regulations. The programme shall ensure that the employees stay within any barricading, only work above ground level under continuous and direct supervision, do not work in close proximity to live apparatus, wear proper protective equipment and refrain from proceeding with the work in the absence of the appointed supervisor.


5.5.24  when his/her activities in performing the work involve the handling of any hazardous chemicals substances as defined in the Act, the contractor shall inform the responsible Risk Co-ordinator / Practitioner timeously thereof and shall implement such precautionary measures as required by the Act. In particular the contractor shall provide the employees with the required protective equipment.


5.5.25  report all his/her chemical spills on site to the client/agent and will be held liable for the clean up and rehabilitation of the site. Major spills must be reported to the Department of Water Affairs and to Eskom’s Environmental Department.


5.6  Procedure General


5.6.1  this standard supplements Eskom’s conditions of contract and shall not be considered as including all the responsibilities of contractors and sub-contractors regarding the occupational health and safety requirements in terms of the Occupational Health and Safety Act, Act 85 of 1993. The overall responsibility for occupational health and safety requirements at the Transmission Group sites and work to be carried out on public property of local authorities shall remain with the contractor and sub-contractor. 


5.6.2  all documents referred to in this standard shall be made available to the responsible client/agent by the contractor.


5.6.3  all aspects concerning occupational health and safety shall be a permanent standing item on all relevant site-meeting agendas.


5.6.4  should a contractor consider any of the requirements in this standard as being too onerous, exemption from specific clauses may be requested in writing from the Transmission General Machinery Regulation GMR 2(1) appointee. In the case of a new site where a GMR 2(1) has not been appointed yet, the project manager may be approached.


5.6.5  any difficulty experienced with the interpretation of this standard may be discussed at any time with the responsible Project Manager.


5.6.6  the Occupational Health and Safety Requirements acknowledgement of receipt form for contractors shall be completed and signed by the contractor/sub-contractor on award of the contract prior commencement of construction work (see annex A).


5.7  Maintenance of equipment, machinery, tools and lighting apparatus


A maintenance programme shall be implemented on all items of equipment and proper records shall be kept of inspections and work performed on these items, as required by the Occupational Health and Safety Act.


5.8  Fire prevention and protection


The contractor shall take the necessary precautions to prevent fires and to minimise the consequences of fire, while performing work on Eskom sites and public property. The contractor shall acquaint him/her with the requirements and abide by the stipulations of the National Veld and Forest Fires Act (Act101 of 1998)


5.9  Incidents


5.9.1  Reporting


Incidents and accidents shall be reported to the relevant authorities as stipulated in the Occupational Health and Safety Act, the Compensation for Occupational Injuries and Diseases Act and the applicable environmental legislation. These incidents shall also be reported to the client/agent who is responsible for reporting it to Safety Risk Assurance for statistical recording.


5.9.2  Investigations


All incidents and accidents shall be investigated as stipulated in the Occupational Health and Safety Act and in accordance with ESKPVABN9.  According to this procedure all incidents shall be reported, recorded and investigated. After actions are implemented to solve the problem, they shall be followed-up to assess the effectiveness of the remedial measures taken. 


5.9.3  Damage incidents


All damage to buildings or structures shall be reported to the client/agent and investigated promptly to ensure that action is taken to minimise possible production delays.


5.9.4  Monthly incident/accident statistical information reports


At the end of each month the contractor on site shall submit the following information to the client/agent.  (See annex B).


5.9.4.1  Injury types


a) The number of employee and man-hours worked


b) The number of fatal incidents.


b)
The number of disabling injuries.


c)
The number of medical incidents.


d)
The number of first aid incidents.


5.9.4.2  Incident types


e) The number of vehicle incidents.


f) The number of environmental incidents.


g) The number of damage incidents.


h) The number of electrical contact incidents.


j) The number of public incidents.


k) The number of near-miss incidents.


The contractor shall, briefly, provide the relevant details for each incident reported monthly. 


