Hence the Contractor does not Provide the Service in accordance with the Price List.   The Price List is only a pricing document.  

Link to the Contractor’s plan

Clause 21.4 states “The Contractor provides information which shows how each item description on the Price List relates to the operations on each plan which he submits for acceptance”.  Hence when compiling the price list, the tendering contractor needs to develop his first clause 21.2 plan in such a way that operations shown on it can be priced in the price list  and result in a satisfactory cash flow in terms of clause 11.2(17).

In an Option A contract, either Party may have entered items into the price list either as a process of offer and acceptance (tendering) or by negotiation depending on the nature of the service to be provided.  Alternatively the Employer, in his Instructions to Tenderers or in a Tender Schedule, may have listed some items that he requires the Contractor to include in the price list to be prepared and priced by him. 

It is assumed that in preparing or finalising the price list the Contractor:
· Has taken account of the guidance given in the TSC3 Guidance Notes relevant to Option A;

· Understands the function of the Price List and how work is priced and paid for;

· Is aware of the need to link operations shown in his plan to items shown in the Price List;

· Has listed and priced items in the price list which are inclusive of everything necessary and incidental to Providing the Service in accordance with the Service Information, as it was at the time of tender, as well as correct any Defects not caused by an Employer’s risk;
· Has priced work he decides not to show as a separate item within the Prices or rates of other listed items in order to fulfil the obligation to complete the service for the tendered total of the Prices. 
· Understands there is no adjustment to items priced as lump sums if the amount, or quantity, of work within that item later turns out to be different to that which the Contractor estimated at time of tender. The only basis for a change to the (lump sum) Prices is as a result of a compensation event. 

Format of the price list
(From the example given in an Appendix within the TSC3 Guidance Notes)

Entries in the first four columns in the price list in section C2.2 are made either by the Employer or the tendering contractor. 

If the Contractor is to be paid an amount for the item which is not adjusted if the quantity of work in the item changes, the tendering contractor enters the amount in the Price column only, the Unit, Expected Quantity and Rate columns being left blank.

If the Contractor is to be paid an amount for an item of work which is the rate for the work multiplied by the quantity completed, the tendering contractor enters the rate which is then multiplied by the Expected Quantity to produce the Price, which is also entered.

If the Contractor is to be paid a Price for an item proportional to the length of time for which a service is provided, a unit of time is stated in the Unit column and the expected length of time (as a quantity of the stated units of time) is stated in the Expected Quantity column.

1.2 Employer’s requirements for the service
	Eskom Matla Power Station is committed to ensure health and safety of its employees is not compromised. Therefore, it is of outmost importance to ensure that PPE, table linen, medical linen and all other laundry is hygienically clean and safe for use
Matla Power Station intends to enter into an agreement with a service provider who would offer laundry services for a period of five (5) years as follows:

· The laundry is to be washed according to the washing instructions on the label of the clothing or according to standards provided by Employer representative.

· The safety features of the safety clothing are to be maintained.

· Broken and damaged zips must be replaced with new zips and torn seams must be stitched and repaired by the service provider as detailed in the contract and the price per Kilogram should be inclusive of stitching, zips and buttons replacement.

· Washing temperature 60 Degrees Celsius or as specified on the garment label.

· It will be responsibility of the service provider to provide: Labour, Equipment, collection and delivery cost and all required detergent for laundry 

DETERMINATION OF THE QUALITY OF WORK
Direction for normal laundry

· The laundry must be washed using high quality eco-friendly detergent and softener

· The service include ironing and folding of laundry in manageable sizes and packaged in clear plastics or any other backpacking pre-approved by Contract Manager

· In the event where the contract manager is not satisfied with the cleanliness of the laundry or any service provided by the service provider, The items will be returned to the service provider to redo the laundry at no charge to Eskom.
· The contract manager will notify the service provider of the unsatisfactory service in writing and the service provider shall rectify the deficiency within five (5) working days
· The service provider shall rectify the defect pointed at No extra charge to 

Eskom.

· Should the service provider fail to correct the defects pointed out, The contract manager reserves the right to have defects corrected by different service provider and recover costs for such from service provider contracted.

· The service provider will provide hygiene assurance to ensure that Matla employees are not exposed to any health risks due to products or chemicals used by service provider or handling of laundry.

· The service provider must be flexible to change detergent for people with sensitive skin to protect personnel members who have allergies such as dermatitis/Eczema etc.

FREQUENCY FOR LAUNDRY

NB. The below is just an estimate as laundry will be washed on as required basis

· Chefs Uniform to be washed weekly or as when required
· Table cloths to be washed weekly or as when required

· Medical Linen will be washed bi-weekly or as when required

· Arch Flash suits will be washed as when required

· Bullet Proof Vests to be washed bi-weekly or as required

· All other items will washed on as when required

DIRECTION TO WASH FLASH SUITS:

Electrical arc flash protective clothing protects from thermal effects arc flash only.

· Protective ensembles and protective ensemble elements shall be cleaned and decontaminated separately from non-protective items.

· After washing inspect garment for default holes.

When cleaning in a utility sink

· If necessary pre-treat heavily soiled or spotted areas.

· Fill the sink with water not to exceed 40ºC (105ºF).

· Add cleaning solution or detergent.

· Wear protective gloves and eye/face splash protection.

· Scrub gently using a soft bristle brush. Use extra care with moisture barrier assemblies.

· Drain the water from the sink.

· Refill the sink, agitate using gloved hand or stir stick.

Note: If the machine is also used to wash other items that are heavily soiled or with dangerous chemicals, Ensure that you rinse out the machine by running it while empty through a complete cycle with 49ºC to 52ºC (120ºF to 125ºF) with water and detergent.
