Whichever party provides the items in the price schedule the total of the Prices is assumed to be fully inclusive of everything necessary to Provide the Goods and Services as described at the time of entering into this contract.

It will be assumed that the tendering supplier has 

· Read Pages 8, 11, 12 and Appendix 5 of the SC3 Guidance Notes before preparing the price schedule;
· Included in his Prices and rates for correction of Defects (core clause 43.1) as there is no compensation event for this unless the Defect is due to a Supplier’s risk;

Without derogating from the foregoing compromise, extension of the supply period, indulgence, release or variation of the Supplier’s obligation shall not affect the validity of this Advance Payment bond.

4. This bond expires on the date when the Surety receives a notice from the Supply Manager stating that the advanced payment has been repaid to the Purchaser in terms of the Contract, or liquidated by deductions from other payments due to the Supplier.
5. The amount of the bond shall be payable to the Purchaser upon the Purchaser’s demand and no later than 7 days following the submission to the Surety of a certificate signed by the Supply Manager stating the amount of the Purchaser’s losses, damages and expenses incurred as a result of the non-performance aforesaid. Bulk Chemical Contract Technical Requirements for Caustic Soda (Sodium Hydroxide 47% M/M minimum)

· The Supplier shall inspect each off-loading facility prior to the first delivery of the chemical in order to confirm tanker access to the off-loading facility and to confirm compatibility with power station connections, including, but not limited to, chemical off-loading and air supply couplings and flange sizes.

· Purchaser shall inform the Supplier of any modification to the off-loading facility. Where necessary, the Supplier shall inspect the off-loading facility to assess the impact of the modification and to ensure compatibility.

· The Supplier shall not use a calf for the delivery of the chemical.

· Every tanker shall be in possession of the following documentation:

· Material Safety Data Sheet

· Product Specification

· The Supplier shall arrange for safety induction of all individuals delivering chemicals to power stations.

· The Supplier shall ensure that bulk chemical deliveries are made by personnel trained in safety precautions specific for handling the delivered chemical, and that delivery personnel abide by Supplier and the Purchaser safety procedures, including the use of required personnel protective equipment.

· Deliveries shall only be accepted during the following working hours during the week, namely between 08:00 to 15:00, except for Fridays where deliveries shall only be accepted up to 10:00. During emergency situations, after hour deliveries can be accommodated with prior arrangement with the power station. 

· Purchaser shall inform the Supplier in cases where a split delivery is planned. The anticipated off-loading time for a single point of delivery is 3 hours. Purchaser shall record the time that documents are delivered to the Water Treatment Plant Control Room.

· The Supplier shall report to the Water Treatment Plant Control Room on arrival, with all documentation required. 

· The following documentation shall be shown to the Purchaser personnel in the Water Treatment Plant Control Room upon arrival at the power station:

· Competency declaration for the person responsible for off-loading and sampling of bulk chemical being delivered

· Tanker Inspection Form, confirming:

· Vehicle road worthiness

· Functionality of air/pump off-loading system 

· Condition of flexible pipes and connections (cleanliness and wear) 

· Date of off-loading pipe pressure test 

· Tanker content cleanliness

· The following documentation shall be submitted to the Purchaser personnel in the Water Treatment Plant Control Room upon arrival at the power station:

· Weigh bridge certificate.

· Certificate of Analysis showing that that the chemical in the tanker meets the specification.

· Delivery note, which must include the Purchaser order number, the name of the power station and the power station address.

· The Supplier shall be accompanied to the off-loading facility by the Purchaser personnel.

· The Supplier shall take a sample from the tanker for analysis by the Purchaser personnel.

· Connection to the off-loading facility shall only commence after the Purchaser personnel has confirmed the quality of the chemical and has given permission for off-loading to proceed.  

· A tanker shall be rejected in the event of product quality non-conformance or safety non-conformance. The Contract Manager shall be informed immediately, and no payment shall be made.

· The Supplier shall be responsible for connecting the tanker to the off-loading facility.

· Where an intermediate transfer pump is required, the tanker shall be fitted with stainless steel pump.

· Standing time shall only be claimed if the delay is caused by Purchaser. Standing time shall not be claimed where external conditions affect off-loading, such as rain, hail, lighting, etc.

· In the event that a tanker is not off-loaded due to an incorrect level indicator, a) the tanker shall be sent back and payment shall be made for transport and product, or b) the tanker shall be re-direct to another power station upon arrangement with the power station and upon correcting the delivery note, and Purchaser shall pay the additional transport charge.

· The Supplier shall immediately inform the Contract Manager of any transportation and off-loading incident. The Supplier shall issue an incident investigation report to the Contract Manager and to all power stations within seven days of the incident.

· The following documentation shall be submitted to the power station after delivery:

· Return weigh bridge certificate, within two working days, before payment is processed. 

· Original invoice within seven days of delivery.

· The Supplier shall perform an inspection of an off-loading event in the presence of power station staff at each site at least once a year and shall issue a report to the Contract Manager.

· The Supplier shall provide contingency plans providing assurance of continuity of supply of the product to the power station in the situations where experience unplanned outages, interruptions in production and strikes.

CPA claim and payment:

After a Supplier has delivered a product to a station, a GR (Goods Receipt) is performed on the base invoice that a Supplier has submitted to claim payment for the service rendered. The base invoice from the Supplier will have the original base rates (rates agreed at start of contract. This rate remains until end period of a contract). 

If the contract is subjected to CPA adjustments, calculations are done based on the indices as agreed on Clause X1 (Price adjustments for inflation) for that specific product. The adjustments are done as per the agreed stipulated adjustment period. The Supplier and the Contract Manager (CM) triggers these adjustments to take place, in most cases a Supplier will notify a Contract Manager when adjustments are due. The Supplier submit the new adjustments rates after taking the new rates from the published source, i,e, Stats SA, PPI, etc. The CM engage the Quantity Surveyor (QS) to verify the submitted rates from the Supplier. The QS respond if in acceptance or not. If in acceptance, the CM informs the Supplier so that the Supplier can start to claim the CPA based on the new rates. If not accepted, a meeting is called to clarify areas of concerns until an agreement is reached. 
The Supplier claims CPA by creating and submitting a CPA invoice referencing to an order number that was used on a base invoice. The Supplier applies the new CPA percentage increase/decrease when calculating the CPA invoice. The Supplier submit the CPA invoice to the Contracts Manager to create a calculation sheet. A calculation sheet is sent to the QS to counter sign. Once signed, the CM attaches the CPA invoice from the Supplier to the CPA calculation sheet. Finance then processes for payment. It must be noted that there is no GR being done on a CPA invoice. CPA calculation sheet is used by Finance for checks and balances.
CPA is paid from a separate cost centre, not from the contract funds as approved and loaded on SAP. This is done to prevent the approved contract funds being depleted before time of contract expiry. 

Insurance provided by the Purchaser
