	SERVICE OF EA HVAC SYSTEM:

	Background: 

Current HVAC system is 400V powered from a mini substation via a generator, which automatically takes over when electricity main supply is cut off. The system consists of 

Four handling units, which operates two at the time while the other two are on standby. Each unit is operated by the actuator valve that ensures the temperature is kept between 190C and 240C. Like any other HVAC system, there are embedded systems such as chiller, steam, piping, dampers, and insulation that provide optimum operation of the overall HVAC system.  Overhaul service of the system is required. 



	Electrical Requirements: 

Installation of the control system and all the electrical equipment will require re-certification and issuing of the new certificate of compliance. All equipment that will need to be replaced will be agreed upon and be charged accordingly. Both electrical installation regulations (GNR.242 of 6 March 2009) and electrical machinery regulations (GNR.250 of 25 March 2011) are applicable. 



	Mechanical Requirements: 

Compressors, fans, and blowers will need to be assessed for mechanical soundness. Should the tests proved unsatisfactory on mechanical equipment, replacement will need to be considered. All equipment to be changed and agreed upon will be charged accordingly.  



	Commissioning: 

Commissioning of the system will be witnessed by the OBP competent person, and all documentation will be signed thereof. Proper engineering practices will be followed to ensure the system is commissioned according to the design requirements. 



	Documentation:  

It is required to develop a new P&ID for the serviced system, hence OBP will assign a draughtsman that will develop engineering drawings for the system while being serviced. Contractor assigned to execute this scope is expected to work closely with the draughtsman to provide as-built drawings. 



	Notes: 

· Site visit mandatory for all parties to assess scope of work 
· Only competent suppliers are required for this task. Please do not engage if there is no competency on the scope as OBP will be able to detect that. It is a waste of time and resource to attempt to embark on a project, where there is no expertise. 
· All quotations to be itemized per OBP process area – process areas will be communicated at mandatory site visit

· Service providers to engage with department head daily before proceeding with work

· All work areas to be cleaned and tidied after work is done (no parts, equipment, consumables lying around)
· Should service providers note that during service, equipment requires additional attention such as servicing, repairs, or refurbishment, then this must be indicated as such on the job card/service report.  This must be reported to the head of department who will decide on the further course of action.

· All repairs, tasks and services must have a minimum 6 month guarantee on parts and labor/workmanship.

· All potential service providers must provide proof of previous supply of identical and/or similar materials/services as detailed on RFQ to other companies.  Proof of supply of materials/services must not be more than 6 months old.

· Please indicate the safety requirements to meet this scope of work.
