1. CLEANING & DISINFECTION 
Removal of all nests, remove all traces of pigeon droppings from the roosting areas, scour and disinfect these areas first. Before application, remove all evidence of the bird contamination from the horizontal surfaces. 



2. APPLICATION OF BIRD REPELLENT GEL 
We recommend that Bird Repellent Gel be applied to all surfaces as indicated by our survey, in accordance with the enclosed section schedules. These include:  

2.1. Roosting areas 
2.2. Nesting areas 
2.3. Primary landing areas 
2.4. Secondary landing areas 



3. APPLICATION OF SEALER 
The application to clean, dry surfaces. Being sticky, cover it with Vamoose Sealer which prevents dust and dirt from being absorbed into the gel.
