The National Lotteries Commission (NLC) is a public entity established by
Lotteries Act No. 57 of 1997 as amended to regulate the South African lotteries
industry. The functions of the Commission can be divided into two categories,
namely “regulation of National Lottery and other Lotteries” and “administration
of the National Lottery Distribution Trust Fund (NLDTF)”.

The Board of the NLC has a mandate to: (i) regulate all lotteries and sport pools
with integrity; (ii) ensure the protection of all participants; (iii) maximise revenue
for good causes in a responsible manner; and (iv) distribute funds equitably and
expeditiously.

The Legislative mandate of the NLC includes inviting applications from
registered organisations to apply for grants in support of worthy good causes.
The NLC currently has three main sectors, each of which receives a pre-
determined percentage of the NLDTF namely Charities (47%), Sport and
Recreation (28%) and Arts, Culture, National Heritage and Environment (23%),

as well as a fourth fund for Miscellaneous purposes (2%).

This proposed knowledge harvesting project is part of the implementation of
three-year NLC KM strategy that was developed and approved in the 2020-21

financial year and Phase One implemented.

Loss of organisational knowledge / institutional memory is rated as one of the
highest strategic risks facing the NLC. Knowledge holders are all the employees
of the organisation. Hence, Human Capital Management (HCM), as the Risk
Owner, has requested the assistance of Research and Development unit, to
embark on a knowledge harvesting project. Since knowledge harvesting can be
applied to nearly any kind of human knowledge that is procedurally actionable,
existing expertise or know-how will be captured and codified so that the

organization can leverage it and preserve it.
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2. PURPOSE OF THE RFP

The purpose of this Request for proposals (RFP) is to appoint a suitably qualified
service provider to submit proposals for Knowledge Harvesting from key
knowledge holders in the organisation. The proposal should demonstrate the

following:

e Understanding and expertise of processes of collecting and capturing

information through knowledge management protocols and practices.

e Content development skills and expertise as the harvested information
should be translated into knowledge products that can be used by future
and current NLC employees.

e Previous experience of conducting a similar project.

The service provider should also submit a proposal to provide knowledge transfer,
guidance and support to the Knowledge Harvesting Steering Committee on
conducting knowledge harvesting, including methodologies, design of collection
tools and process, preparation, implementation, and content development or

creating a knowledge product.

The key knowledge holders to be interviewed in this Phase are members of the

Distributing Agencies and senior Executives.

The project duration is estimated for two months and will be conducted both online
and physically depending on the nature of activity. The project should be
concluded by 25 March 2022.

3. METHODOLOGY

The successful service provider will demonstrate expertise and competence in
conducting knowledge harvesting using a variety of methods e.g., interviews,
storytelling, and shadowing; thereafter translating the collected information into

knowledge products.
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4. TIMING AND DELIVERABLES
The project should commence within two weeks of signing the letter of
appointment.

The participants are located at Head Office in Pretoria, except for some of the
Distributing Agency members who work from home.

It is expected that the service provider will provide a project plan, develop
information collections tools for participants as well as create knowledge products
to be stored on the NLC ICT platform.

The appointed service provider will be briefed by the KM steering committee and

will be provided with the following to customise data collection tools:
e NLC’s KM strategy
e NLC KM Audit Report
e NLC Knowledge Harvesting Framework
e Any other required and available document
5. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
The Service Provider will report to the NLC’s Acting Senior Manager Business

Development or their delegate for the duration of the appointment; regular

meetings will be held to track progress.

6. EVALUATION CRITERIA

Phase 1: Pre-Qualification Criteria (Mandatory Requirements)

Bidders must submit all the requirements mentioned below. The following

mandatory requirements must be met to qualify for this bid:

Any bid that fails to meet the above mentioned pre-qualifying criteria will be

deemed unacceptable.
Phase 2: Functional/technical Evaluation

Only bidders that have met the pre-qualification criteria will be evaluated for
functional evaluation. In this phase the evaluation will be based on the bidders’
responses in respect of the bid proposal (evaluated on the minimum functional
specifications). Prospective bidders who score a minimum of 70 points or more

will be considered for the next phase 3 (Price and B-BBEE status level contributor).

Service Providers are at liberty to structure their Proposals according to any

format, if it covers all areas specified in this document.

Evaluation of the Proposals will be based on the service provider’s responses in

respect of the RFP according to the following criteria:
