[bookmark: _GoBack]Collection, Transportation and Recycling all types of lamps and other electrical waste must be covered by the National Environment Management Act (NEMA)n which is the statutory framework to enforce Section 24 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa.

The required service will be for a period of 36 months. 

NB: payments will be only when collection is made.

1. Handling System
Due to the large number of lamps to be recycled, an effective and efficient handling system will be implemented. This should include the following:

All personnel must have the correct Personal Protective Equipment as specified in the Risk Assessed Method Statement.

2. Transportation
2.1. All Lamps must be transported in a completely enclosed and lockable truck.
2.2. All Lamps must be secured and tied down within the truck storage compartment.
2.3. All vehicles must have an Emergency Clean-Up Kit.
2.4. All vehicles must be labelled as per Risk t.

3. Recycling
All lamps should be controlled in the following manner.

3.1. All full drums must be sealed with a unique numbered sealing tag.
3.2. All lamps must be recorded in the Hazardous Waste Register.
3.3. All full drums to be labelled in accordance with Hazardous Waste requirements.
3.4. All lamps and full Drums must be transported to the Recycling Plant in compliance with the National Road Traffic Act.

A RECYCLING CERTIFICATE indicating waste type, volume and Recycling Site must be issued to the HSRC.

· The quote should include hiring of 3 dump bins (with lid) to store the old tubes.
