4. Specifications
a. The service provider is required to manufacture and/or supply PPE as described in the section “Specifications Bill for PPE”.
b. The service provider for PPE should have the capacity to embroider/print specified details as per the item description.
c. The service provider should supply PPE items that meet SABS-approved standards where applicable and meet the standards identified in the section “Specifications Bill for PPE”.
d. The service provider is required to take measurements and is liable to supply the correct sizes as per the item description.
e. The service provider will be responsible for the alterations and adjustments, to ensure a perfect fit or suitability.
f. The successful service provider will be responsible to provide the Municipality with the concept and designs of items for approval before supply.
g. The municipality reserve the right to inspect premises to confirmation of manufacturing capabilities.
h. The successful service provider is responsible for the packaging of PPE for each employee including the name of the employee and items in the package

Provide documentation of current status and address.
