Ugu District Municipality seeks the provision supply and delivery of potable water to its three operational areas namely Area South-West (Umuziwabantu Local Municipality), Area South (Ray Nkonyeni Local Municipality) and Area North (Umzumbe and Umdoni Local Municipality) by means of a Hire and Service contract for ALL areas  experiencing water outages or have no water infrastructure,  as and when required for a period of Thirty-Six (36) months from the date of award. 
 
2. INFORMATION 

The municipality requires the Hire and Services Water Tankers in the entire jurisdiction of the district in the three operational areas namely:
Area South-West 	: Umuziwabantu Local Municipality
Area South		: Ray Nkonyeni Local Municipality
Area North		: Umzumbe and Umdoni Local Municipality

Tenderers are to state clearly on the official tender form the period within which delivery will be made upon receipt of letter of award and each site specific order.

· Design: Circular cross section with spherical dished ends having two sets of removable baffles and mounted on integral runners.

· Material: Shell – 5mm Corten steel, domed ends – 6mm Corten steel and baffles – 6mm Corten steel 
· Manhole: The diameter of the manhole to be at least 400mm fitted with a quick acting hinged Corten steel lid, and “O” ring sealing shall be fitted top rear end of the tank. 
· Tank Mounting: The tank shall be mounted on the chassis in accordance with the truck manufacturer’s recommendations and in such a way as not to induce undue stress in the chassis frame. A slope of at least 75mm is required.
