SCOPE OF WORK /SPECIFICATIONS OF GOODS REQUIRED/ TERMS OF REFERENCE 

1. Background

UMngeni-uThukela Water operates and manages the Inanda Dam on behalf of the Department of Water and Sanitation. The primary purpose of the dam is domestic water supply to eThekwini Metro Municipality, which forms part of the economic hub of KwaZulu-Natal. Due to high nutrients Pietermaritzburg Town discharges from wastewater treatment processes, broken and blocked sewers, Inanda Dam has been facing a challenge of severe infestation by two of the most problematic aquatic weeds in KZN: Water hyacinth (Pontederia crassipes) and Water lettuce (Pistia stratiotes). Even though infestation by these two weeds dates back to when the dam was constructed, a concerning rate of Water hyacinth infestation in particular, was noted just after the April 2022 floods where the weeds were washed down from the Msunduzi and Mngeni river into Inanda Dam. The situation has been worsened by nutrient enrichment and eutrophication, which have accelerated the rate of infestation and increased the cost of control. An integrated approach has been employed to control Water hyacinth, including biocontrol, manual removal as well and herbicide application. However, since the floods a need for a more aggressive approach in the form of a sub-lethal aerial herbicide spray was identified. As such, the appointment of a competent service provider to undertake a sub-lethal herbicide aerial spray at Inanda Dam to assist with the effective control of Water hyacinth infestation is required.


2. Description of goods/ services required


2.1.1  PURPOSE OF THE APPOINTMENT
The purpose of this appointment is to secure a competent professional service provider (PSP) to undertake aerial spraying of water hyacinth and supply of registered ethoxylated tallow amine-free glyphosate-based herbicide at 14 990 meters affected area of the Inanda Dam, KwaZulu-Natal using a sub-lethal dosage of Kilo-max. 
2.1.2 PROJECT SCOPE
This appointment is for aerial spraying of water hyacinth and supply of registered ethoxylated tallow amine-free glyphosate-based herbicide at 14 990 meters affected area of the Inanda Dam, KwaZulu-Natal using a sub-lethal dosage of Kilo-max. The requirement is as follows: 4 strip sprays in the main body of the dam at least 10m away from the banks to mitigate against spray drift onto non-target species. 


The scope of the proposed work should also cover the following:
· Conduct a pre-spraying assessment of the extent of weeds infestation in Inanda Dam;
· During the assessment, video coverage and photos of the level of infestation should be undertaken, 
· Develop a sub-lethal spraying strategy/plan that minimizes environmental impact;
· Procure necessary equipment, chemicals, and materials to undertake the sub-lethal spraying;
· This shall include supplying POE tallowamine-free glyphosate herbicide as per the DFFE: EP Pesticide Policy.
· Coordinate with relevant authorities to obtain the required permits and approvals;
· Execute the sub-lethal spraying as specified in the conditions of the Department of Water and Sanitation General Authorization (GA) via aerial means, ensuring thorough coverage (to be provided);
· Monitor and document the progress of the spraying operation.

The additional conditions are as follows:
· The service provider will supply a POE tallowamine-free glyphosate herbicide as per the DFFE: EP Pesticide Policy.
· Spray conditions, temperature, and dew point levels must comply with the herbicide label specifications. Wind speed must be below 10km/h, according to the label. These conditions must be monitored by the pilot/operator.
· Spraying may only start 1 hour after sunrise or at the discretion of UUW.
· Anti-drift agents will only be applied under the direction of UUW as advised by specialists.
