The purpose of this RFB is to invite Suppliers (hereinafter referred to as “bidders”) to submit bids to appoint a service provider to supply and install Network Switches, including the three (3) years maintenance and support for the department of KZN Economic Development, Tourism and Environmental Affairs.

The current network switch infrastructure at the KZN Economic Development, Tourism and Environmental Affairs (KZNEDTEA) Head Office in Pietermaritzburg needs to be replaced with new Network Switches since it is aging and daily deteriorating due to reached life span, causing downtime and affecting service delivery.

The project scope is to appoint a service provider, on behalf of the department to replace the existing LAN infrastructure located at the Pietermaritzburg Head Office. The bidder is required to commission each of the supplied hardware infrastructure and will be responsible for the migration of the newly commissioned equipment. Full as-built documentation for the implementation must be provided to the Department prior to final commissioning of network infrastructure.
