C2 Pricing Data

C2.1 Pricing assumptions
The Price List is in two parts.  Part 1 is for work described in the Service Information not requiring the Employer to issue a Task Order.  Part 2 is for work to be carried out within a stated period of time on a task by Task basis and instructed by Task Order.
