5.2.2 UPS Requirements:
The UPS is a standalone apparatus designed to deliver high quality and be reliable.
In the event that the UPS malfunctions at a component level than the load should automatically be transferred to the bypass switches being triggered simultaneously. The batteries are configured to have a dual string so that once a string becomes faulty, it can isolate itself from the system that will result in the functional string being operational, however with a shorter back-up duration.

The components must be replaced with OEM parts; if OEM parts are not available, a compatible replacement with equivalent features may be used.
The UPS installed at the signalling equipment rooms are the modulon NHP-20K mode.
