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ANNEX A: INTRODUCTION
1. PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND
1.1. PURPOSE
The purpose of this RFB is to invite Suppliers (hereinafter referred to as “bidders”) to submit bids for the procurement and installation of a high security outer-perimeter fence generally known as Clear View fencing. at SITA Centurion property. 
1.2. BACKGROUND
SITA Physical Security Department is responsible to ensure that SITA buildings are protected by physical security systems at all times. The modern Perimeter security solutions is integrated with detection systems that provide anti-climbing, anti-digging capabilities that assist modern facilities and Physical Security Protection professionals’ personnel to identify unauthorised subjects that may enter and leave the SITA building. The objective for installation of High Security Clear fence is to fully enhance and achieve all the initiatives undertaken to support best perimeter security practices and improve countermeasures that follow the process security doctrines of deter, detect, delay, respond, mitigate and possibly prevent highly motivated offenders or hostile elements from gaining unauthorised entry into critical infrastructure premises.
The current concrete palisade fence is more than 20 years old.
2. SCOPE OF BID
2.1. SCOPE OF WORK
    The scope of work by the bidders is to –

(a) Remove the currently installed, concrete perimeter fence of approximately 1800m long including the pillars.

(b) Prepare, clear, remove, clean and dispose (cart away) the rubble from site.

(c) Where there is no foundation, construct foundation and make use of existing foundation where necessary. 
(d) Design and provide architectural drawings with measurements of the new primary fence generally known as Clear View fencing and the old secondary fence which is a ClearVu fence.

(e) Supply and install pre-galvanised, fully hot dip galvanised and pre-galvanised then plastic or polyester coated fence as follows:

(i) 3m high panel with maximum of 2.5m width panel,
(ii) 3.15mm diameter horizontal wire and 4mm diameter vertical wire,

(iii) Anti-climb- must have small apertures in the fencing so that it becomes virtually impossible to climb.
(iv) Anti-Tamper Screws to prevent anyone from undoing your fence or finding small gaps by removing the screws.

(v) Pillars of the fence must be 3,5m high in length, i.e. 500mm from ground to underneath and 3m above the ground level.
(vi) The concrete plinth of the pillars must be 500mmx500mm and from the ground to under it must be 500mm.
(f) Reduced panel width for more rigidity – The mesh apertures must be are finger/toe proof and designed as such give excellent visibility through the mesh, both from perpendicular and angled directions.

(g) Supply and install 1800m smart coil barbwire above the perimeter fence. 
(h) Provide corrective maintenance as and when required for the newly installed primary fence for a period of thirty-six (36) months.

(d) Parties may not, except to the extent that a Party is legally required to make a public statement, make any public statement or issue a press release which could affect another Party, without first submitting a written copy of the proposed public statement or press release to the other Party and obtaining the other Party's prior written approval for such public statement or press release, which consent must not unreasonably be withheld.

(32) GUARANTEE AND WARRANTIES
 The Supplier warrants that:
(a) The guarantee of goods supplied under this contract remains valid for not less than ten (10) years after the goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to and accepted at the final destination indicated in the contract; 
(b) as at Commencement Date, it has the rights, title and interest in and to the Product or Services to deliver such Product or Services in terms of the Contract and that such rights are free from any encumbrances whatsoever; 

(c) the Product is in good working order, free from Defects in material and workmanship, and substantially conforms to the Specifications, for the duration of the Guarantee period;

(d) during the Guarantee period any defective item or part component of the Product be repaired or replaced within 3 (three) days after receiving a written notice from SITA;

(e) the Products is maintained during its guarantee Period at no expense to SITA and its guarantee cis covered by the OEM; 

(f) the Product possesses all material functions and features required for SITA’s Operational Requirements;

(g) the Product remains connected or Service is continued during the term of the Contract;

(h) all third-party warranties that the Supplier receives in connection with the Products and the benefits of all such guarantees are ceded to SITA without reducing or limiting the Supplier’s obligations under the Contract;

(i) no actions, suits, or proceedings, pending or threatened against it or any of its third-party suppliers or sub-contractors that have a material adverse effect on the Supplier’s ability to fulfil its obligations under the Contract exist;  

(j) SITA is notified immediately if it becomes aware of any action, suit, or proceeding, pending or threatened to have a material adverse effect on the Supplier’s ability to fulfil the obligations under the Contract;

(k) any Product sold to SITA after the Commencement Date of the Contract remains free from any lien, pledge, encumbrance or security interest;

(l) SITA’s use of the Product and Manuals supplied in connection with the Contract does not infringe any Intellectual Property Rights of any third party;

(a) SITA retains all Intellectual Property Rights in and to SITA's Intellectual Property. As of the Effective Date, the Supplier is granted a non-exclusive license, for the continued duration of this Contract, to perform any lawful act including the right to use, copy, maintain, modify, enhance and create derivative works of SITA's Intellectual Property for the sole purpose of providing the Products or Services to SITA pursuant to this Contract; provided that the Supplier must not be permitted to use SITA's Intellectual Property for the benefit of any entities other than SITA without the written consent of SITA, which consent may be withheld in SITA's sole and absolute discretion. Except as otherwise requested or approved by SITA, which approval is in SITA's sole and absolute discretion, the Supplier must cease all use of SITA's Intellectual Property, at of the earliest of: 

(i) termination or expiration date of this Contract; 

(ii) the date of completion of the Services; and 

(iii) the date of rendering of the last of the Deliverables. 

(b) If so required by SITA, the Supplier must certify in writing to SITA that it has either returned all SITA Intellectual Property to SITA or destroyed or deleted all other SITA Intellectual Property in its possession or under its control.

(c) SITA, at all times, owns all Intellectual Property Rights in and to all Bespoke Intellectual Property. 

(d) Save for the license granted in terms of this Contract, the Supplier retains all Intellectual Property Rights in and to the Supplier’s pre-existing Intellectual Property that is used or supplied in connection with the Products or Services.

(e) Provide SITA with the compliant safety file.

(34) GENERAL

(a) The supplier will be bound by Government Procurement: General Conditions of Contract.

(b) (GCC) as well as this Special Conditions of Contract (SCC), which will form part of the signed contract with the Supplier. However, SITA reserves the right to include or waive the condition in the signed contract.

(c) SITA reserves the right to:

(i) Negotiate the conditions, or

(ii) Automatically disqualify a bidder for not accepting these conditions.

(iii) Right to Audit: SITA reserves the right, before entering into a contract, to conduct or commission an external service provider to conduct probity to ascertain whether a qualifying bidder has the technical capability to provide the goods and services as required by this tender.

(d) “The parties in this Agreement agree that the offer price of all the equipment shall be at the wholesale price or below wholesale price as agreed with the OEM. Should, at any time during the existence of the agreement that the offered price which is higher than the wholesale price or as agreed with the OEM, SITA client shall be entitled to such wholesale price with the exclusion of the mark-up which the reseller may have charged”.
