1.1.5 The points scored by a tenderer for a specific goal must be added to the points scored for price and the total must be rounded off to the nearest two decimal places.
1.1.6 Subject to sub regulation 4(4), the contract must be awarded to the tenderer scoring the highest points.
1.1.7 If the price offered by a tenderer scoring the highest points is not market-related, the organ of state may not award the contract to that tenderer.
1.1.8 The organs of state may:
1.1.8.1 Negotiate a market-related price with the tenderer scoring the highest points or cancel the tender;
1.1.8.2 If the tenderer does not agree to a market-related price, negotiate a market-related price with the tenderer scoring the second highest points or cancel the tender;
1.1.8.3 If the tenderer scoring the second highest points does not agree to a market-related price, negotiate a market-related price with the tenderer scoring the third highest points or cancel the tender; or
1.1.8.4 If a market-related price is still not agreed the organ of state must cancel the tender.
