Phase I: Mandatory Requirements:

1. CSD Registration;

1. Submission of separate Tax Status Pin/ CSD Number in case of Consortium/ Joint Ventures / Sub- Contractors;

1. Copy of a company registration certificate;
1. Certified copy of a valid Letter of good standing from the Compensation Commissioner or a licensed insurer as contemplated in COIDA of 1993;

1. Certified copy of SANAS accredited B-BBEE Status Level Certificate or original sworn affidavit;

1. In case of a trust, consortium or joint venture, a certified copy of consolidated SANAS accredited B-BBEE Status Level Certificate should be submitted;

Additional Mandatory Requirements for Engineering Services

(i) Engineering firm/company must be affiliated with Consulting Engineers South Africa (CESA), or South African Black Technical and Allied Careers (SABTACO), or Black Business Council in the Built Environment (BBCBE).
