If there are no inspection requirements indicated in the
bidding documents and no mention is made in the contract,
but during the contract period it is decided that inspections
shall be carried out, the purchaser shall itself make the
necessary arrangements, including payment arrangements
with the testing authority concerned.

If the inspections, tests and analyses referred to in clauses 8.2
and 8.3 show the goods to be in accordance with the contract
requirements, the cost of the inspections, tests and analyses
shall be defrayed by the purchaser.

Where the goods or services referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3
do not comply with the contract requirements, irrespective of
whether such goods or services are accepted or not, the cost
in connection with these inspections, tests or analyses shall
be defrayed by the supplier.

Goods and services which are referred to in clauses 8.2 and
8.3 and which do not comply with the contract requirements
may be rejected.

Any contract goods may on or after delivery be inspected,
tested or analysed and may be rejected if found not to comply
with the requirements of the contract. Such rejected goods
shall be held at the cost and risk of the supplier who shall,
when called upon, remove them immediately at his own cost
and forthwith substitute them with goods, which do comply
with the requirements of the contract. Failing such removal
the rejected goods shall be returned at the suppliers cost and
risk. Should the supplier fail to provide the substitute goods
forthwith, the purchaser may, without giving the supplier
further opportunity to substitute the rejected goods,
purchase such goods as may be necessary at the expense of
the supplier.

The provisions of clauses 8.4 to 8.7 shall not prejudice the
right of the purchaser to cancel the contract on account of a
breach of the conditions thereof, or to act in terms of Clause
22 of GCC.

Packing

The supplier shall provide such packing of the goods as is
required to prevent their damage or deterioration during
transit to their final destination, as indicated in the contract.
The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without
limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to
extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit,
and open storage. Packing, case size weights shall take into
consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the
goods’ final destination and the absence of heavy handling
facilities at all points in transit.

The packing, marking, and documentation within and outside
the packages shall comply strictly with such special
requirements as shall be expressly provided for in the
contract, including additional requirements, if any, and in any
subsequent instructions ordered by the purchaser.

Delivery and documents

Delivery of the goods and arrangements for shipping and
clearance obligations, shall be made by the supplier in
accordance with the terms specified in the contract.

Insurance

The goods supplied under the contract shall be fully insured
in a freely convertible currency against loss or damage
incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation,
storage and delivery in the manner specified.

Incidental Services

The supplier may be required to provide any or all of the

following services, including additional services, if any:

(a)  performance or supervision of on-site assembly and/or
commissioning of the supplied goods;

(b)  furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or
maintenance of the supplied goods;

(a) such spare parts as the purchaser may elect to
purchase from the supplier, provided that this election
shall not relieve the supplier of any warranty
obligations under the contract; and;

(b) in the event of termination of production of the spare
parts:

(n advance notification to the purchaser of the
pending termination, in sufficient time to permit
the purchaser to procure needed requirements;
and

(i)  following such termination, furnishing at no cost
to the purchaser, the blueprints, drawings, and
specifications of the spare parts, if requested.

Warranty

The supplier warrants that the goods supplied under the
contract are new, unused, of the most recent or current
models, and that they incorporate all recent improvements in
design and materials unless provided otherwise in the
contract. The supplier further warrants that all goods supplied
under this contract shall have no defect, arising from design,
materials, or workmanship (except when the design and/or
material is required by the purchaser’s specifications) or from
any act or omission of the supplier, that may develop under
normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions prevailing
in the country of final destination.

This warranty shall remain valid for twelve (12) months after
the goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have
been delivered to and accepted at the final destination
indicated in the contract, or for eighteen (18) months after
the date of shipment from the port or place of loading in the
source country, whichever period concludes earlier, unless
specified otherwise.

The purchaser shall promptly notify the supplier in writing of
any claims arising under this warranty.

Upon receipt of such notice, the supplier shall, within the
period specified and with all reasonable speed, repair or
replace the defective goods or parts thereof, without costs to
the purchaser.

If the supplier, having been notified, fails to remedy the
defect(s) within the period specified, the purchaser may
proceed to take such remedial action as may be necessary, at
the supplier’s risk and expense and without prejudice to any
other rights which the purchaser may have against the
supplier under the contract.

Payment

supplier under this contract shall be specified.

The supplier shall furnish the purchaser with an invoice
accompanied by a copy of the delivery note and upon
fulfilment of other obligations stipulated in the contract.

