SUPPLY AND DELIVERY OF AGRICULTURAL MECHANISATION TO THE FREE STATE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT

1. BACKGROUND

The South African GDP grew by 0.4 in the first quarter of 2023 following a decrease of 1, 1% in the fourth quarter of 2022. Agriculture in the Free State Province contributes 5% to provincial economic activity, higher than the normal average of 3%. Agriculture’s contribution to the Free State Gross Domestic Product is about 9% which makes it one of the main contributors and with expansion of agriculture the economy will definitely grow with more and more people being employed by the sector.

The Free State provincial government’s immediate task is to mobilise and consolidate all stakeholders and its people behind the rebuilding and position the Free State’s agriculture both in the country and region, as a leading sector for all major agricultural produce the markets need. It is Free State Province’s considered view that the Province remains the food basket of the country by a long margin, as the province is the dominant producer of sunflower (56%), maize (42%), groundnuts (45%), dry beans (26%), wheat (16%), sorghum (20%) and soya (42%). The province is also an important producer of mutton (20%), beef (19%), pork (8%) and egg (15%) with Lejweleputswa being SA’s top producer of maize and potatoes, making up to 21% of the nation’s total maize crop and 23% of all potatoes.

That said, the Free State is already considered the “Bread Basket” of the country given the domination in production with maize, soya, wheat, potatoes, sheep and cattle. 17.3.2 Bids will be evaluated in terms of the Preferential Procurement Regulation, 2022 and the bid evaluation criteria stipulated in this section.
17.3.3 Bidders must, as part of their bid documents, submit supportive documentation for all functional requirements as indicated in the Special Conditions of Contract. The panel responsible for scoring the respective bids will evaluate and score all bids based on their submissions and the information provided.

17.3.4 The score for functionality will be determined by the Bid Evaluation Committee (BEC) whereby each member will rate each individual criterion or it may be decided to rate bidders collectively by allocating the specified points indicated.

17.3.5 Functionality scores per criterion will be added.  Only Bidders that have met or exceeded the minimum threshold of 60 points for functionality will be evaluated and scored in terms of the pricing and socio-economic goals as indicated in the Special Conditions of Contract.

22.2 The DARD, in ensuring that bidders conduct themselves in an honest manner will, as part of the bid evaluation processes, conduct or initiates the necessary enquiries/investigations to determine the accuracy of the representation made in this RFT bid document. Should any of the fronting indicators as contained in the Guidelines on Complex Structures and Transactions and Fronting, issued by the Department of Trade, Industry and Competition, be established during such enquiry / investigation, the onus will be on the bidder to prove that fronting does not exist. Failure to do so by the bidder within a period of fourteen (14) days from date of notification by DARD may invalidate the bid / contract and may also result in the restriction of the bidder to conduct business with the public sector for a period not exceeding ten (10) years, in addition to any other remedies the DARD may have against the bidder concerned. 

23 CONFIDENTIALITY
23.1 Information relating to the evaluation of proposals and recommendations concerning award shall not be disclosed to any bidder who submitted the proposals or to other persons not officially concerned with the process, until the successful bidder has been notified of the outcome of the bid.

23.3 DARD: FS agrees to keep the details of the bidder’s proposal strictly confidential, including but not limited to any financial information provided, and will not disclose the content thereof to any third party, except as required by law.
24 AGREEMENTS
24.1 The Service Provider(s) will be expected to sign a Service Level Agreement with DARD: FS. The Service Level Agreement will be subject to the bid documents, including the General Conditions of Contract (GCC) and Special Conditions of Contract (SCC).

26.4 For the definition of “business interest”, “employee” and “entity”, refer to par. 5 of Treasury Instruction Note 17 of 2012.
27 VALIDITY PERIOD OF BID AND EXTENSION THEREOF
27.1 The validity (binding) period for the bid will be 120 days from close of bid. However, circumstances may arise whereby the department may request bidders to extend the validity (binding) period. Bidders may not amend any of the Special Conditions or include their own conditions, as such amendments or inclusions will result in disqualification of the bid.

Definitions


	1.
The following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

1.1
“Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the receipt of bids.

1.2
“Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the supplier, as recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

1.3
“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and proper performance of his contractual obligations.

1.4 “Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of any thing of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution.

1.5
"Countervailing duties" are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized by its government and encouraged to market its products internationally.

1.6
“Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or produced or from which the services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.

1.7
“Day” means calendar day.

1.8
“Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.

1.9
“Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

1.10 “Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the supplier bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

1.11 "Dumping" occurs when a private enterprise abroad market its goods on own initiative in the RSA at lower prices than that of the country of origin and which have the potential to harm the local industries in the RSA.

1.12
”Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but is not restricted to, acts of the purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

“Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of any bidder, and includes collusive practice among bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the bidder of the benefits of free and open competition.

“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract.

“Written” or “in writing” means handwritten in ink or any form of electronic or mechanical writing.

Application

Standards

The goods supplied shall conform to the standards mentioned in the bidding documents and specifications.

Use of contract documents and information; inspection.

The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample, or information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the supplier in the performance of the contract.  Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only so far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance.
