[bookmark: _Hlk83981885][bookmark: _Hlk83976683]TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A SERVICE PROVIDER TO RENDER SECURITY GUARDING SERVICES IN THE DEPARTMENT OF MINERAL RESOURCES AND ENERGY AT RUSTENBURG OFFICE FOR A PERIOD OF TWENTY-FOUR (24) MONTHS. 

1. BACKGROUND 
1.1 The Department of Mineral Resources and Energy – through the Minimum Information Security Standards (MISS) approved by the Parliament in 1996 and the Minimum Physical Security Standards – is required to implement security measures to protect its information, assets, and personnel.
1.2	To implement the above standards, a security service provider must be appointed to provide physical security services twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week (24/7).  
1.3	Rustenburg Office is a standalone building that is occupied solely by the Department. Outer perimeter security is the sole responsibility of the Department. The Department has in-house security personnel who are only responsible for security inside the building, and work on weekdays, excluding weekends, public holidays, and night shifts. Therefore, the Department must provide security outside the scope of the in-house security. It is for this reason that the Department intends to appoint a service provider to provide for additional security twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week (24/7).     

2. CONTRACT PERIOD
2.1	The duration of the contract shall be twenty-four (24) months. 

3. OBJECTIVE
3.1	The objective of this project is to provide security services twenty-four (24) hours seven (7) days a week at Rustenburg Office for the protection of personnel (including visitors, contractors, and consultants), information, and other assets of the Department.

4. SCOPE OF WORK
4.1. Provision of security service twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week, including public holidays (24/7).
4.2. The number of security officers required for the project are as follows:

4.3. Perform access control duties in line with the Control of Access to Public Premises and   Vehicles Act 53 of 1985. 
4.4. Perform regular patrol duties during each shift and keep records accordingly.
4.5. [bookmark: _Hlk83891114]Install guard monitoring system (03 x clocking points) and provide system logs monthly reports.    
4.6. [bookmark: _Hlk83891195]Perform site visits by the mobile supervisor at least once per shift.
4.7. Report and record security breaches/incidents.
4.8. Assist during security breach investigations.

5. 	DELIVERABLES OR PROJECT OUTPUT AND OUTCOMES 

5.1. [bookmark: _Hlk74221192]The effective and efficient provision of security services twenty-four (24) hours a day, seven days a week (24/7) to the Department of Mineral Resources and Energy (Rustenburg Office) for the protection of employees, information and other physical assets as follows:
5.1.1. Effective access control in compliance with the Control of Access to Public Premises and Vehicles Act 53 of 1985.  
5.1.2. Effective patrol duties to ensure security within DMRE (Rustenburg Office) premises including parking areas.  
5.1.3. Effective guard monitoring system (03 x clocking points) and provide daily reports.    
5.1.4. Effective site visits by the mobile supervisor at least once per shift.
5.1.5. Effective reporting and record keeping of security breaches/incidents.   
5.1.6. Effective cooperation during security breach investigation. 

6.  COMPANY EXPERIENCE

6.1.1. The service provider should have a minimum operational experience of three (03) years in providing security guarding services. 
6.1.2 To support the above point, service provider is required to provide a minimum of three (03) testimonials or reference letters as proof that they have successfully performed/executed, or they have been providing security guarding services. 
6.1.3 Testimonials or reference letters must be on letterhead, signed and dated; and must include timeframe/duration of service as well as contact details for verification purpose 

7. QUALIFICATIONS AND EXPERIENCE OF TEAM MEMBERS

7.1	Security Officers
7.1.1	Must have a minimum of one (1) year of security guarding experience. 
7.1.2	Security Officers must be registered with Private Security Industry Regulatory Authority (PSIRA); and have a minimum of valid Grade C PSIRA certificate.
7.1.3	Detailed CVs of the security officers with valid certified copies of Identification Documents as well as qualifications must be attached to the technical proposal.

8. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
8.1	This project will be provided in line with the Departmental Security Structure in that:
8.1.1 The service provider must report to the Director: Security Risk Management or his/her delegate, on any matters relating to this project including the project implementation plan. 
8.1.2 The service provider is required to provide a written monthly report in line with the scope of work to the Director: Security Risk Management or his/her delegate. 
8.1.3 The service provider will be required to conduct quarterly meetings for the duration of the contract period. In case of emergency, either party may propose a meeting and both parties must reasonably avail themselves for such meetings.

