3. TERMS OF REFERENCE

3.1 It is the intention of the Free State Department of Social Development (DSD) to enter into a formal contract with a service provider that will carry out the services described hereunder.
3.2 The essential elements of the agreement are:
a. Prior to the commencement of the task, the service provider shall enter into the relevant contract/agreement based on the scope of work.  Such document must be made available to the department at no additional cost
b. The scope of work to be executed will be guided by the Bill of quantities as outlined in the document
c. Contractors may only conduct the work associated with the bill of quantities unless they are ordered to do otherwise.
3.3 Remuneration
The appointed service provider will be remunerated based on work completed, subject to assessment and verification by the departmental delegated project manager.

4. SCOPE OF WORK

Project: Replacement of Underground 11kV Cable
Location: Charlotte Maxeke Substance Abuse Centre
The appointed contractor shall carry out all electrical and civil works required to remove the damaged 11kV underground cable and install a new 50mm², XLPE insulated, copper tape screened, PVC bedded, steel wire armoured, and PVC sheathed 6.35/11kV cable between the existing Centlec RMU and the on-site transformer.

The scope includes:

· Safe excavation and exposure of the damaged cable
· Removal and disposal of the damaged cable (salvage value, if any, to be credited to the project with proof)
· Trenching, sand bedding, warning tape, and backfilling
· Supply and installation of new XLPE cable (final length confirmed after excavation)
· Supply and installation of joints and terminations
· Testing, commissioning, and energisation in coordination with Centlec
· Installation of marker posts and identification labels
· Updating of drawings and as-built documentation
· Issuing of Certificates of Compliance (CoCs) for the new installation

5. SPECIAL CONDITIONS

· The contractor shall provide a minimum 12-month workmanship warranty on all installed components and systems from the date of commissioning.
· Any defects due to poor workmanship, incorrect installation, or failure to comply with standards during this period must be repaired at the contractor's cost.
· No part of the works may be subcontracted.
· All work must comply with SANS 10198 and other applicable SANS and industry standards
· All critical works such as jointing, termination, and testing must be performed by the contractor’s own, qualified personnel.

 					Standard Conditions 
1    General 
1.1 Actions 

1.1.1The contractor shall discharge their duties and obligations as set out in point.2 and.3, timeously and with integrity, and behave equitably, honestly and transparently, comply with all legal obligations and not engage in anti-competitive practices. 
1.1.2 The contactor shall avoid conflicts of interest and where a conflict of interest is perceived or known, declare such conflict of interest, indicating the nature of such conflict. Respondents shall declare any 
potential conflict of interest. Employees, agents and advisors of the department shall 
declare any conflict of interest to whoever is responsible for overseeing the procurement process at the 
start of any deliberations relating to the procurement process or as soon as they become aware of such 
conflict and abstain from any decisions where such conflict exists or recuse themselves from the 
procurement process, as appropriate. 

Note: 	1) A conflict of interest may arise due to a conflict of roles which might provide an incentive for improper acts in some circumstances. A conflict of interest can create an appearance of impropriety that can undermine confidence in the ability of that person to act properly in his or her position even if no improper acts result.

2.3   Check documents 

Check the submission documents on receipt, including pages within them, and notify the department of any discrepancy or omission. 
2.4   Acknowledge addenda 

Acknowledge receipt of addenda to the submission documents, which the department may issue, and if necessary apply for an extension to the closing time stated in the submission data, in order to take the addenda into account. 
D.2.5   Clarification meeting 

Attend the clarification meeting(s) at which respondents may familiarize themselves with the proposed work, services or supply (and location, etc.) and raise questions.  Details of the meeting(s) are stated in the submission data. 
2.6   Seek clarification 

Request clarification of the submission documents, if necessary, by notifying the department at least five 
(5) working days before the closing time stated in the submission data. 
2.7   Making a submission 

2.7.1 Return all returnable documents to the department after completing them in their entirety, in non-erasable ink. 

2.7.2 Package and seal the document of the submission as separate packages marking the packages.  The package shall state on the outside the Department's address and identification details stated in the submission data, as well as the respondent's name and contact address.

