The Gauteng City Region is the highest provincial contributor of South
Africa’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP) at 34%. The City of Johannesburg economy plays a
central role within the Gauteng City Region although agglomeration economies are also significant,
specifically the close proximity of Johannesburg, Tshwane and Ekurhuleni.

The focus is on three macro interventions namely spatial reconfiguration, township economy
revitalisation and massive infrastructure investment. To this end five development corridors are
planned one of which is a Central Development Corridor which sees the City of Johannesburg as
the hub of finance, services, ICT and pharmaceutical industries, with a strong focus on
regenerating the Inner City.

7. POINTS AWARDED FOR SPECIFIC GOALS

7.1. In terms of Regulation 4(2); 5(2); 6(2) and 7(2) of the Preferential Procurement
Regulations, preference points must be awarded for specific goals stated in the
tender. For the purposes of this tender the tenderer will be allocated points based on
the goals stated in table 1 below as may be supported by proof/ documentation stated

in the conditions of this tender:

7.2. Incases where organs of state intend to use Regulation 3(2) of the Regulations, which
states that, if it is unclear whether the 80/20 or 90/10 preference point system applies,

an organ of state must, in the tender documents, stipulate in the case of—

(a) an invitation for tender for income-generating contracts, that either the 80/20
or 90/10 preference point system will apply and that the highest acceptable
tender will be used to determine the applicable preference point system; or

(b) any other invitation for tender, that either the 80/20 or 90/10 preference point
system will apply and that the lowest acceptable tender will be used to
determine the applicable preference point system,

then the organ of state must indicate the points allocated for specific goals for both

the 90/10 and 80/20 preference point system.
