C3.1.2	AMENDMENTS TO THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS

	Introduction

In certain clauses the standard, standardized and particular specifications allow a choice to be specified in the project specifications between alternative materials or methods of construction and for additional requirements to be specified to suit a particular contract. Details of such alternative or additional requirements applicable to this contract are contained in this part of the project specifications. It also contains additional specifications required for this particular contract. The number of each clause and each payment item in this part of the project specifications consists of the prefix PS followed by a number corresponding to the number of the relevant clause or payment item in the standard specifications. The number of a new clause or payment item, which does not form part of a clause or a payment item in the standard specifications and which is included here, is also prefixed by PS, but followed by a new number which follows on the last clause or item number used in the relevant section of the standard specifications.

PSOAB	Over Pumping and Bagging
The flow of sewage must be maintained at all times and the Contractor must make his own arrangements for any bypassing, over-pumping and vetter bagging of the sewer line. This will include all resources and equipment that is deemed necessary for the maintaining of sewer flows at all times. Further precautions should be taken to ensure that sewer flow control operations do not cause flooding or damage to public or private property. If over pumping is considered advantageous, the pumping system employed shall have a high degree of reliability and a backup pump must be readily available. Precautions must be taken to prevent sewer line from damage that may be caused by surcharging. At no time shall any sewer pipe be subjected to a pressure greater than 0.05 bar. The contractor will only be allowed to over pump outside the normal working hours if the equipment to be used is in keeping with the standard noise requirements (not exceed 50 decibels) or as set out in the SABS code of practise for noise pollution. Any accidental spillage or discharge must immediately be treated with an approved disinfectant and the affected area cleaned up in a manner approved by the Employers Representative. All major spills must be reported to the Engineer.

E 3.2.1	Scope of work
[bookmark: _Hlk135649597][bookmark: _Hlk135645570]eThekwini Municipality  (Water and Sanitation  Unit : Sanitation Operations Department) invites expressions of interest for the City’s high-pressure jetting program for ReActive and ProActive, for a period of six months, which will be as and when required, and will utilize the Alphabetic - Numeric Roster System,  and bound by the rates stipulated within this Expression of Interest. 

Raw sewerage is classified as a hazardous material and requires immediate attention and intervention to restore the sanitation network, back to full operational status. 

The type and volume of work required and expected, necessitates the Managing Contractor to ensure that the staff are competent in dealing with working in conditions:

· with live sewer flows, 
· various pipe and manhole composition, size, depth range, and location (water courses, road reserves, road carriage ways, riverbeds, river crossings, pipe bridges) and infrastructure conditional assessment; 
· take into account the various avoidable and unavoidable constraints (confined spaces, private property, protest action, traffic volumes, site conditions, existing services, theft, mining, vandalism and Acts of God), 
· undertake of bush/brush cutting, traffic control and/or working within private property for the sewer pipe maintenance. 

The type of work required and expected, the Tenderer has the option to select to be on a single, multipile or all three database (provided the Tenderer meets the Expression of Interest document requirements. The three high-pressure jetting database are: 

· High Pressure Jetting of sewers with a jetting vehicle which has a water tank capacity of ≤ 3 000ℓ (at a rate of R 3 800 per day)
(inclusive of bush/brush cutting, traffic control and/or working within private property).

· After the job is completed the High-Pressure Jetting Contractor will send the invoice to the relevant eThekwini Municipality’s, Water and Sanitation Unit, Sanitation Operation’s: Area Manager (Northern, Central, Western or Southern). The invoice will include the following minimum info:
· Unique Fault number
· Job initial photo (to be taken when arrival on site)
· Fault completion photo, which must include the GPS co-ordinates and date
· Value to be paid to the High-Pressure Jetting Contractor 
· Details of the high-pressure jetting. Specifics of the high-pressure jetting; staff, plant, vehicle and equipment utilized 
· Municipality Representative for the Work
· Upon receipt of the invoice the relevant eThekwini Municipality’s, Water and Sanitation Unit, Sanitation Operation’s: Area Manager (Northern, Central, Western or Southern) will verify the completion of the job and the details within the invoice. 

The eThekwini Municipality’s, Water and Sanitation Unit, Sanitation Operation’s: Area Manager (Northern, Central, Western or Southern) will have his/her staff undertake site visits and assessments (before, during and post work completion), to ensure the work in completed as per the specification, standards and safety factors. 

E 3.2.2	Alphabetic - Numeric Roster System
The Alphabetic - Numeric listed roster system will be created by the eThekwini Municipality’s, Water and Sanitation Unit, Sanitation Operation’s: Area Manager (Northern, Central, Western or Southern) based on the panel information created from this Expression of Interest, the contractors listed Alphabetic and then Numeric will be selected to undertake high-pressure jetting of sewer at the rates indicated within this Expression of Interest.

Once the jetting head has passed through the blockage, a steady rewind rate of 100-200mm/s should be maintained to ensure effective cleaning. 

It is important to note what debris is being washed back in order to determine if a different jetting head is required for example where fats/grease appear in the debris, a specific jetting head for this can then be used. 

Once a blockage has been removed, a material specific jetting head, can be used to clean the pipe if necessary. If blockage removal cannot be achieved from the downstream manhole, then operations may need to be carried out from the upstream manhole. 

Care must be taken when releasing the hose/jetting head into the manhole as the equipment itself may damage the manhole/pipe which could be filled with backed up flow. 

The operator should be using a jetting head with a single forward-facing jet in addition to the rear facing jets during this type of operation. 

Care must be taken during jetting operations not to allow the jetting head to embed itself too far and too tightly in the blockage. 

The jetting head should be gradually worked into the blockage breaking it up into smaller pieces reducing the likelihood of the jetting head/hose being trapped in material that could reform another blockage. 

Care must be taken to avoid this type of scenario. For flushing/cleaning operations in general, the sequence of work should start with the manholes at the highest section of the line (multiple manholes and segments of pipe) working down towards the lowest section of the line.

The High-Pressure Jetting Contractor will be require to provide good quality colour photographs for the project before, during and after as directed by the Employers reperesentative; who will also stipulate the quantity of photographs for each phase.

E 3.2.7	Collusion
Any form of collusion, corruption or bribery between the Contractor and eThekwini staff will immediately result in the Contractor being disqualified.
