Definitions 1. The following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:
“Closing time" means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the receipt of bids.

“Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the supplier, as
recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto
and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and proper
performance of his contractual obligations.

“Day” means calendar day.
“Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.
“Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

“Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified store or
depot or on the specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the supplier
bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

"Dumping"” occurs when a private enterprise abroad market its goods on own initiative in the RSA at
lower prices than that of the country of origin and which have the potential to harm the local industries in
the RSA.

"Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not involving the supplier’s fauit
or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but is not restricted to, acts of the
purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions
and freight embargoes.

“Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or
the execution of a contract to the detriment of any bidder, and includes collusive practice among bidders
prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive ievels and to
deprive the bidder of the benefits of free and open competition.

“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract.

“Goods” means all of the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials that the supplier is required to
supply to the purchaser under the contract.

“Written” or “in writing” means handwritten in ink or any form of electronic or mechanical writing.

General

INTRODUCTION

The legislative mandate of the Department of Water and Sanitation (DWS) seeks to ensure
that the country's water resources are protected, managed, used, developed, conserved, and
controlled through regulating and supporting the provision of quality water and restoring

the dignity of people through sanitation. DWS is responsible for the development, operations,
maintenance, and rehabilitation of water resources infrastructure assets for the country.

International travel refers to travel outside the borders of the Republic of South Africa.

Lodge Card is a credit card which is specifically designed purely for business travel expenditure. There

is typically one credit card number which is “lodged” with the TMC which all expenditure is charged.

Management Fee is the fixed negotiated fee payable to the Travel Management Company (TMC) in
monthly instaiments for the delivery of travel management services, excluding any indirect service fee

not included in the management fee structure (visa, refund, frequent flyer tickets etc).

Merchant Fees are fees charged by the lodge card company at the point of sale for bill back charges

for ground arrangements.

Quality Management System means a collection of business processes focused on consistently
meeting customer requirements and enhancing their satisfaction.
