1.1. [bookmark: _Toc152880043]Purpose of request
The purpose of this RFB is to invite Suppliers (hereinafter referred to as “bidders”) to submit bids for the “supply of various Computer Labels for All SITA Data Centres for a period of 3 years”.

[bookmark: _Toc152880044]The intent is to follow the normal SITA procurement process to appoint a service provider for the supply of various computer labels for all SITA Data Centres for a period of 3 years. SITA currently renders a print service to 148 Government Departments and various Municipalities and other clients on a daily and monthly basis and therefore requires the appointment of a service provider to supply the required various computer labels.
1.2. [bookmark: _Toc152880045]Background
SITA Data Centres renders a printing service on high speed laser printers to various Government Departments (National, Provincial and Local) including various municipalities. Included in these services are the printing of labels of various sizes on a monthly basis. During 2019 all Departments sign off up for the A4 24-up cut sheet labels. 
The Department of Education changes the sizes of the labels and it depends on their requirement as to what SITA will order. Currently SITA uses 21-up labels for the Education department.
