1. INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND

1.1 The National Economic Development and Labour Council (Nedlac) is a statutory body that was established through Nedlac Act No. 35 of 1994 and operates under the terms of its own Nedlac Constitution. Nedlac’s vision is to promote growth, equity and participation through social dialogue.

1.2 Nedlac has one office nationally with an employee compliment of +-50 and external 
      stakeholders/social partners.