5.10  Environmental management


This document does not take away from the other environmental standards and legislation as referenced elsewhere, but wants the contractor to take specific notice of the following:


5.10.1  no scrap or refuse shall be left on site. 


5.10.2  no fires shall be made for waste destruction.


5.10.3  the ablution facilities shall be of such a nature that the impact on the environment is minimised.


5.10.4  under no circumstances shall surface or ground water be polluted.


5.10.5  the Polluter Pays Principle (PPP) is now legislated and defined in the National Environmental Management Act, Act 107 of 1998. The cost of remedying pollution, environmental degradation and consequent adverse health effects shall be paid by those responsible for causing the pollution, degradation and adverse health effects. The same shall apply to the cost of preventing, controlling or minimising further pollution, or environmental damage, or adverse health effects.


5.10.6  the contractor shall issue the client/agent with a list of all hazardous chemical substances to be used on site.


5.10.7  all hazardous substances at the site shall be adequately stored and accurately identified, recorded and labelled.


5.10.8  all waste hazardous substances shall be disposed of at a licensed class H disposal site.

5.10.9  all environmental incidents shall be reported to the client/agent and the designated Provincial departments and measures shall be taken to control, minimise or clean up the pollution.


5.10.10  the site shall be kept neat and tidy at all times during the construction period.

Definitions:


1. Damage Incident (Loss) : Incidents involving plant, motor vehicles, equipment, material or property, resulting in damage or loss (performance interruption o profit reduction)


2. Public Incident:  An incident in which a member of the public suffers loss or injury through contact with Eskom’s electrical network and or any other Eskom activity


3. Security Incident: Any security related incident that may have major impact on the organisation


4. Work injury: Injuries to an employee (full time, casual, occasional, part time, unattached learner, bursar), that arise out of and in the course of their employment. Includes occupational diseases and exposures reportable in terms of Section 25 of the OHSACT


5. Fatality: A death resulting from a work injury or occupational disease or condition relating to the worker’s occupation or environment, regardless of the time intervening between the injury or exposure to any stress factor


6. Medical Treatment injury: An injury which does not result in death, permanent impairment or temporary total disability, but which requires treatment outside the scope of normal first aid treatment, e.g. treatment provided by an Occupational Health Nurse, at hospital, which must be reported in terms of the COID Act requirements


7. Near Miss: An incident that did not result in damage or injury but that had the potential to cause major plant damage or result in an injury or death


8. Disabling Injury: A work injury, including Occupational Disease and fatality, which arises out of and in the course if employment and which renders the injured employee unable to work on one or more days or shifts (other than the day or shift which the injury occurred), including Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays. Amputation or permanent loss of the use of a limb, or part thereof, and all bone are classified as a DI irrespective of time lost or not. In respective of a hairline fracture no DI should be recorded if the attending physician certifies that the injured person may continue to work and no time lost. A person losing a shift due to being hospitalised for 48 hours or less for purposes of observation (no medication administered) will be regarded as suffering a DI. Any occupational disease certified by an occupational medical practitioner – whether time lost or not- is also classified as a DI.


9. Electrical Contact Incident: An incident involving a person making direct or indirect contact with Eskom’s electrical network, regardless of whether the incident results in jury or death. This excludes plant properly isolated, earthed and certified dead to be worked on


10. Employee: a person who entered into, or works under, a contract of service, apprenticeship or learner ship with an employer, whether the contract is express or implied, moral or in writing, whether the remuneration is calculated by time or work done, and paid in cash or in kind, and includes:


a) A casual employee employed for purpose of the business;


b) A person who has entered into a contract of service and or apprenticeship or learner ship with the employer;


c) A person provided to Eskom by a TES (temporary Employment Service), Labour Broker and who works under the control, instruction & supervision of an Eskom employee;


d) A part time worker;


e) A temporary worker;


f) An occasional employee;


g) An unattached learner;


h) A bursar

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Live Work Authorisation – Eskom Transmission Group Requirements


The following requirements must be met when contractors are going to work above the anti-climbing device on Live Transmission lines (ARC off only).


This would typically apply when stringing OPGW, lashing fibre, line maintenance, fitting bird guards or labels, splicing fibre, etc. All contractors have to comply with these requirements, prior to listing in the Eskom Transmission database as potential live work supplier for the specific categories.


OSHACT requirements with specific reference to the Constructor regulations need to be adhered to.  To demonstrate compliance a Health and Safety plan and a fall arrest plan complete with risk assessments will be required.


Pre requisites for live work authorisation in terms of ORHVS (ESKOM OPERATING REGULATIONS FOR HIGH VOLTAGE SYSTEMS) section 7 (Team leaders (7.01) and members (7.01) climbing above anti climbing device) are as follows:


Full name and particulars of the contractor 


Full name and particulars of the individuals that will be authorised


ORHVS Modules 1 to 10 for team leaders in charge of live work and Modules, 1&10 for team members.


First Aid Level 1- team leader and 1 or 2 extra (to cater for case where team leader is injured)


Medical Certificate – indicating clean bill of health and suited for physical work at heights


The person in charge (7.01) will have to have experience of taking hand over’s from control, radio procedures and a good understanding of the system he is working on, e.g. ARC’s, etc


In terms of the work, Eskom would require the following:


Detail approved procedure of how the work will be executed, taking into account safety risks, etc.


Related work experience


Compliance to Eskom Standards for High Voltage Live Working ESKASAAR9


On successful submission of the above documentation, the contractor will be listed in the Database for the applicable category – however the following procedures will be followed upon successful tendering:


An on site practical assessment will be conducted. The team will be required to perform the duties under dead conditions under supervision of an Eskom authorised live work instructor. (This must be taken into consideration when tendering). During this assessment the following will be verified:


Compliance to Eskom Live work standard procedures


Tools and equipment – compliance to OSHACT, etc


Work methods and procedures


Safety aspects


Once the above have been completed successfully the Eskom Transmission live work instructor will practically assess the contractor under live working conditions, initially under his supervision and later operating on there own. 


Note: Should the contractor fail any of the steps above, the Contractor shall not be allowed to execute the work, therefore it will lead to cancellation of contract / order.


On successful completion of all of the above, Transmission Engineering will make a recommendation to the GMR2 (1) of the particular Grid that the contractor be authorised for a specific function, and specific Grid. 
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The GMR2 (1) of the Grid will then issue authorisation for his Grid with copies to National Control.  The scope, duration and specific requirement will be at the discretion of the GMR 2(1) 


Note that this authorisation will be valid for a period of 1 year only, and needs to be re evaluated upon, or preferably before expiry.

REQUIREMENTS FOR A FALL PREVENTION SYSTEM


Section 1 Fall Protection required


Every employer shall ensure that workers are protected against the following hazards, unless elsewhere provided in regulations.


a. falling more than 3 metres;


b. falling from lesser height that involves an unusual risk of injury;


c. falling into operating machinery or moving parts of the machinery


d. falling into water or another liquid;


e. falling into or onto a hazardous substance or object; or,


f.  falling through an opening on a work surface.


Section 2 Fall protection systems required


(1) The employer, principle contractor, or contractor shall ensure that a worker is adequately protected by a guardrail system that meets the requirements of subsection 5.


(2) Despite subsection (1), if it is not reasonably possible to install a guardrail system as that subsection requires a worker shall be adequately protected by at least one of the following methods of fall protection:


      a. a retractable restraint system that meets the requirements of section 6.


      b. a fall arrest system that meets the requirements of section 7


(3) The components of any system listed in subsection (2) shall be designed by a professional engineer in accordance with good engineering practice, and shall meet the requirements of any of the following National Standards of South Africa standards that are applicable:

 (4) Before any use of a fall arrest system by a worker at a project, the worker's employer shall develop written procedures for rescuing the worker after his or her fall has been arrested.


Section 3 Training


An employer shall ensure that a worker who may use a fall protection system is adequately trained in its use, inspection and maintenance by a competent person.


Section 4 Protection of openings where a worker may fall in


The employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that one of the following precautions is used to prevent a worker from falling through an opening on a work surface:

    a. a guardrail system that meets the requirements of section 5.


    b. a protective covering that,


       i. completely covers the opening,


      ii. is securely fastened,


     iii. is adequately identified as covering an opening,


     iv. is made from material adequate to support all loads to which the covering may be   subjected, and


      v. is capable of supporting a live load of at least 2.4 kilo newton per square metre  without exceeding the allowable unit stresses for the material used.


Section 5 Guardrail


(1) The employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that a guardrail required in Section 4 is used if a worker has access to the perimeter or an open side of any of the following work surfaces


     a. a floor, including the floor of a mezzanine or balcony;


     b. the surface of a bridge;


     c. a roof while formwork is in place; or


     d. a scaffold platform or other work platform, runway or ramp, where a worker is exposed to a fall of 1.2 metres or more when a permanent installation of the guardrail is implemented, or 3 metres when a temporary installation of the guardrail is implemented.


(2) Where the installation of a guardrail is required by these regulations, an employer, contractor or owner shall ensure that the guardrail


       a. is at least 900 millimetres high and not more than 1060 millimetres above the working surface, with an intermediate rail at 450-530 millimetres


        b. is constructed and secured to resist a static load of 900 newton applied in any direction at any point on the top rail and on the intermediate rail, where one exists


        c. where it is made from wood, is free from splinters and protruding nails and to consist of


            i. a top and mid rail of at least 38 millimetres by 89 millimetres (nominal 2X4) securely  supported on posts of at least 38 millimetres by 89 millimetres (nominal 2X4) and spaced at not more than 2.4 metres (8 feet); and


            ii. where there is danger of falling objects and material, a toe-board securely fastened to the posts and extending from the surface of the working area to a height of at least 125 millimetres.


        d. where it is a metal frame or wire cable guardrail, it shall to be designed, constructed and installed to offer protection equal to or greater than that provided by a wooden guardrail;


 (3) An employer may cause a guardrail to be temporarily removed where necessary to facilitate work in the immediate area, if alternate protective measures have been taken to protect a worker, including


      a. the use of another fall protection system described in section 2 of this; or


      b. a safe work procedure.


Section 6 Retractable restraint system


Where a retractable restraint system is used, the employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that:


    a. the retractable restraint system consists of a full body harness with adequate attachment points;


    b. the full body harness or  is attached by a lifeline or lanyard to a fixed support that meets the requirements of section 10;


    c. the length of the lifeline or the lanyard is selected such that the worker can only proceed to within approximately 1 metre of an opening or edge;

    d. the retractable restraint system and its components are inspected by a competent worker before each use; and,


    e. if a component of the retractable restraint system is found to be defective on inspection, the defective    component is immediately taken out of service.


Section 7 Fall Arrest System


Where a fall arrest system is used, the employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that:


     a. the fall arrest system consists of a full body harness with adequate attachment points and a lanyard equipped with a shock absorber or similar device;


     b. the fall arrest system is attached by a lifeline or by the lanyard to an independent fixed support that meets the requirements of section 10;


     c. the fall arrest system is designed and arranged in accordance with the manufacturer's instructions so that a worker's free fall distance does not exceed 1 metres, excluding the increase in total fall distance resulting from the use of the shock absorber;


     d. the fall arrest system is arranged so that a worker cannot hit the ground or an object or level below the work.


     e. despite subsection (1), the fall arrest system shall not include a shock absorber if wearing or using one could cause a worker to hit the ground or an object or level below the work;


      f. the fall arrest system shall not subject a worker who falls to a peak dynamic fall arrest force greater than 8 kilo newton;


     g. the fall arrest system and its components are inspected by a competent worker before each use;


     h. if a component of the fall arrest system is found to be defective on inspection, the defective component is immediately to be taken out of service; and,


      i. if a worker who is using the fall arrest system falls, the system shall be immediately removed from service and shall not be used again by a worker unless all components of the system have been certified by the manufacturer as being safe for reuse.


Section 8 Full-body harness


Where a full-body harness is required by this regulation, an employer or principle contractor, or contractor shall ensure that:


    a. the full-body harness meets the requirements of the SANS 50361;


        b. the full-body harness and connecting linkage are used and maintained as per manufacturer specifications;


    c. the full-body harness is properly fitted to the worker;


    d. the worker is trained in the safe use of the full-body harness; and


    e. the worker inspects the full-body harness daily or before each use.


Section 9 Lanyards


An employer or principle contractor, or contractor shall ensure that a lanyard:


    a. complies with SANS 50354;


    b. is as short as work conditions permit;


    c. is equipped with an approved shock absorbing device that meets the requirements of SANS 50355;


    d. is equipped with suitable snap hooks;


    e. is used and maintained in accordance with the manufacturer specifications; and


    f. is used by only one worker at a time.


Section 10 Anchorage requirements


(1) The employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that a permanent anchorage system is used as the fixed support in a fall arrest system, fall restricting system or retractable restraint system if the following conditions are met:


    a. an anchor system has to be installed as directed by a Professional Engineer in accordance to the National Building Regulations;

    b. it is safe and practical to use the anchor system as the fixed support; and,


    c. the anchor must be capable of supporting minimum static load of 17.8 kN ( 4000lbs) in any direction for each worker attached.


(2) If the conditions set out in subsection (1) are not met, a temporary fixed support shall be used that meets the following requirements:


    a. subject to clause (b), a support used in a fall arrest system shall be capable of supporting a static force of at least 8 kilo newton without exceeding the allowable unit stress for each material used;


    b. if a shock absorber is also used in the fall arrest system, the support shall be capable of supporting a static force of at least 6 kilo newton without exceeding the allowable unit stress for each material used;


    c. subject to clause (d), a support used in a fall restricting system must be capable of supporting a static force of at least 6 kilo newton without exceeding the allowable unit stress for each material used;


    d. clause (c) does not apply to a support that is used in accordance with the manufacturer's written instructions and is adequate to protect a worker; and


    e. a support used in a travel restraint system shall be capable of supporting a static force of at least 2 kilo newton without exceeding the allowable unit stress for each material used.


       (3) Despite the requirements listed in subsection (2), the support capacity of a temporary fixed support used in a fall protection system may be determined by dynamic testing approved by a professional engineer to ensure that the temporary fixed support has adequate capacity to arrest a worker's fall.


 (4) A fixed support shall not have any sharp edges that could cut, chafe or abrade the connection between it and another component of the system.


       (5) If the fall arrest system is used for protecting workers on powered mobile equipment, the anchor shall be specified by the manufacturer of the equipment.


(6) The owner of a building in excess of 5 stories or 15 metres in height shall provide permanent perimeter guarding or protection at roof level which shall consist of:


    a. a continuous parapet, guardrail or fencing not less than 1 metre in height, or


    b. lifeline anchors meeting the following criteria:


        i. each anchor shall be capable of resisting a force of 17.8 KN (4,000pounds) in any direction;


       ii. each anchor shall be made of stainless steel, monel or other corrosion-resistant materials;


      iii. there shall be one anchor set back a minimum of 3 meters (10 feet) from the edge of the roof for each 6(20) linear meters (feet) of unprotected roof edge, and,


      iv. where eyebolt is used as an anchor, the interior opening of the eye shall be at least 38 mm (1 1/2 inches).


(7) The owner of all new buildings shall install permanent fall protection for the maintenance of the building exterior, if the building is greater than 15 metres.


Section 11 Lifeline requirements


(1) Unless otherwise specifically provided, where these regulations require the use of a lifeline, an employer or principle contractor/contractor shall ensure that the lifeline:


    a. is suitable for the conditions in which the lifeline is to be used, having regard to factors including strength, abrasion resistance, extensibility and chemical stability;


    b. is used in accordance with the SANS 50363;


    c. is free of imperfections, knots and splices, other than end terminations;

    d. is protected by padding where the lifeline passes over sharp edges;

    e. is protected from heat, flame or abrasive or corrosive materials during use;


     f. is fastened to a secure anchor point as per section 10; and,


    g. is maintained as per manufacturer specifications.


(2) An employer principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that where a vertical lifeline is used:


    a. the lower end extends to the ground or to a safe landing;


    b. the lifeline is protected at the lower end to ensure that the line cannot be fouled by any equipment; and,


    c. it is selected and maintained as per in order to meet the specifications of the SANS 50363;      


(3) Unless otherwise specifically provided, an employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that a horizontal lifeline system:


        a. is designed by a professional engineer in accordance with good engineering practice, and the design shall


       (i) show the arrangement of the system including the anchorage or fixed support system,


       (ii) indicate the components used,


      (iii) state the number of workers that can safely be attached to it,


      (iv) set out instructions for installation or erection, and


       (v) show the design loads for the system;


    b. is installed or erected, and maintained, in accordance with the professional engineer's design;


    c. is inspected by a professional engineer or a competent worker designated by a supervisor, each time that is used; and,


    d. has design drawings at the project site when the system is in use.


Section 12 Inspection of fall prevention and protection system components.


(1) Where the use of a body harness, connecting linkage, fall- arresting device, full-body harness or lifeline is required by these regulations, an employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that a competent person:


    a. inspects the body harness, connecting linkage, fall-arresting device, full-body harness or lifeline:


      (i) annually; and


     (ii) after the body harness, connecting linkage, fall- arresting device, full-body harness or lifeline has sustained fall is taken out of service of service;


    b. determines whether the body harness, connecting linkage, fall-arresting device, full-body harness or lifeline is safe for continued use.


(2) An employer, principle contractor or contractor shall ensure that a worker inspects the body harness, connecting linkage, fall arresting device, full-body harness or lifeline before each use and where a defect or unsafe condition that may create a hazard to a worker is identified in a body harness, connecting linkage, fall-arresting device, full- body harness or lifeline exists that steps are taken immediately to protect the health and safety of any worker who may be at risk until the defect is replaced or the unsafe condition is corrected

Section 13 Workers responsibilities re lifeline etc.


(1) Before using a lifeline or lanyard, a worker shall ensure that the lifeline or lanyard:


    a. is free of imperfections, knots and splices, other than end terminations;


    b. is protected by padding where the lifeline or lanyard passes over sharp edges; and


    c. is protected from heat, flame or abrasive or corrosive materials during use.


(2) Before using a vertical lifeline, a worker shall ensure that:


    a. the lower end extends to the ground or to a safe landing; and


    b. the lifeline is protected at the lower end to ensure that the line cannot be fouled by any equipment.


(3) Before using a full-body harness, a worker shall ensure that the full-body harness:


    a. is properly adjusted to fit the worker securely; and


    b. is attached by means of a connecting linkage to a fixed anchor point or a lifeline.


(4) A worker who uses a full-body harness and connecting linkage shall ensure that the connecting linkage is attached to a fall-arresting device, lifeline or a fixed anchor point.


Section 14 Fall prevention on steel frame structure


The owner or where applicable, principle contractor of a steel frames structure shall ensure that the structure is designed by Professional Engineer and permanent fall protection measures are provided for the erection that consists of:


    (a) double connections at columns and/or at beam webs over a column; (When two structural members on opposite sides of a column web, or a beam web over a column, are connected sharing a common holes, at least one bolt with its wrench-tight nut shall remain connected to the first member unless a shop-attached or field-attached seat or equivalent connection device is supplied with the member to secure the first member and prevent the column from being displaced);


    (b) minimum four anchor bolts per column; and


    (c) perimeter columns extended minimum 1.0 metres above the finished floor to permit installation of perimeter safety cables.
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3.1  Scope


3.1.1  Purpose 

The purpose of this procedure is to set out the minimum requirements to ensure compliance with legislation and Eskom standards and procedures, which have to be maintained by Contractors, Sub-contractors and Transmission during construction and maintenance work on Transmission sites and premises.


3.1.2  Applicability


This procedure is applicable to all Business Units’ in Transmission as well as all Contractors.

3.3  Definitions


All definitions in ESKPVAEY6 Rev.0 (Operating Regulations for High Voltage Systems) are applicable to the procedure as well as the following:


3.3.1 Agent: Any person who acts as a representative for a client.


3.3.2 Client: Any person for whom construction work is performed.

3.3.3   Construction work: Means any work in connection with(

(a)
      the erection, maintenance, alteration, renovation, repair, demolition or dismantling of or addition to a building or any similar structure;


(b)
      the installation, erection, dismantling or maintenance of fixed plant where such work includes the risk of a person falling; 


(c)

the construction, maintenance, demolition or dismantling of any bridge, dam, canal, road, railway, runway, sewer or water reticulation system or any similar civil engineering structure; or


(d)       the moving of earth, clearing of land, the making of an excavation, piling, or any similar 
type of 
work.


3.3.4   Contractor: A Contractor is a registered business or employer to whom the contract is awarded and it does not include Sub-contractor(s). The Contractor is accountable to ensure that all Sub-contractors adhere to all aspects as prescribed in this standard.


3.3.5   Contractor’s or sub-contractor’s management: The management of the company that the contract is awarded to.


3.3.6   Contractor’s employees: A Contractors’ employees are all those persons employed by the contractor to perform the work stipulated in the contract and who are remunerated by the Contractor, including sub-contractors.


3.3.7   Competent Person: In relation to construction work, means any person having the knowledge, training and experience specific to the work or task being performed: Provided that where appropriate qualifications and training are registered in terms of the provisions of the South African Qualifications Authority Act, 1995 (Act No. 58 of 1995), these qualifications and training shall be deemed to be the required qualifications and training; 


3.3.8   Demolish:  Means to pull or knock down (destroy) and not for re-use.


3.3.9   Dismantle: Means to take it apart for it to be re-used or sold.


3.3.10  Employer: Any person who employs or provides work for any person and remunerates that person or expressly or tacitly undertakes to remunerate him.


3.3.11  GMR 2(1) Appointee: A competent person appointed in terms of Occupational Health and Safety Act, Act 85:1993, to supervise the safe use of machinery.

3.3.12  Incident:  An incident is an undesired accidental event, that results in injury, damage or loss.


3.3.13  Mandatary: Includes an agent, a contractor or a sub-contractor for work, but without derogating from his status in his own right as an employer or user.


3.3.14  Principal Contractor (P.C.) - It means an employer, as defined in section 1 of the Act, who performs construction work and is appointed by the client to be in overall control and management of the whole of a construction site, which the PC is contracted to.  In cases where construction work is performed within Eskom by internal Eskom departments, these internal Eskom departments will be regarded as principal contractors but it is not the employer in its own right.


3.3.15  Risk Auditing System (RAS): RAS is an Eskom, computer based auditing system.  With the exception of risk finance, RAS covers all risk control disciplines such as safety, health, security, operating, maintenance and fire.


3.3.16  Risk Management: Risk Management includes all activities related to accident prevention, fire prevention and protection, occupational hygiene, damage control, public safety, emergency preparedness and environmental management.