In cases of
measurable quantities, the contractor may be approached to
reduce the unit price, and such offers may be accepted
provided that there is no escalation in price.

Assignment

The supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its
obligations to perform under the contract, except with the
purchaser’s prior written consent.

Subcontracts

The supplier shall notify the purchaser in writing of all
subcontracts awarded under this contracts if not already
specified in the bid. Such notification, in the original bid or
later, shall not relieve the supplier from any liability or
obligation under the contract.

Delays in the supplier’s performance

Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be
made by the supplier in accordance with the time schedule
prescribed by the purchaser in the contract.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier
or its subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding
timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the
supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of the
fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon
as practicable after receipt of the supplier's notice, the
purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his
discretion extend the supplier’s time for performance, with or
without the imposition of penalties, in which case the
extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of
contract.

The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small
quantities or to have minor essential services executed if an
emergency arises, the supplier’s point of supply is not
situated at or near the place where the goods are required, or
the supplier’s services are not readily available.

Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the
supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall
render the supplier liable to the imposition of penalties,
pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is
agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 22.2 without the
application of penalties.

Upon any delay beyond the delivery period in the case of a
goods contract, the purchaser shall, without cancelling the

Termination for default

The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for

In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole
or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and
in such manner, as it deems appropriate, goods, works or
services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall
be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar
goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall
continue performance of the contract to the extent not
terminated.
Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in
part, the purchaser may decide to impose a restriction
penalty on the supplier by prohibiting such supplier from
doing business with the public sector for a period not
exceeding 10 years.
If a purchaser intends imposing a restriction on a supplier or
any person associated with the supplier, the supplier will be
allowed a time period of not more than fourteen (14) days to
provide reasons why the envisaged restriction should not be
imposed.

If a restriction is imposed, the purchaser must, within five (5)
working days of such imposition, furnish the National
Treasury, with the following information:

(i) the name and address of the supplier and / or person
restricted by the purchaser;

(iv) the reasons for the restriction.

These details will be loaded in the National Treasury’s central
database of suppliers or persons prohibited from doing
business with the public sector.

If a court of law convicts a person of an offence as
contemplated in sections 12 or 13 of the Prevention and
Combating of Corrupt Activities Act, No. 12 of 2004, the court
may also rule that such person’s name be endorsed on the
Register for Tender Defaulters.

amount so required or imposed, or for the amount of any
such increase.

Force Majeure

Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 22 and 23, the
supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance
security, damages, or termination for default if and to the
extent that his delay in performance or other failure to
perform his obligations under the contract is the result of an
event of force majeure.

If a force majeure situation arises, the supplier shall promptly
notify the purchaser in writing of such condition and the
cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the purchaser in
writing, the supplier shall continue to perform its obligations
under the contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall
seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not
prevented by the force majeure event.

Termination for insolvency

The purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by
giving written notice to the supplier if the supplier becomes
bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination
will be without compensation to the supplier, provided that
such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of
action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter
to the purchaser.

Settlement of Disputes
If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever arises
between the purchaser and the supplier in connection with or
arising out of the contract, the parties shall make every effort
to resolve amicably such dispute or difference by mutual
consultation.
If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their
dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then either
the purchaser or the supplier may give notice to the other
party of his intention to commence with mediation. No
mediation in respect of this matter may be commenced
unless such notice is given to the other party.

Should it not be possible to settle a dispute by means of

mediation, it may be settled in a South African court of law.

Notwithstanding any reference to mediation and/or court

proceedings herein,

Taxes and duties

A foreign supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes,
stamp duties, license fees, and other such levies imposed
outside the purchaser’s country.

A local supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes,
duties, license fees, etc., incurred until delivery of the
contracted goods to the purchaser.

No contract shall be concluded with any bidder whose tax
matters are not in order.

Transfer of Contracts

Amendment of contracts

and of any force unless such agreement to amend or vary is
entered into in writing and signed by the contracting parties.
Any waiver of the requirement that the agreement to amend
or vary shall be in writing, shall also be in writing.

Prohibition of restrictive practices

In terms of section 4 (1) (b) (iii) of the Competition Act No. 89
of 1998, as amended, an agreement between, or concerted
practice by, firms, or a decision by an association of firms, is
prohibited if it is between parties in a horizontal relationship
and if a bidder(s) is / are or a contractor(s) was / were
involved in collusive bidding.