9. INFRASTRUCTURE

9.1	The Service provider should have the following infrastructure: 
9.1.1	Functional, adequately equipped operating office/control room, which is telephonically contactable twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week (24/7); located within 60km radius to Rustenburg Office to enable the service provider to comply with the requirement of the SLA. Service provider must submit documentary proof of address of operating office/control room with their proposal. Such proof may be in a form of valid Lease Agreements, municipal utilities statements, etc. 
9.1.2	Two-way radios.
9.1.3	Security Registers (e.g., Occurrence Book, Pocket Book, Visitors register and Firearm Register, etc.).
9.1.4	Company uniform for the Security Officers.
9.1.5	Torches.
9.1.6	Company Vehicle/s to transport Security Officers and for conducting site visits. Service provider must submit proof of ownership or lease agreement with their proposal.  
9.1.7 Guardhouse with the following minimum specification: 1.2 m x 1.2 m, lockable door, window, and the floor.  
9.1.8	Baton sticks and handcuffs. 

10. PROJECT PLAN AND METHODOLOGY
10.1	The service provider shall provide a detailed and clear schedule of how the project will be executed in line with the scope of work and must be included in the proposal.
10.2	The project plan must include clear milestones, timelines and resources assigned to execute the project.
11. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES. 

11.1. Department of Mineral Resources and Energy. 
11.1.1 Provide suitable space for the erection of the guard house. 
11.1.2 Functional perimeter security lighting.
11.1.3 Facilitate access control by ensuring that officials have identification cards. 
11.1.4 Provide gate keys used to lock the gate to the western part of the premises and 
11.1.5 Provide access to ablution facilities. 

11.2 Service Provider shall: 
11.2.1 Execute the contract in line with the scope of work and other requirement contained in these terms of reference.

12.  	CONFIDENTIALITY OF INFORMATION

12.1	A Party shall treat information furnished by the other Party or another person for purposes of the execution of the Agreement, as confidential. Subject to this clause, the Party so furnished with information shall not disclose such information to another person without the prior written consent of the other Party and shall take reasonable steps to ensure that such information is not disclosed to another person.




13. 	PAYMENT 

31.1 The Department will not make an upfront payment to a successful service provider. Payments will only be made in accordance with the delivery of service that will be agreed upon by both parties and receipt of an original invoice.

14. 	TAX CLEARANCE CERTIFICATE 

14.1. The potential service provider/s must ensure compliance with their tax obligations. 
14.2. The potential service provider/s is/are required to submit their unique personal identification number (pin) issued by SARS to enable the organ of state to view the taxpayer’s profile and tax status.
14.3. Application for tax compliance status (TCS) or pin may also be made via e-filing. In order to use this provision, taxpayers will need to register with SARS as e-filers through the website www.sars.gov.za.
14.4. The potential service provider may also submit a printed TCS together with the proposal. 
a) In proposals where consortia / joint ventures / sub-contractors are involved; each party must     submit a separate proof of TCS / pin / CSD number.
b) Where no TCS is available, but the potential service provider/s is registered on the central supplier database (CSD), a CSD number must be provided. 

15. EVALUATION METHODOLOGY

15.1.1	Each submission is checked for compliance. If the submission complies, it will move to the next round in the evaluation process. The following documents are compulsory; failure to submit together with the proposal shall results in a company being disqualified.

16.2.4 The service Provider should provide (Subsistence &Travel (S&T)) rates that are in aligned to the   National Treasury instruction note as follows:
i) Hotel Accommodation – R1550 per night per person, including breakfast, dinner, and parking.
ii) Air travel must be restricted to economy class.
iii) Claims for kilometres may not exceed the rates approved by the Automobile Association of South Africa.

· Affidavit signed by the EME or QSE representative and attested by a Commissioner of Oath.

17.8   The service provider shall ensure that the contract is executed in line with the scope of work.  
17.9.	The service provider will be subjected to security screening by the State Security Agency.
17.10 The DMRE reserves the right to verify the authenticity of the information submitted; any falsified information may result in the disqualification or cancellation of the contract.