2.8   Information and data to be completed in all respects 

Accept that submissions, which do not provide all the data or information requested completely and, in the form required, may be regarded by the department as non-responsive. 
2.9   Closing time 

Ensure that the department receives the submissions at the address specified in the submission data not later than the closing time stated in the submission data. Proof of posting shall not be accepted as proof of delivery. The department shall not accept submissions submitted by telegraph, telex, facsimile or e-mail, unless stated otherwise in the submission data.

2.10 Clarification of submission 
Provide clarification of a submission in response to a request to do so from the department during the evaluation of submissions. 
3    Department’s undertakings

3.9.2 Notify the respondents of the outcome of the evaluation process within two (2) weeks of the evaluation report being accepted by the department. 
3.10 Provide written reasons for actions taken

	1. Definitions

	1.3	“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and proper performance of his contractual obligations.

	
	1.4	“Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of any thing of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution.

	
	1.5	"Countervailing duties" are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized by its government and encouraged to market its products internationally.

	
	1.6	“Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or produced or from which the services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.

	
	1.7     “Day” means calendar day.

	
	1.8	 “Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.

	
	1.9	“Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

	
	1.10 “Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the supplier bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

Packing, case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the goods’ final destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.

	
	9.2	The packing, marking, and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply strictly with such special requirements as shall be expressly provided for in the contract, including additional requirements, if any, specified in SCC, and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the purchaser.

	10. Delivery and documents

	10.1 Delivery of the goods shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the terms specified in the contract. The details of shipping and/or other documents to be furnished by the supplier are specified in SCC.

	
	10.2 Documents to be submitted by the supplier are specified in SCC.

	11. Insurance

	11.1 The goods supplied under the contract shall be fully insured in a freely convertible currency against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery in the manner specified in the SCC.

	12. Transportation

	12.1 Should a price other than an all-inclusive delivered price be required, this shall be specified in the SCC.

	13. Incidental services

	13.2 Prices charged by the supplier for incidental services, if not included in the contract price for the goods, shall be agreed upon in advance by the parties and shall not exceed the prevailing rates charged to other parties by the supplier for similar services.

	14. Spare parts
	14.1 As specified in SCC, the supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following materials, notifications, and information pertaining to spare parts manufactured or distributed by the supplier:
(a) such spare parts as the purchaser may elect to purchase from the supplier, provided that this election shall not relieve the supplier of any warranty obligations under the contract; and
(b) in the event of termination of production of the spare parts:
(i) Advance notification to the purchaser of the pending termination, in sufficient time to permit the purchaser to procure needed requirements; and

	15. Warranty

The supplier further warrants that all goods supplied under this contract shall have no defect, arising from design, materials, or workmanship (except when the design and/or material is required by the purchaser’s specifications) or from any act or omission of the supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions prevailing in the country of final destination.

	20. Subcontracts

	20.1 The supplier shall notify the purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under this contracts if not already specified in the bid. Such notification, in the original bid or later, shall not relieve the supplier from any liability or obligation under the contract.

	21. Delays in the supplier’s performance

	21.1 Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the time schedule prescribed by the purchaser in the contract.

	
	21.2 If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his discretion extend the supplier’s time for performance, with or without the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of contract.

	
	21.3 No provision in a contract shall be deemed to prohibit the obtaining of supplies or services from a national department, provincial department, or a local authority.

(b)	if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract; or

	23.2 In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

	
	23.3 Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may decide to impose a restriction penalty on the supplier by prohibiting such supplier from doing business with the public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.

	
	23.4 If a purchaser intends imposing a restriction on a supplier or any person associated with the supplier, the supplier will be allowed a time period of not more than fourteen (14) days to provide reasons why the envisaged restriction should not be imposed. Should the supplier fail to respond within the stipulated fourteen (14) days the purchaser may regard the intended penalty as not objected against and may impose it on the supplier.

	
	23.5 Any restriction imposed on any person by the Accounting Officer / Authority will, at the discretion of the Accounting Officer / Authority, also be applicable to any other enterprise or any partner, manager, director or other person who wholly or partly exercises or exercised or may exercise control over the enterprise of the first-mentioned person, and with which enterprise or person the first-mentioned person, is or was in the opinion of the Accounting Officer / Authority actively associated.

	
	23.6 If a restriction is imposed, the purchaser must, within five (5) working days of such imposition, furnish the National Treasury, with the following information:
